The service has
led her to many countries—,
among them, the Philippines, Ko-
rea, China and now Germany.

Col. Bradley, who has won
enough *“fruit salad” for several
heroes, has a gripe. She can’t
prepare exactly that—fruit salad.
She was quoted as saying the
nurse corps is a wonderful pro-
fession for any woman. “Women
who are inelined toward domestic
work can also get that in the
service. There are complete faci-
lities for cooking and housekeep-
ing.”

The Colonel was completely at
home on her trips to the drilling
rigs with her brother as they
rode a jeep to the drilling loca-
tions. She has found it a real
problem to learn to drive a stan-
dard automobile. “I've found it
hard to drive a car again, I'm
used to riding a jeep and want
to jump out—I guess you might
say I've got the jeep habit.”

She said that the best ambassa-

Vocational schools are a valu-
able asset to the state of Ken-
tucky, George Ramey, state di-
rector of vocational schools, de-
clared in an address at a recent
meetmg of the Prestonsburg Ki-
wanis Club.

Ramey said that not all stu-
dents can become lawyers, doc-
teachers, so the oppor-
tunity to learn a vocation is ex-
tremely important.

He said that it is important
that we recognize and honor stu-
with
their hands. Ramey said that the
boys have honorable occupations |
and are invaluable to any com- |
munity.

The demand for graduates of
the Paintsville vocational shop is |
greater than the supply, Ramey |

i said. He expressed the hope that |

the Plestombulg vocational shop |
will be back in operation this |
fall.

| Ramey passed on some inter-
esting statistics to the attending
Kiwanians. Referring to density
of population, he said that there
are almost two to one more peo-
ple on the Big Sandy than the
average square mile population
of the U. S. We have 100 persons
per square mile in the Big Sandy,
739 in Kentucky, and 50.9 in
the U. S.

Col. Bradley has steadily prov-
ed herself worthy of promo-
tion and added responsibility
throughout the years. For five
vears she was stationed at Walter
Reed hospital in Washington, D.
C.

Then came 1939 and she
went to the Philippine Islands
where she was stationed at Camp
John Hay at Gaguio.

The Japanese attacked Pearl
Harbor two years later. Miss
Bradley found herself in the mid-
dle of a global conflict which
was not to end until nearly five
years later.

When the Japanese invaded
Philippines, she was cap-
tured. That was on Dec. 28, 1951.

| She spent the next 37 months

and five days as a prisoner of

war, being liberated Feb. 4, 1945
at ‘aan Tomas prison in Manila.

Col. Bradley remembers vividly
her capture and the friendly
manner of the Japanese officers.
Even though she was treated
courteously, she had a numbing
fear, however, of being shot with
[every stop of the bus in which
she was being transported to pris-
on. Then came the months of in-
creasing deprivation and hunger,

She recalls quiet conversations

with a Japanese who had bomb-

ed Corregidor. “The man who
talked to us in the camp didn’t
seem at all like the movie ver-
sion of a Japanese {lyer. He

had undoubtedly killed a number |

of American soldiers, but it was
peculiar—we all liked him. There
were many others who were nice
to us, too.”

War and imprisonment caused
many strange things, And any
war prisoner will say that it isn’t
fun. But Colonel Bradley is not
bitter, in spite of the long months.

More Quahfled
School Te'achers

Frankfort. July 3—In 10 years,
Kentucky's public school system
has reduced its number of teach-
ers having no college training from
1,000 to 50.

These teachers are among those
employed with emergency certif-
icates. In the same period, the
total of those teaching with
emergency certificates has dropped
from 5,300 to 2,3813.

These figures, released by the
State Department of Education,
show that the quality of instrue-
tion and professional stability of
teachers have increased since 1948,
say State educators.

The agency pointed out that
more Kentucky teachers are re-
maining in the positions they held
the previous year. During 10 years,
the department reported, the pub-
lic school teaching staff has risen
from 18,500 to 23,900.

The department reported that
under the foundation program,
which provides better salaries for
better qualifications, the level of
training of emergency teachers is
higher than ever. Nearly 90 per-
cent of them have more than one
vear of college and 50 percent have
between two and three years. Rec-
ords show that most teachers ap-
nointed on emergency basis prog-
ress to full qualification and in
many cases provide Kentucky with
its best teachers, the agency says,
adding:

“In a period when the demand
for teachers is constantly increas-
inz, due to larger enrollments, less
over crowding (lower pupil-teacher
ratios), and broader services (art,
musie, physical education and
library services), decreasing the
number of teachers appointed on
emergency certificates is an en-
couraging indicafion of better ed-
[ucation in Kentucky.”

The larger of the old-time general stores were massive emporiums of hardware, groceries, cloth-
ing, seeds, harness and furniture. This picture of a typical Big Sandy store of the 80’s shows the
old-fashioned “step-stove,” and hanging near the ceiling are boots. Under the boots are bolts of
cloth attached to the wall. Most merchandise was under glass or inaccessible to the customer
unless a clerk assisted him.

Forestrf’Group'Urges
Good Fire Prevention

New Laws Are Cited

A plea to Kentucky farmers to
chserve “good fire prevention
rules” in forests and fields of the
Bluegrass: State was issued this
week by the Kentucky Tree Farm
Committee.

Pointing out that more than 42
per cent of Kentucky’'s 11 million
acres of forest land is owned by
farmers, Committee Chairman
Harold €. Moser said his com- |
mittee asks the farmers to be espe- |
cially careful with fire during the|
summer and fall fire seasons. i

“Pires are the No. 1 enemy of
productive forests in Xentucky,”
Moser said. “Pires greatly reduce |
ithe value of the standing trees in
many cases and they destroy the
young trees which should foerm the |
future crops of timbesr from our |
forests.”

