Under laden skies the sombre,
often discouraging work of drag-
ging the Big Sandy diver for the
seven missing victims of the
school bus wreck at Knotley Hol-
low, near here, Feh.

In rain, cold weather, day and
night the search went on: More
than 500 National Guardsmen
ordered here for the recovery
task by Governor A. B. Chan-
dler and volunteer ecivilian

A letter addressed to Kentucky
legislators gave the Mine Work-
ers hospital view:

Ten years ago in the coal min-
ing communities of Eastern Ken-
tucky medical care and hospital
facilities were notably lacking
and much of the latter was of
poor quality. We have some fine
practitioners who are dedicated
to their oath and practice. We
have some good modern hospi-
tals essaying a task far beyond
their physical capacity. But more
often the coal miner was forced
to find medical care in sub-stan-
dard, inadequately staffed, un-
sanitary and poorly equipped
despensaries masquerading as
hospitals. The ceal miner in gen-
eral has been by-passed by the
medical proiession.

Three to six dollars per month
was checked off his pay check
for medical and hospital care
that was in many instances non-
existent. The coal miner was the
victim of generally inadequate
medical care during these years.
The end-result was a back log
of human misery. In order to

cal care to the coal miner, it was
necessary to supplement the
existing institutions by erecting
10. modern hospitals. It-was nee-
essary to induce specialists and
technicians to come to the min-
ing communities of Eastern Ken-
tucky, an area that with few ex-|
ceptions, had no specialists prior
to the advent of the Fund. Here

“The regular check days for
this bus are the first and third
Wednesdays of each month. How-
ever, due to bad weather on the
third Wednesday of February it
was not checked until the fourth
Wednesday of February. ‘

“He further stated that the bus
was checked thoroughly and was
taken from the garage in good
mechanical condition.

“Sgt. Boyd Kiser and Mr. Bob-
by Hall, a mechanic from Pike-
ville, checked the bus after it
was removed from the river,
They found the front axle was
off the bus.

“The brake drum was pulled
from the front axle, and the
brake lining and the wheel cyl-
inder were found to be in good
condition. The brake lining was
practically new and showed very
little sign of wear. The wheel
cylinder was very clear and had
new wheel-cylinder caps.”

“From the accident report to
date, the following summary is a
conclusion based upon the report:

“2. As the eyewitnesses did
not see the brake lights go on,
as the students in the bus stated
they did not feel any sensation of
brakes being applied, it is con-
cluded that the bus brakes were

Interviewing and testing of ap-
plicants for the second class of the
Professional Nursing at Harlan, to
begin in September, 1958, was an-
nounced this week.

More Stalk Population
For Corn Is Advocated
By U. K. Argonomists

Lexington, Ky.—Increased stalk-
population per acre ‘in hybrid corns
during an adverse growing season
did not cut yields drastically in a
test by the UK ' Agricultural Ex-
periment Station agronomy depart-
ment,

In fact, hybrid corn planted in
Lexington at a stalk population of
20,000 per acre in 1957—considered
a poor season for corn-growing-—
vielded 3.5 bushels an acre more
than the hybrids planted at an
8,000 per-acre stalk population, says
Frank Loeffel, grain specialist. Dry
weather, however, in the growing
season did cuf all yields appreciably
at all levels, he noted.

At the 8,000 stalk-population level,
the six hybrids averaged a 46-bushel
per acre yield; at 12,000, 49.5 bush-
els; at 16,000, 51.4 bushels; and at
20,000, 49.5 bushels.

The six hybrids (all recommend-
ed by the station for Kentucky use)
were Ky. 105, Ky. 106A, Ky. 103,
US 13, US 523W, and Ky. 204(w).
Kentucky certified seed of these
hybrids is available.

Loeffel said the tests would con-
tinue for several years, He believes
the present stalk population used
by Kentucky farmers—estimated at
about 8,000 plants per acre—is a
limiting factor in yields and effic-
iency,

A minimum stand of 12,000 plants
per acre should be the goal of Ken-
tucky farmers, Loeffel says, instead
of .the present 8,000 per acre. To
get this (the 12,000 stalk population)
farmers should plant 13.200 ker-
nels; this 16 per cent “average” will
result finally in about 12,000 plants
per acre, the desired stalk popula-
tion.

If fertility level is mnot high
enough to maintain 12,000 plants
per acre, drop the corn and switch

Reforesiration species available
are white pine, shortleaf pine, lob-
lolly pine and black locust.

