HEAVY BLAST
CAUSES LOSS

United Fuel’s Station
At Warco Is Damaged
As Gas Line Explodes

Heavy damage was inflicted on
the United Fuel Gas Company’s
Beaver Creek compressor station
at Warco early Tuesday morning
by the explosion of a 20-inch
pipeline and the resultant blaze.

The blast, which occurred just
outside the fence enclosing the
station, was heard over a wide
area. No estimate of the damage
was made at the Charleston of-
fices of the company. Nobody
was injured.

The line rupture came at 3:45
am. Escaping gas ignited and
was 'not extinguished till almost
four hours later. Cause of the
explosion is not known, nor was
the extent of damage to piping
and the dehydration plant.

HELD LACKING
Right-of-Way Buying
Delayed, Holding Up
4 Highway Contracts

Four promised rural highway con-
struction jobs in this' county are
awaiting the purchase of rights-of-
way—but that matter of buying
these rights is a problem that will
take somée solving, it was said.

First of all, said County Attor-

ney Robert 8. Wellman this week, |

Floyd county has only $31€ in its
right-of-way fund. Where the
money is coming from for rights-
of way is one part of the problem.

Then, again the business of car-
rying on right-of-way negotiations
has been slowed up by two factors:
1. The school bus tragedy; 2. the
huge volume of office work dumped
on County Judge Henry Stumbo by
the Appellate Court ruling which
held that Magistrates may not pre-
side in the trial of criminal cases,
with the result that Magistrates
now handle little business outside
of fiscal court sessions.

In the hands of the county since
December have been rights-of-way
deeds prepared by the Rural High-
way Department following surveys,
and Rural Highway Commissioner
J. B. Wells has promised that as
soon as the deeds are executed and
returned to him bids will be asked
on these roads:

From Bonanza to Whitaker (pop-
ularly known as the Jenny’s Creek
road), the Bill Hall Branch to
Hamilton Branch route, the Fraz-
ier's Creek and Spewing Camp
roads.

All but four deeds to right-of-way
have been procured on the Bo-
nanza-Whitaker road, and condem-
nation actions may be required on
these, it was said.

Promise of this road work was
made to State Senator Jerry F.
Howell, H. D. Fitzpatrick, Jr. and
Lon C. Hill

County Judge Stumbo said, soon
after the work was promised, that
acquiring of rights-of-way is a
“must,” and that funds to pay
landowners must somehow be found.

This would
not materially alter the efficiency
of the Guard’s operations and
would release some men from
their units to go home, it was
said.

sent to the laboratory 16 were dog
heads, six cat heads, and there
was one deer head and one squirrel
head. Eighty citizens were given
anti-rabies injection in this county

Stumbo gave adviee to persons
who think their dogs may have
been attacked by rabies. He noted
that there were two kind of rabies—
the dumb and furious type. Animals
having the dumb type show little
irritability, will get down in his
hips and refuse to eat or drink.
The animal with the furious type
will behave wildly, roam about and
a chief sympton is saliva dropping
from the mouth.

“1f a dog is suspected of having
rabies it is best to pen him up for
at least 14 days,” Stumbo advised.
“Shooting a suspected mad dog is
a mistake made by many people.
If the dog has the disease he will
get worse and die anyway but if
he doesn’t have rabies he will most
likely recover. If the dog is killed
diagnosis of rabies is difficult be-
cause the disease may not have ad-
vanced far enough for the negri
bodies to show up in the brain.’
Thus the test may be negative al-

though the animal aectually had
rabies”

'Gov. Wickliffe,
' Duke Of Wickland |

Charles Anderson Wickliffe, 13th
governor of the Commonwelath,
was known as “the Duke” because of
his haughty bearing in the presence
|of those he considered to be his
| social inferiors. In spite of his dis-
| dainful attitude toward “the com-
moners,” he was a successful pol-
| itician for more than 50 years.
| Perhaps psychologists would char-
acterize such superciliousness as a
cover for a Kentucky-homestead
background and the hard life on
the frontier it represented; and
they probably would not be far
wrong. According to several sources
available to the general historian,

we should at once adopt the fol-

ilowing practices and procedures,

and laws should be enacted to
see that they are carried out:

1—All the old clearings and
unused mountain land should be
planted in trees like black wal-
nuts, black locusts, shortleaf and
loblolly pine and species of oak.
Black walnut and locust trees are
fast soil builders and they are
easily grown from seed or seed-
lings. They quickly enrich the
soil and hold it from washing.
You will usually find rich, black
soil under walnut and locust
trees.

2—All lumber companies now
operating in our region should

| be required to reforest the moun-

tains they are depleting of tim-
ber. Some lumber companies

have now adopted this practice |

and it should be followed by all.

3.—Contour farming shculd be
carried out on all sloping land
and cover crops should be sown
to protect the soil from winter
erosion.

4 —There should be a closed
season for at least five years on
our game birds like ruffed
grouse, doves, pileated woodpeck-
ers, and others, which are in
danger of becoming extinet.
There should also be a closed

season on some of our game
which has been ruthlessly slaugh-
tered, like gray squirrels, for a
period of five years or more.
