It provided that school bus speed 
was not to exceed 45 miles per 
hour; the driver was to pass a phys­
ical examination annually and was 
to be certified to the Department 
of Public Safety; overloading of 
buses was prohibited; buses were to 
be inspected monthly. Penalties 
were provided.

Doris Faye Burchett, buried under­
nea~h giant willow roots in the 
mud. 

Ranier had been working on the 
recovery job since 8:27 a.m. that 
fateful Friday, just 17 minutes 
after the school Jms plunged into 
the Big Sandy and took 26 children 
and the driver to a watery grave. 
The Ranier equipment crowded the 
ri\·er bank near the site. It in­
cluded five bulldozers, two lowboys, 
t hree big trucks, three radio cars 
and three pickups with two-way 
raalos. Forty-five of his men stood 
by or operated the equipment. 

The Prestonsburg man's bull­
dozers chewed out a road down the 
river bank and hauled the bus out 
of the river after it was found. 
Cost of the operations at the site for 
76 hours of intensive effort, ran 
into the thousands of dollars for 
Ranier. He never received a cent, 
didn't want any. It was but one 
of the many jobs Harry Ranier 
could do, and to whom people 
turned when in trouble. 

Prestonsburg had turned to Mr. 
Ranier 13 months earlier when the 
raging Big Sandy swept into the 
town and left a sea of mud and deb­
ris. 

The town had to be cleaned 
up. He did it in 14 days, with men 
working around the clock. At the 
end of two weeks he tapered his 
activities only to the day. When 
he was done th e town had been 
given a bath with giant fire hoses 
and the debris carted away. Of all 
the flooded county seat towns of 
Eastern Kentucky Prestonsburg was 
cleaned up first. 

The 41-year-old Ranier is used to 
rugged jobs. He now employs 160 
men on constructivn jobs, chiefly 
pipelines, and has 59 units of motor­
ized highway equipment. He has 
30 crawler tractors and 'dozers. 

He was born at Seco, son of 
restaurateur Tony Ranier, of the 
Derby Cafe here, who was a con­
tractor himself in Letcher county. 
His mother died when he was seven. 
Tony brought Harry to Prestons­
burg f0ur years later. 

Harry grew to manhood, started 
working for the gas companies. He 
tried other business later on but this 
main interest has been corutruc­
tion work. He bought his first bull­
dozer in 1950 . His first job of any 
size was the building of a six-inch 
pipeline for United Fuel Gas Com­
pany on Johns Creek in Pike 
county.

Spring buds are na-ture's prom ­
ise of evei·Iasting life, the May 
Reader's Digest says: cut one open 
and you will find it a tiny folded 
leaf , complete t o the last detail.

Ranier gives plenty of credit to 
his men who have stood with him. 
in two major Prestonsbm·g dis­
asters. He pays them while on a 
job and when times are a bit slack 
he continues to do so, realizing that 
as an employer he has certain 
obligations to them. (He offered to 
pay them for the work done to­
ward recovery of the school bus, 
but they declined pay.) 

"You can't pay men with orie 
hand ·and take it away with t he 
oth er," he says alluding t o the 
"oth er" hand as his inability t o 
continually keep them on a job. 

And speaking of jobs and hands, 
if there are ever any more disaster~ 
or grave emergencies in the Pres­
tonsburg area, Harry Ranier will 
be there with both hands.

The grand jury also noted in its 
final report that "t;he rules and reg­
ulations as adopted by the Board 
of Education for their schools ·and 
buses are excellept; however, we 
believe that the Board of Educa­
tion should take immediate action 
to see that these rules are put into 
force, as we have some evidence to 
the effect that they are not being 
carried out." 

The jury also recommended that 
the Board see that fire drills are 
conducted in all schools and that 
the next grand jury call in stu­
dents from the various schools and 
question them as to whether or not 
these various reguiations have been 
put into practice. It called on the 
State Department of Highways to 
place gUal·d rails as soon as possible 
along the Big Sandy at danger 
points and in other sections of the 
county where school buses travel 
and it appears that such protection 
is needed. 

