cu~ANDLER HAS 
AID PROMISE 

On Fishtrap Reservoir; 
Ellender Pledges Help 
Toward Second Project 
Gov. A. B. Chandler was told 

Wednesday of last week by Sen­
ator Allen J. Ellender, of Louisiana, 
chairman of the public works sub­
committee of the Senate Committee 
on Appropriations, that he would 
press for app1·ova1 of $600,000 with 
which to make full engineering 
sbudies for Fishtrap reservoir on 
the Levisa Fork of Big Sandy river. 

"If the committee will stand by 
me, I don't think we will have much · 
difficUlty getting the money for the 
Fishtrap studies," Ellender told 
Chandler. ''I halfway promised the 
Kentucky senators last year that 
I would put that money in the 
appropriations bill." 

Chandler, accompanied by Ken­
tucky's Republican senators, John 
Sherman Cooper and Thruston B. 
Morton, appeared 'briefly before the 
subcommittee session attended by 
Ellender and William F. Knowland 
of California, the Republican lead­
er of the Senate. 

Chandler asked for money not 
only for Fishtrap Reservoir, which 
would be in Pike county, but also for 
funds With which to complete stud­
ies on the proposed Pound Reser­
voir. The latter would be in Vir­
ginia. 

"It's 186 miles from Fishtrap to 
Catlettsburg," Chandler said, "and 
nearly every year that region is 
flooded. it costs t11e Government 
agencies and the Red Cross vast 
sums every year •to give disaster 
relief. 

"If we could get flood protection, 
I could get industry to move into 
that part of our state, which is a 
depressed economic area. Industry 

ould make the region self -sufflc­
ent, but they are not going there 

so long as t11ey are in danger of 
floods. If we have another such

170,000 iDsabled 
Persons Receiving 
Insurance Checks 

More than 170,000 severely dis­
abled workers in communities all 
over the nation are now receiv­
ing social security disability in­
surance c h e c k s, Thomas B. 
Thompson, district manager of 
the Pikeville social security of­
fice announced. 

But there are probably other 
eligible disabled workers, some 
of them no doubt living in Floyd 
county, who have not yet applied 
to their social security office for 
these benefits. Those who have 
been disabled for work for a long 
time must apply before June 30, 
Mr. Thompson pointed out, or 
they will lose their rights to these 
new benefit payments. 

Any severely disabled person 
who has worked under social se­
curity for at ·least 5 years and 
who, because of his condition, 
does not expect to be able to 
work again, should get in touch 
with his social security office 
right way, the social security dis­
trict manager said. 

If he is between 50 and 65 years 
of age, he may be eligible for 
monthly disability insurance ben­
efits. If he is under 50, he may 
be eligible to have his social sec­
urity frozen to protect his own 
future right to disability pay­
ments, and also his family's rights 
to survivors insurance benefits. 

To be eligible under these dis­
ability prov1s1ons, a disabled 
worker must meet the definition 
of "disability" in the social sec­
urity law. He must also have soc­
ial security credits for at least 
5 out of the 10 years before he 
became disabled; at least a year 
and a half of the credit must have 
been earned in the three years 
just before the beginning of his 
"period of disability". 

If a disabled person applies to 
his social security office before 
July 1, 1958, or if he has been 
disabled less than one yea.r when 
he applies, his five years of soc­
ial security credit must have been 
earned within the 10-year period 
ending with the calendar quar­
ter in which he actually became 
disabled. 

A person who applies on or 
after July 1, 1958 must meet 
those work requirements within 
a ten-year period ending no ear­
lier than one year before the date 
of his application. In effect, this 
means that a worker who has 
been disabled for several years 
will not be able to meet the work 
requirements and therefore will 
not be able to qualify under the 
disability provisions if he does 
not make application to his soc­
ial security office before J uly 1, 
1958.

Depicts Capital 
As Was In 1844 

Some events of 1844 are pre­
sented in a yellowed copy of the 
Frankfort Commonwealth of July 
2 of that year, owned by John 
Duvall, supervisor of benefits in 
the State Division of Unemploy­
ment Insurance. 

Politically the Commonwealth, 
for many years one of the State's 
leading newspapers, was identi­
fied with the Whig party. Editor 
in 1844 was Thomas B. Steven­
son, later editor and publisher of 
the Maysville Eagle.

Two weeks ago when we had 
a few days of dry weather, most 
people were able to plant their 
potatoes. The potatoes are com­
ing up now. The cool-wet weath­
er that we are now experiencing 
is ideal for flea-beetles. These 
insects are small and black, about 
th size of a pin head. They are 
sucking insects, in that they suck 
the sap from the leaves. They 
leave small pin . holes in the 
leaves. If the leaves are held up 
to the sun they can be easily 
sen. The flea-beetle will not kill 
pants but thy will seriously de­
crease production. 