Under a law passed by the lezis- |‘
lature this year, all forest land in |
the state will be given organized
| forest fire protection within five |
| years. At the present time, only |
about 60 per cent of Kentucky's |
forest area is afforded organizesd |
| pretection by the State Division of |
Forestry

ed over a sugar barrel. Sugar
was sold at a cut-rate price by
Cooley for a few days and after-
ward the bear was shooed away
from the store. He died in 1867
and was succeeded in 1869 by his
son-in-law, TIsaac Richmond, from
Big Stone Gap, Virginia.

There were many other stores
established, though, in the valley
by the time' Richmond came af-
ter the Civil War. Many were
built on all the major tributary
streams of the river. Harvey
Leslie had the first store on
Johns Creek near the Leslie
Settlement by the time of the
Civil War., Leslie’s customers
brought him furs and dried
peaches. At one time he had 250

' bushels of the dried fruit in the

store awaiting shipment. He haul-
ed furs, roots, barks and peach-
es to the mouth of Cow Pen
Creek, near the present Mossy
Bottom, loaded a flatboat and
drifted to the Cincinnati market.

James S. Layne, founder of the
town of Betsy Layne, had one of
the valley’s earliest stores. Like
Leslie and others he depended
upon barter a great deal as mon-
ey was scarce. There is extant
a reply to a letter Layne wrote
a fur buyer in the East.

“We have just received our
advices from New York and find
furs will be scarcely worth pur-
chasing,” the Pittsburgh buyer
wrote Layne, at Laynesville, in
Feb. 1847.” The prospect for high
prices is out of the question. The
following is a list of prices furnished
us: Coon, from 6% to 25¢; Red fox,
50c to $1.00; wildcat 25¢ to 37%;
muskrat, 10c to 12%2. These are
the prices you may expect to get
for your furs and if you can do
better at home or at The Mouth
you had better avail yourself of
it.”

Prices were gqueerly dislocated
in Big Sandy stores before the
Civil War, Layne bought great
quantities of merchandise at The
Mouth of Sandy, (Catlettsburg),
from Catlett & Williams, whole-
salers. An 1834 invoice reveals
that the wholesale price of cof-
fee was only 16% per pound but
tea was $1.10 pound. Salt was
wholsaled at 37%c¢ per pound.

liams were: calico, 17%¢ yard;

FINDS EXPERIMENTS PAY OFF

Research projects of Kentucky
Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tions, completed during 1957,
brought a variety of findings.
Here is a roundup of some of the
projects:

Strawberry-Insect Control —
Plots treated to control insects,
mites and harvest diseases (such
as rot) yielded as high as 440
crates of berries per acre, where-
as untreated plots were about 325
crates. Captan (a fungicide) had
good control; this material was
mixed with DDT, methoxychlor,
malathion and others to control
insects and rots. Some systemic
experimental materials were
tried with good results.

Liquid fertilizers—Liquid fer-
tilizers used on a wheat crop in
McLean county did not produce
any significant gains over the
solid fertilizers, E. C. Doll, agro-
nomist, reports.

Dairy Rations—Milk cows get-
ting a combination of low quality
hay and a concentrate mixed with
some roughage dropped their
milk production drastically says
Don Jacobs, dairy researcher. In
fact, farmers feeding such a ra-
tion would have lost money on
the operation. Idea of the test
was to prove such rations are not
suitable.

AUTO MAY SAVE YOUR LIFE
IN CASE OF ENEMY ATTACK

Frankfort, July 1 (Spl.)—Most
families in the United States have
four wheels on the road to survival.
These are on the family car. How
well it serves depends on a few
common sense preparations—things
which may spel the difference
between life and death in emer-
gency, whether from natural dis-
aster or enemy attack, says Ken-
tucky Civil Defense experts.

Many survival actions, especially
pre-attack evacuation, depend on
the ability to move away from a
probable area of danger. The car
provides this ability.

The car should he kept in the
best possible mechanical condition,
with tires properly inflated, battery
in tip-top shape, and the gas tank
more than half-full at all times.

Most cars today can move some
250 miles on a full tank of gasoline.
While it may no be necessary to
move that far at any one time
under emergency conditions, it may
well be a difficult problem to obtain
additional gasoline for quite a
while after an attack.

Gasoline can be conserved by
keeping the car engine in proper
mechanical adjustment and opera-
ting the car at the most efficient
speed, usually between 30 and 40

m. p. h. The Federal Civil Defense-|

Administration advises that a car

increase in gasoline consumption,
Tests under an actual atomic ex-

turret top construction, give a de-
gree of protection against blast,
heat and radiation.

Before an attack, roll the win-
dows down to equalize the
bressures and to prevent glass
breakage. Crouch or lie down, be-
low the level of the windows. After
an attack, windows should be
raised to keep out as much dust
as possible: It may be contaminated
by radio-active fallout.

FCDA urges motorists to keep on
hand maps of the cities in which
they live and of surrounding areas.
In an evacuation, maps will be im-
portant, since it may be necessary
for the official traffic broadcasts

to route ftraffic over unfamiliar
roads.
Important to remember during

evacuation are rules of Civil De-
fense driving: Obey police, and
other civil authorities. Pick up
walking evacuees, if there is room
'in the car. Do not crowd or try to
beat the other fellow. If the car
becomes disabled, try to get off
the road.