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Moral Aspects
0f Alcoholism
Are Considered

Is alcoholism 2 moral disease?
This frequent and controversial
question long has been discussed in
pulpits with varing interpretations.

Certain denominations believe it
immoral to drink, other faiths do
not consider it wrong. It resolves
into a matter of personal belief and
church teaching. There has been a
number cf studies made classifying
known alcoholics by religious faiths.

It is hizhly significant that the
Jewish faith produces fewer alcohol-
ics than any studied; indeed such a
thing as a Jewish alecoholic is almost
a phenomena. There are no sanc-
tions against the use of beverage
alcohol in the Jewis faith. The use
of beverage alcohol is a fundamen-
part of their ceremonies on
certain important days in their re-
ligious life.

On the other hand, certain other
faiths that do not frown on use
of heverage alcohol show a high
incidence of alcoholism in their
membership. A spoft check of re-
ligious backgrounds of a group of
recovered alcoholics disclosed that
practically all denominations were
represented.

Every study made produces more
evidence that alcoholism is an ill-
ness and no respecter of persons.

of society, regardless of financial,
social or religious standing. Of every
100 persons who drink, between six
and seven have either the mental
tensions or the physical chemical
reactions that make normal con-
trolled drinking an impossibility.

Will-
power, religious counseling, even
medical attention cannoct control this
illness. Experience has shown that
a percentage react favorably ito
group therapy. Another percentage
is helped by psychiatric treatment.
By far the largest group of alcohol-

| ics who have been helped are mem-

bers of Alcoholics Anonymous.
From two persons in 1935, this
group has grown to 200,000 former
alcoholics who ‘had touched bottom
and who are now useful and happy

[citizens who have achieved com-
| plete sobriety.

To quote from their so calleéd biz
book, available at most any public
library, they “seek through attrac-

| tion rather than promotibn.” The

membership maintains anonymity at
the levels of press and radio and in
their private lives. Every group in
the United States is listed in the
telephone directory in the town
where located.

12th Governor
Of Kentuclcy

James Clark, governor from
1836 to his death in 1839, was,
undobutedly, in his day, “the
best known man in Kentucky af-
ter Henry Clay.” His busy public
career as legislator, congressman,
judge, and governor extended
from 1807 to 1839.

He was born in Bedford Coun-
ty, Virginia, son of Robert and
Susan Clark. The family emigra-
ted to a farm in Clark county
when James was a boy, and there
he received his general educa-
tion from Dr. Blythe, who later
gained a reputation as a profes-
sor at Transylvania College.
Young James was sent back to
Virginia, however, to study law.

He was admitted to the bar in
Winchester in 1797 and soon turn-
ed to a political career. He serv-
ed in the State House of Repre-
sentatives from 1807 and 1809, on
the Court of Appeals from 1818
to 1812, and in the United States
House from 1813 to 1816.

His tenure as a circuit court

|judge from 1817 to 1824 first

brought him State and even na-
tional prominence. The Replevin

Law of 1820, designed to delay
payment of private debts up to
two years, was given a test in
Judge Clark’s court in Bourbon
county. He ruled, in a very able
opinion, that the obligation of
contracts as based on the United
States and Kentucky constitutions
were on trial; and, therefore, the
plaintiff must receive  payments
from the defendant without de-
lay.

This was a courageous act be-
cause Kentucky was in the throes
of a serious depression and it
was unpopular to oppose the
platform of the “Relief Party”.
The Kentucky Legislature at-
tempted but failed to muster the
two-thirds vote necessary to re-
move Judge Clark from office;
although the vote was close at
59-35.

After resigning in 1824 as cir-
cuit judge, Clark served in the
United States House (1825-31) |
and the State Senate (1832-36). |

In 1836 he was elected governor |
on the Whig ticket but died Sep- |
tember 27, 1839, before comple-
tion of his term. He was buried
in Winchester, and his grave was
later marked by the Common-|
wealth of Kentucky. !

To Use ‘Ice Blanket’;

New-Life Saving Device

During the past few years a new
and relatively simple device has
been helping to save the lives of
patients undergoing heart slrgery.
Called a hypothermia machine or
hypothermia blanket, the device is
aptly named. “Hypo” is a Greek
work meaning “down” or “beneath.”
“Thermia” is also of Greek deriva-
tion and means simply “heat.” So,
literally, the hypothermia machine
is a tool used to lower the hody’s
temperature.

The machinge works like a re-
frigeration unit, with the patient
wrapped in a rubberized mat in
which a cooling agent is circulated
through inner coils. The patient’s
temperature is thus effectively and
painlessly lowered.