The jury's report described con­
ditions at the county jail as "de­
plorable." l;t said: "The mattresses 
in most instances are not fit to 
sleep on.

OFFICIALS NAMED 

Half of the coal industries in 
Eastern Kentucky could be closed 
if the s ta.te chose to enforce pollu­
tion laws strictly, said Stanley Lo­
gart, representative of the Ken­
tucky Department of Stream Pol­
lution Control. 

Logart, who covers primarily the 
Eastern Kenttlcky coal fields, was 
speaking to the Prestonsburg 
Kiwanis Club in a meeting at the 
B & W resturant last Thursday. 

"We don't want to close these 
industries," Logart said. "We know 
they are necessary to the economy 
of the area. We prefer to work 
with them, although progress in 
cleaning up mines has been slow." 

Logart noted that in recent weeks 
there has been heavier influx of 
coal wastes in the river than in the 
last several years. 

One coal company has dumped 
as much as a million gallons of 
coal solids into the streams by the 
breaking of a dam. Another per­
mitted a large amount of oil to 
es~ape into the water, Loga.rt said. 
They were both accidents but that. 
doesn't constitute an excuse. 

The speaker said that the Depart­
ment of Pollution Control was 
started in 1952. The basic purpose 
of the department was to make the 
full use of streams available to 
every Kentucky citizen. He said that 
the department is not primarily 
concerned with the fish life of the 
streams. We know that fishing is 

a recreational outlet for a large 
number of people but we are try­
ing to clean the streams," L{)gart 
said, and added, "which means the 
clmination of industrial waste, coal 
chemicals, and slaughter-h o use 
refuse being dumped into the 
streams." 

Under Federal Bill 660, the state 
representative ' said, $50,000,000 is 
set aside each year for the states to 
use in building treatment plants. 
The treatment plants would purify 
industrial wastes before release in­
to streams. 

Logart- said that $1,200,000 has 
been made available to Kentucky 
municipalities. The money is award­
ed on the basis of need. The max­
imum amount which can be grant­
ed to any city is $250,000. He in­
dicated at the meeting that PTes­
tonsburg is eligible for a grant. 

He · said that any communify 
which dur,nps waste into streams 
could be fined $1,000 a day and 
$1,000 for each day thereafter while 
such pollution continues. 

L0(5art said that the woxst offen­
ders of the streams al'e coal indus­
tries 100 miles upstre:::.m from Pres­
tonsburg. He added that pro.sress 
is slow in eliminating such prac­
tices. 

He said that the water shortage 
in the United States is critical. 
This, he said, is one of the reasons 
stream pollution is such a danger­
ous problem.

expenditure of $7,619,000 this year 
to locate new supplies of natural 
gas in Kentucky and West Virginia. 
Most .of the money will be spent 
for the drilling of llO production 
wells ih Southern West Virginia. 
Production wells scheduled by the 
company in Eastern Kentucky, be­
sides Breathitt county, are in Pike, 
Knott, Leslie and Martin counties. 
Of the allocation, $1,153,000 is for 
the construction of connecting pipe­
lines. 

Partridge said the 140 production 
wells will aid in replacing exhausted 
wells which are being abandoned. 
These wells will be drilled in areas 
which have known gas reserves. 
Specific drilling sites have not yet 
been determined. 

"Our geologists feel that by dril­
ling deeper, there's a chance of 
getting much more gas," Partridge 
explained. "Therefore, five new test 
wells will be drilled in Eastern 
Kentucky to explore deeper hor­
izons in fields which hf!.Ve produced 
gas from more shallow wells." 

Three of the test wells will reach 
a depth of between 9,000 and 11,000 
feet, penetrating through all sed­
imentary rock layers, the United 
Fuel president said. One million 
dollars of the drilling budget will 
be devoted to this attempt to locate 
deeper reserves. He pointed out that 
~ost of drillin6 had increased con­
siderably, having risen from an 
average cost Qf $17,986 per well in 
1948 to $36,000 this year. 