Dewey Lake, in Eastern Ken­

The time to order sheep is al­

most here. The orders must be 
made and a deposit made with 
the Sheep Committee before an 
order can be placed with a West­
ern broker. Unless a carload can 
be made up here in the county, 
we can work with other coun­
ties in placing orders. 

Any one interested in starting 
a sheep flock this year, should 
get in contact with us here in the 
Extension office as soon as pos­
sible. 

SOIL TESTING 
The soil testing laboratory is 

now in operation. It is not too 
late to test your corn ground, 
garden, tobacco or pasture land. I 

There has been more soil sam­
ples tested this year than there II 

were ast year. This is a good in­
dication that farmers are begin­
ning to realize the value of a soil 
test. 

Soils are as much different as 
people. Each soil is different and 
must be treated as to its needs if 
it is to produce profitably. The 
average soil in the county that 
has not been limed and fertilized 
will test strongly acid, very low 
in phosphorus, and low in potash. 
Without the addition of fertiliz­
er this soil will not produce a 1 
money making crop. Test soil 
and buy only the plant food , 
needed. 

VEHICLES IN GOOD SHAPE 
Over 95 per cent of the vehi­

cles involved in accidents were I 
in apparently good condition. 
More than 85 per cent of the 
fatal accidents came during clear l 
weather, 79.6 per cent on dry 
roads. These facts emphasize the 
factor of driver responsibility. 

Driver error, accounted for the 
vast majority of accidents, with 
excessive speeding being the 
greatest single error. A total oi 
13,200 died and 837,000 were in­
jured in speeding accidents 
alone.

Dr. Robert Singer, state veterin­
arian, met with livestock lead­
E'rs of the county at the courthouse 
here Friday at 7 p.m., to explain 
the state's brucellosis program. 

Four Kentucky counties have been 
declared practically free from bru­
cellosis or Bang's disease, as it is 
sometimes called. It is planned to 
initiate a program in this county 
to eradicate the disease. Only blood­
tests will determine if anim!!l has 
Bang's, it is pointed out. 

Testing for brucellosis here will 
be coun ty-wide and will be at no 
cost to the farmers. The program 
here is endorsed by the local Farm 
Bureau and the newly-organi2'Jed 
Livestock Improvement Association. 

Brucellosis causes less of calves, 
temporary or permanent sterility, 
breaking up of purebred breeding 
lines and greater herd replacement 
cost, it was said by Robert 1\'L Jones, 
counly agent. The Extension Service 
man pointed out that t':le disease 
is the same as undulant fever in 
humans. 

"The control of brucellosis can 
mean a lot to this county as it will 
increase cattle income and JlTevent 
undulant fever in our people," Jones 
added.

Public Should 
Vie"v Alcoholic 
As Ill Person 

To arouse an interest in an al­
coholism program is a difficult 
and frustrating endeavor. In 
spite of the enormous losses in 
time, manpower and ability by 
alcoholic personnel, many bus­
iness executives refuse to ad­
mit the existence of the prob­
lem in their own organization. 

Unquestionably a majority of 
the adult population of the 
United States uses beverage al­
cohol in some form. Out of the 
65,000,000 who drink, 60,000,000 
are normal drinkers. They have 
no alcoholic problem and are un­
able to understand the deviant 
behavior pattern of the 5,000,-
000 who are alcoholics. The 35,-
000,000 abstainers have no prob­
lem and look upon the alcoholic 
with disgust. 

With this trend of thinking so 
prevalent, a concept that an al­
coholic is a sick person and de­
serving of understanding and 
help has been slow in acceptance. 
No person deliberately sets out 
to become an alcoholic any more 
than one deliberately becomes a 
diabetic. In most any community, 
one will find a once highly re­
spected professional man who has 
lost his practice through drink­
ing or a once highly placed ex­
ecutive who has been let out by 
his company for the same reason. 
These people are victims of an 
insiduous disease and were past 
help before they had any real­
ization of what was happening. 

The past decade has seen great­
er progress in understanding this 
problem than in the preceeding 
3,000 years. Alcoholics Anony­
mous blazed the trail by proving 
that in a majority of instances 
alcoholism was a disease rather 
than a lack of self control, that 
alcoholism could be arrested 
where the individual desired 
help. 

Proceeding from tills point, 
doctors, psychiatrists and socio­
logists are working on basic 
mental and phyical therapies, 
which while still in early stages, 
offer hope of eventual solution. 

The Kentucky Commission on 
Alcoholism does not expect to 
perform any miracles. It does 
hope to prove factually that the 
alocoholic is a sick person and 
that the alcoholic can be helped 
and is worth helping.