This technique of “freezing”
has been devised

a
mainly

times called artificial hibernation.

Cooling the patient reduces par-
ticularly his brain’s need as well
as other vital organs, for blood.
This, in turn, causes the heart to
pump more slowly and makes it
easier for a surgeon to work inside
the heart. The body temperature
of the patient, who is under anes-
thetic, is reduced -to about 88 or
80 degrees, from a normal 988, for
heart surgery.

Prior to development of the hy-
pothermia blanket, refrigeration of
patients had been done -crudely
with ice packs.

{ All have been completed within
 the last three years.

They were built and are operat-
'ed by the huge Welfare and Re-
tirement Fund of the United Mine
| Workers of America, generally
[ referred to as the Fund in union
‘Lrir('les. Their primary purpose is
| to care for card-holding miners
| and their dependents at no cost
| to them, although the hospitals
also are apen to other individuals
able to pay for the service.

Cperation of these hospitals,
along with Fund policies regard-
ing hospitalization and doctor-
patient relationship, has resulted
in sharp {riction between top-
level union officials and Fund
administrators on the one hand,

the other.

These differences have boiled
over into the Kentucky General
| Assembly, and into the state and
county medical societies.

S0 says Dr. Doris Seward, dean
of women at the University of
Kentucky, Lexington. -

And
there's any comparison between
university women and owls. But
Dr. Seward is rather noted among
academic circles for her owl col-
lection.

It was started about 15 years
ago when she was still in school.
“Everyene was collecting some-
thing,” she said, “so I started on
owls.” A rather appropiate hobby
for a university dean, since owls are
known as “wise birds.”

Her owls are made of china, glass,
wood, milk glass, pine cone, metal—
including iron, brass and copper—

| leather, cloth, plaster, plastic, rub-

ber, shell and bond.

Dean Seward keeps a catalogue
telling who gave the twls and
where each came from. Some were
carved at the request of friends.
The little birds have come from
many states and Canada, Denmark
—where she traveled—Italy, Eng-
land, India and France. One is
hand-carved ivory and another is
of antique bisque china. A pair of

brass owls was made by Daniel
French, one owl is an Overbach
ceramic. One wooden owl, serving

as a penny bank, was hand-carved
in Japan with an oriental look.

Her collection includes some 150
owl pins.

Dean Seward receives owls from
persons she has not seen in years
or from folks she meets only cas-
vally.

Recently a woman in New
York sent two owls in the form of
Christmas tree ornaments.

This bus did not have any emer-
gency brake and had not had any
since it had been turned over to
my boy to drive. It was a used bus
when it was turned over to him
and had been brought in from some
other territory. I noticed on Thurs-
day evening when John Alex was
turning the bus in front of my place
the foot brake seemed to be 0. K.
as he had to stop twice and back
up to turn around. I am sure that
up to the time of this awful tragedy
the foot brake was working., If it
had not been he would not have
come back with the load of children,
gone on to Allen
and had the brake fixed before he
allowed the children to ride in it.
This was the procedure he had fol-
lowed in the past.

To me it seems an awful state-
ment to say to the people that the
brakes were good when the front
end of the bus was pulled off when
retrieving it from the river. I know,
and all the people acquainted with
my boy knew that he was a good
driver and that he did all in his
power to avoid the wreck and save
the life of himself and the children
oh that bus.

I have heard of some statements
made by-some persons supposed to
nave been near the wrecker that
no brake was applied, and that the
brake light never came on.

“That 207,000 acres of the total |
burned, was on land not under state |
forest fire protection.” In 47 coun- |
ties under state forest fire protec- ‘
tion, damage amounted to only $99 -
000.00 on 26,000 burned acres. |

All but three of the 1296 fires
were the result of people's careless-
ness or negligence. Debris burning |
—trash and brush fires, plant bed
fires, field burning—was the major |
cause of forest fire and accounted
for 38% of the total.

Carless smokers—who dropped
lighted matches or burning tobacco
—were second with 27 percent of
the fires traced to ther. Incendiary
fires—those set wilfully or malic-

iously—held third place, and those
attributed to campers were fourth.

Under the state’s forest fire pro-
tection laws, persons responsible |
for woods fires are subject to pen- ‘
alties by loeal courts. Under. this
law, 79 persons were pi‘o:‘;emmed]
and convicted during 1857. ‘

With the coming of spring and
the possibility of dry weather, the
woods and fields will be ripe for
fire. The Division of Forestry urges |
all citizent burning debris, fields
or tobacco beds to be extremely
careful to see that the five doesn’t
escape into woodlands.