The Breathitt oil strike was made 
in the carboniferous sand at a 
depth of 1,800 feet. Truckers are 
tal•ing about 400 barrels of oil per 
day from Chenowee Hill, locale of 
the find about midway between 
Athol and Elkatawa. Much more oil 
is available there from the Creech 
and newly-drilled well:; but the 
transportation facilities are in­
adequate, it was pointed out. Most 
of the new wells have been capped, 
awaiting transportation develop­
ment. 
Five oil companies and numerous 
individuals are interested in the 
new Breathitt field. Companies 
drilling or planning to drill are 
United Fuel, Preston Oil Company, 
Kentucky and West Vir-ginia Oil 
Company, Cumberland Petroleum 
Co., and Petroleum Exploration Co.

Scheduled May 4-1 0 ; 
KMS Urges Need Check 

A concerted effort to secure 
complete immunization of Ken­
tuckians against communicable 
disease is being conducted by the 
Kentucky State Medical Associa­
tion during "Immunization Week" 
from May 4-10. 

In announcing the d1ive, Dr. Del­
mas M. Clardy, Hopkinsville, who 
heads the KSMA Committee on 
Public Health, urged every Ken­
tucky family to check its immuniza­
tion needs and to take advantage 
of the protection given by immun­
ization. 

During the coming week, a spec­
ial eff01·t will be made by the Asso­
ciation to acquaint Kentuckians 
with the importance of the pro­
tection offered them by the Salk 
vaccine and the so-called "familiar 
stand-by" preventive immuniza­
tions against typhoid, tetanus, dip­
theria, smallpox and whooping 
cough. 

"The need for immunization of 
pre-chool age children for protec­
tion against diptheria and whoop­
ing cough will be stressed," Doctor 
Clardy said. "Since most d!!aths 
from these two .diseases occur un­
der the ages of five and two res­
pectively, if parents wait until tl:teir 
children enter school, they are tak­
ing a grave risk."

Reed, Drift mine oper­
ator and chairman of the East­
ern Kentucky Regional Planning 
Commission. Reed wired the gov­
ernor that "unemployment espec­
ially critical problem in Eastern 
Kentucky at present as recent re­
port prepared at our request by 
Kentucky Department of Econo­
mic Development conclusively 
proves."

Rising unemployment in this 
area was also reflectE:d in the 
increasing number of persons re­
ceiving surplus food commodities 
from the Federal government, 
Chandler told the Congressmen. 
Twenty Eastern Kentucky coun­
ties reported 94,242 surplus food 
recipients in February, an in­
crease of 9,167 since last Novem­
ber.

higher than normal state and na­
tional levels. Conditions have 
been aggravated greatly in re­
cent years by th e steep decline 
in coal mining employm ent with­
out of offseting expansion of jobs 
opportunities in other fields. As a 
result of increased mechaniza­
tion, only 29,500 miners were 
needed in 1957 to pr oduce the 
same amount of coal as 48,000 
workers mined in 1950. Taken 
as a whole Eastern K entucky has 
suffered a net loss of 9,700 in­
sured jobs in all non-far m indus­
try between .January, 1950 and 
January, 1957. P er capita incomes 
in many counties in Eastern Ken­
tucky are under $600 per year-­
among the very lowest in the en­
tire nation. 

"As you are well aware, the 
full impact of more than 20 per­
cent of the labor force being 
without w ork is not f elt until it 
has persisted beyond the time 
when the unemployment insur­
ance claimants are no longer eli­
gible to draw benefi ts. The cush­
ioning effects of these payments 
will be greater in a low income 
area like Eastern Kentucky, 
which is experiencing a substan­
tial influx of unem ployed for­
mer residents still receiving com­
pensation check s based on high­
er wages earned in employment 
in other states. These people tem­
porarily have as much income as 
many employed persons in the 
area. 

"A very large percentage of in­
sured workers in this Region who 
have been laid off by Kentucky 
employers are still drawing un­
employment compensation, but 
the number of unemployed in 
this area exh austing th eir bene­
fit rights has been rising--in­
creasing from 430 to 694 for the 
last two months r eported . How­
ever, the total of 3,153 exhaus­
tions for the seven-month period 
ending January, 1958, is sm all in 
comparison to the 15,899 persons 
receiving compensation checks in 
February and w ho will be w ith­
out incom e in a few months if 
business conditions do not im­
prove." 

Chandler inform ed the com­
mittee that he w as not m erely 
interested in a11eviating the re­
cession but that h e desired long 
range plans t o insure p ermanent 
recovery for Eastem Kentucky. 

"Coal is one of the nation's. 
most important natural r e­
sources," he said, and urged the 
establishment of a F ederally­
sponsored Coal Research I!)Stitute 
to develop new uses for coal and 
its by-products. 

"I believe th at scientific brains 
and an adequat ely-financed pro­
gram can unlock the door to real 
prosperity for Eastern Ken­
tucky," h e concluded. 

Growing Dahlias 
By DAVID Y. GILLESPIE 

Assistant County Agent 

There are few flowers which of­
fer such variety in-form and color­
ing as do the dahlias. The tall-grow­
ing varieties may be used along 
borders and hedges, the dwarf 
sorts are more suitable for bedding 
purposes, and all types and varieties 
are wonderful for cutting. 

Among the most beautiful of all 
dahlias both for bloom in the yard 
and for cutting are the large single 
varieties such as Newport Wonder 
and Tango Century. 

Dahlias prefer a site protected 
from severe winds but where they 
get full sunlight. Any soil that is 
fairly rich will grow dahlias, but 
they prefer a deep loam which is 
well supplied with organic matter 
and has good rainage. 

Dahlias c11.n be planted any ~!me 
after danger of a killing frost is 
past . If you prefer the best in fall 
bloom and color, however, plant 
after June 15. 

Only one tuber with a single 
growing point should be planted in 
a hill. Set th e tuber on its side 
with the "eye" up, 4 inches below 
the soil level in clay soils, and 6 
inches in sandy soils. Cover the 
growing point with 1 to 2 inches of 
soil, and later fill in as the stem 
develops. 

There are three methods of re­
producing dahilas-by division of 
the t uberous roots, cuttings, and 
seeds. The most common method 
is , to divide the clumps into indivi­
ual tubers. Be sure ·there is an eye 
or bud on each tuber. 

Dahlias should have fertilizer 
which is low in nitrogen and high 
in phosphate and potash, such as 
5-10-10. 

Dahlias require large amounts of 
water to develop the best flowers. 
Cultivation and mulching wil1 help 
increase moisture. but there will be 
times when watering is necessary. 
Late afternoon or evening watering 
is best. 

There are many other summer­
flowerin g· bttlbs which can be used 
to beautify the home surroundings 
during the summer and fall months. 
Among these are the anemones, 
begonias, gladioli and the irises.

Says Twice-Daily Prayer 
Can Change Lives of Me~:~ 

Prayer is fa rmore than an S-0-S 
we send up to God in an emer­
gency.

So writes the Very Rev. James A.

No day, Dr. Pike writes 
in the May Reader's Digest, should 
be so crowded that definite times 
are not set aside for prayer : five or 
ten minutes in the morning, ten or 
15 in the evening. Such ·prayers 
twice daily-and at any other time 
we may feel like turning our hearts 
to God-ca.n make all the differ­
ence ni the quality of H.fe lived in 
between. 

It is a fine, unselfish thing to 
ask God in our prayers to help 
others, Dr. Pike writes, but it is 
not enough . We should be willing 
to do something aboUt the things 
for which we pray. A woman who 
asks help fo ra neighbor suddenly 
taken to the hospital is less than 
sincere if she does hot visit her 
sick friend, or offer to help. A 
prayer for good government or 
world peace can hardly ring true If 
we do not bother to inform our­
selves on public affairs so we can 
vote intelligently. 

"In llnkin gour prayers with 
action," Dr Pike writes, "we should 
be like t:hose monks who not only 
pray fo rthe unfortunate but also 
take in the stranger; who not only 
pray for good crops, but also t ill 
the soil."

G. Tom Hawkins, 
Colorful Figure 
Succumbs Sunday 

G. Tom Hawkins, 78, colorful 
Pike county Republican figure, 
licensed attorney, farmer and for 
52 years a country schoolteacher, 
died in the Methodist hospital 
Sunday of a cerebral hemor­
rhage. 

Hawkins was a perennial can­
didate for public office, but serv­
ed only one term, as a State rep­
resentative, 1904-06. 

He once won the Republican 
nomination for attorney general, 
but was defeated, as he was when 
he sought the G.O.P. nomination 
for United States senator against 
John Sherman Cooper four years 
ago. 

Known widely for his wit and 
humor, he was said, according to 
one anecdote about him. to have 
upset the dignity of the State 
House of Representatives by re­
moving his shoes and resting his 
feet on his desk. 

Dr. M. D. Flannery, county 
Republican chairman, vouchsafed 
another anecdote that Hawkins, 
a large man, well over 6 feet 
tall, attended at his own expense 
the San Francisco or ganization 
meeting of the United Nations 
and proposed his own U. N. char­
ter, which sounded singularly 
like the Constitution of the 
United States. 

Hawkins, who had obtained his 
license by "reading law" m any 
years ago, kept no office and sel­
dom practiced. But his occasional 
appearances in court were usu al­
ly marked by some humor ous, 
unorthodox interpretation of the 
law that confounded the oppos­
ing attorneys and upset judicial 
decorum. 

In recognition of his par ty 
services, his own precinct at Elk­
horn City, which h e always car­
ried in any election he chose to 
enter, was named the G. Tom 
Hawkins Precinct several years 
ago. 

Ha wkins is survived by his 
w ife.

New Law Increases 
Vets' Home Loan 

Frankfort, April 28 (Spl.)-New 
housing law signed by the Pres­
ident "April 1, enables more vet­
erans to buy or build homes. Dead­
line for application by World War 
II veterans was extended to July 
25, 1960 both for direct and guar­
anteed loans and deadline for 
Korean veterans is the same for 
direct loans but is January 31 , 
1965 for guaranteed loans. 

The new law also increases the 
maximum amount of direct loans 
from $10,000 to $13,500. There is 
$350 million for use in direct home 
loans to veterans in small cities, 
town and rural area. An important 
change in the direct loan program 
is provisions for builders to receive 
advance committments upon pay­
ment of a 2 percent committment 
fee. 

Interest rates were increased from 
4'h to 4 3 j 4 percent. 

Other laws provide that veterans 
who have used their GI loan to 
purchase homes which were later 
sold, with the loan being completely 
paid, may have their entitlement 
restored if certain conditions are 
met.

Marines Teach 
French Lesson 
At Santo Domingo 

One of the many traditional jobs 
of the u. S. Marine Corps started 
way back in 1800 during a little­
known naval war with France. 

France and Great Britain, except 
for a few local and temporary peace­
ful gaps, fought • each other con­
tinuously from 1792 until 1815. The 
United States, still an infant among 
powerful nations, found itself in 
the middle. 

Trying to keep its recently won 
!~dependence by remaining neutral, 
the United States nevertheless found 
it economically necessary to carry 
on, trade with both sides. This 
prompted both France and Britain 
to capture American merchant ships 
on the charge of trading with the 
enemy.

To bottle-up French raiders in 
their main bases, the bulk of the 
American fleet was sent to blockade 
French ports in the caribbean Sea 
and off French Guiana on the 
northeastern coast of South Amer­
ica. 

The rest of the fleet sailed on 
Atlantic patrols and convoy duty. 
Marines served with distinction 
aboard most of the ships, often 
turning the tide of a close sea-duel 
in favor of the Americans. 

In those days, it was the job of 
the Marine Corps to bolster Navy 
crews with detachments of trained 
fighters; men who could snipe from 
the yardarms, fight on deck or in­
vade a foreign beach-whatever the 
occasion called for. 

May 12, 1800 is remembered most 
from that period in Marine Corps 
history. 

It was on that date that a force 
of 80 Marines and sailors sailed 
boldly from the Caribbean into 
Puerto Plata Harbor, Santo Domin­
go. It was broad daylight. There 
were 500 French defenders in the 
area. 

The object of the expedition was 
to capture an English ship, the 
"Sandwich,'' being held by the 
French. 

Beneath the guns of the defend­
ing French fort, they boarded and 
captured the Sandwich without loss 
of a single man.
