As Term of Hagewood
To Expire November 19;
Collins Also Inducted

Two new members of the three-
man Prestonsburg Utility Commis-
sion were sworn into office Tuesday
evening by Mayor Bill. Napier.

George T. Roberts was named to
suceed Russell Hagewood whose
term expires Nov. 19, and Adrian
Collins, who was appointed by For-
{mer Mayor Harry Sandige follow-
ling the death of Henry D. Fitz-
patrick, Sr., in January of last year,
was administered the oath of office.
He had nof previously taken the
oath.

The Prestonsburg Utility Commis-
sion was created by an ordinance
of the City Council in 1956 to pro-
vide for the administration of the
water and gas services. Terms of
the members are staggered in two,
four and six years.

Roberts’ term will extend to 1964
and Collins will fill out the Fitz-
patrick term which was due to ex-
pire Nov. 19, 1960. The third mem-
ber of the Commission and its chair-
man is Burl Spurlock.

Collins’ appointment by Mayor
Harry Sandige was approved by the
City Council at a meet subsequent
to the death of Mr, Fitzpatrick but,
Mayor Napier points out, the ordi-
nance creating the Utility Commis-
sion makes no provision for concur-
rence of the Council. He referred
to Section I of the ordinance that
provides:

“Said members shall be appoint-
ed by the Mayor and their appoint-
ment must be approved in writing
filed with the City Clerk by the ori-
ginal purchaser or purchasers of any
outstanding bonds constituting an
incumberance against said combined
and consolidated public project.”

The water and sewer bonds pro-
viding the money to finance the sys-
tem are held by Charles’ A. Hinsch
& Company, Cine¢innati.” This in-
vestment company will buy the

voters next Tuesday.

Collins and Roberts executed the
necessary bonds of $5,000 eacly re-
quired by the ordinance. Their ap-
pointnients require the approval of
the. bondholders.

Floyd ASC Head Says
Wool Incentive Price
Is Set At 62 Cents

The Department of Agriculture
has announced a shorn wool incen-
tive price of 62 per cent per pound
of wool for the 1959 marketing year
whieh begins April 1, 1959, accord-
ing to Daniel Akers, chairman, Floyd
Ceounty ASC Committee,

These 1959 prices are the same
as for the first four years of the
natienal wool program running from
the 1855 through the 1958 marketing

summer extends the program for
three more years—ending March 31,
1962,

Payments to producers for 1959
will follow the same methods 8s
for the current year, the chairman
explained. Shorn wool payments will
be equal to a percentage of each
producer’s cash returns from wool
sales, The percentage will be that
required to raise the national aver-
age price received by producers for
wool up to the incentive price of
62 cents per pound.

Lamb payments will be made to
each producer who sells lambs that
have never been shorn. These pay-
ments will be at a rate per hun-
dredweight of live animals market-
ed—to compensate for the wool on
them—on a basis comparable to the
incentive payment per pound of
shorn wool. The payments will be
made on the weight increase of the
lambs during the period of owner-

Not only are the diseases a wor-
ry in themselves when your child
is ill, but after effects of typhoid
fever, whooping cough, diptheria,
tetanus and smallpox may present
a more serious health problem.

The Kentucky Crippled Chil-
dren Commission served 6,008
handicapped children last fiscal
year, James F. Yonts, executive
assistant reported.

He added that this was an in-
crease of 1,004 more than were
served the previous fiscal year.

Of the children treated during
the 1957-58 period, 1,043 were
hospitalized for a total of 42,368
hospital days, Yonts said.

He reported that total expen-
diture for the year by the com-
mission for care and treatment
of crippled children was $1,167,-
871.

The commission has established
permanent therapy centers for
crippled children at Ashland,
Covington, Glasgow, Lexington,
Louisville, Owensboroc and Pad-
ucah.,

STONE AGE WORDS LINGERING
TO PRESENT TIME, THOUGHT

Using words of everyday
speech ag clues, scholars have re-
constructed the life of what may
have been the first civilized tribe
on earth.

This stone-age group, W. L.
White writes in the November
Reader’s Digest, was the ances-
tor of all our speech. Through
this one tribe, more than one
pillion people of all races now
Europe, India,
South Africa, the Americas and
Pacific Islands.

They did not leave so much as
an arrowhead, but traces of the
language they spoke remain in
most of the world’s modern ton-
gues. Certain words bear a start-
ling similarity in all languages:
the English “father,” for instance
iIs the Dutch “vader,” the Latin

the Sansrit of India, “pitr.”
Scholars discovered there are

enough such seeming coinciden-
ces to build a language, and from |
that, deduce a way of life. In
words that deseribe family and
home relationships, for example,
most languages are similar: the
words for son, daughter, brother,
cow, milk, sheep, wool, grain, |
wagon, water. Therefore, the |

scholars decided, the tribe which |
spoke these words was a farming
group, with family ties as strong
as ours.

Where did it live? The word
for snow is similar in most lan-
guages; the word for tiger, camel,
palm tree is not. Therefore, this
tribe did not live in jungle or
desert; its home was cool, prob-
ably in the North Temperate
zone. |

“Dom” was these people’s word
for home. From it came our
“domestic,” and also ‘timber” '
which indicates they lived in
houses of wood which they cut
with an “aks.” They baked and
ate bread, calling it “pa.” from
which comes our “pantry,” a place
where bread is kept. And before
eating they have bowed their |
heads in prayer. Their language
include “prek” for pray, “Ghutom
for God, or being that is wor-
shipped, and “sac,” for sacred.

“I rather think Adam Gear-
heart was the eldest of John
Gearheart’s children. I'm not sure
but I believe it is Daniel Gear-
heart who is buried in the little
country cemetery where Jona-
than and Nancy Jane Gearheart
are buried. Perhaps I can find
out for sure. He was one of the
brothers of Valentine. I know.

“The above mentidned S. R.
Williamson, I believe, was from
Floyd ecounty, Kentucky. My
aunt still corresponds with some
of his children, Do you have a
Helms family in Kentucky? A
John E. Helms, whe married a
Gearheart cousin by the name of
Rhoda Stratton lived on the farm
adjeining the Gearhearts for
many years.

In a letter a few weeks after
the above, Mrs. Koester wrote
that she had contacted her aunt,
Mrs. €. S. Nelson, 82, in Cass
county, Mo. Her aunt wrote her
as follows:

“My father Jonathan Gear-
heart, and Rhoda Stratton Helms,
were cousins. 1 was born and
raised on the farm adjoining the
Helms farm, less than one-fourth
mile from house to house. Both
farms were later owned by my
brother, William. Sinece his death
they are still owned by his heirs.

married John Helms, in Ken-
tucky, where he had been a
| schoolteacher, coming to Ken-
tucky from Tennesssee, He had
| been @ Confederate soldier and

He lived near Big
Springs. (3) James; born in 1876,
died of TB about 1955 or 1956. He
married Violet in
Texas, had one son. His wife died
early in life. He never remarried.
4) Cora. Her mother, Rhoda, died
at her birth, She was taken into
the home of Jake and Liza Akers
in Everett, Mo., and kept for sev-
eral years after whieh she went
to the home of David Miller at
Main City; Mo. She married and
spent her last days-in Chicago.

Church Action_

On Alcoholism

By J. COLLIS RINGO,
Executive Director Kentucky
Commission on Alcoholism

One of the most encouraging de-
yvelopments in the examination of
the problem of alcoholism is the
changing attitude of church or-
ganizations. One of the 25 Joint
Commissions of the General Con-
vention of the Episcopal Church
at Miami Beach Florida October
5-17 was devoted exclusively to
the problem of alcoholism. Fol-
lowing is a summary of their

support. -
An intensive educational pro-
gram on alcohol and alcohol

problems, “including social drink-
ing, effects of alcoholic bever-
ages on behavior and perfor-
mance (as on driving), teen age
drinking, problems of inebriety
and dependence on alcohol, the
care of alcoholics and their fami-
lies, and the principles and meth-
ods of sound aleohol education,”
is recommended for the Church
by the Joint Commission to Study
the Problems of Alcoholism.

In the National Council the
program would be implemented
by the creation of a Division of
Alecohol and Alcohol Problems to
examine, study, and work toward
resolution of alcohol problems
aided in each diocese by an ac-
tive committee. Theological sem-
inariles are asked to educate their
students in the pertinence and ap-
plication of their disciplines
alcohol problems. Church schools
and colleges too must “introduce
sound teaching about alecohol
problems into their curricula,”
according to the Joint Commis-
sion.

Flag In Museum

From St.eamboat

Robert E. Lee

The flag of the majestic steam-
boat, the Robert E. Lee, hangs
today in the House of Represen-
tatives of the 0Old Capitol in
Frankfort, along with scores of
other famous {flags, which in-
clude Kentucky’s original state
flag and the battle-tattered ban-
ner of the Sixth Regiment of the
Orphans Brigade.

The first steamboat on western
waters was the New Orleans
which sailed in 1811 from Pitts-
burgh to the Gulf of Mexico. Its
importance to the opening up of
the continent as the nation ex-
panded can hardly be overem-
phasized. By 1841 one enthusias-

tic magazine writer could say in |

truth “steam navigation coloniz-
ed the West!” From 1810 to 1850
the population of New Orleans
rose from approximately 17,000
to 116,000, while the value of its
commerce in the products of the
West arose from about $10,000,-

| 000 to $97,000,000.

As the guns of the War Be-
tween the States opened, how-
ever, the railroads were cutting
deeply into the enormous profits
of the steam magnates, and
steamboating began to decline on

The Lee left New
Orleans Thursday morning, June
30, 1870, the Natchez only a min-
ute and a few seconds behind,
the closest it was able to get to
the Lee.

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A REPORT TO THE PEOPLE

As Congressman representing the Seventh Distriet:
of Kentucky for the past ten years, it has been both my
privilege and my duty as a member of the House Edu-
cation and Labor Committee, to become intimately ac-
quainted with the problems faced by our Educational
program and the economic problems in the Labor-Man-
agement field.

Since 1949 1 have recognized the serious difficulties
faced by our Public School system and have made re-
peated efforts to obtain Federal Aid to Education. The
last Federal Aid for School Construction measure lost by
only five votes.

I introduced bills in the past Congress to provide a
Federal Scholarship program and a Student Loan Pro-
gram. These were among the bills that were combined

into the Naticnal Defense Educational Act of 1958,}
which provides for a federal-state program of loans to

students in accredited colleges. These scholarship pro-
visions were reduced in the Senate and finally eliminated
in the House. This Act also provides for federal aid for
science equipment in our local schools and certain other
special studies.

It has also been my privilege to help expand the So-
cial Security program to provide for limited disability
payments and increased monthly payments to our retired
workers and their dependents. Coverage has been in-
creased to include farmers, self employed business men,
professional men, and in fact, almost all workers who
who earn their living either as an employee or as a self
employed individual.

Soil and water conservation with reservoirs to pre-

- - i - - ‘
vent floods and retain adequate water for industrial uses

during the dry seasons are a must.

The conservation of human resources through in-
creased medical research and public health programs
must be stepped up to meet the problem created by our
increase in population. This includes provisions for ade-
quate pure water supplies and modern sewage disposal
units.

Our disabled servicemen have faced the difficulties
created by the economy drive. Repeated efforts have been
made to reduce the Veterans’ medical hospital facilities
and to reduce overall veterans’ expenditures by disal-
lowing veterans’ claims even years after their original ap-
proval, Congress has refused to reduce the appropriations
for veterans’ hospitals but now face the additional prob-
lem of preventing the Veterans Administration from re-

moving disabled ex-servicemen from the compensation, |

and pension rolls. This has been done without legislative
approval by the simple device of a change in policy of the
Veterans Administration which sometimes appears to vio-
late the Veterans Aet which provides that all doubts
shall be resolved in favor of the veterans. This is not a
problem that can be solved by a legislative act, but is
rather one of persuading the officials of the Veterans
Administration to follow the spirit of the Veterans Com-#
nensation and Pension Acts. As a veteran of World War
IT, T feel that I understand the problems faced by these
disabled veterans and will continue my efforts in their
behalf.

It is necessary that Congress provide the leadership

to keep these programs going and at the same time,j ; 4

find sufficient funds to maintain our National Defense at
a level which will prevent any foreign power from pro-
voking an attack at a time when they feel we are too
weak to defend ourselves. Our economy must be main
tained with a strengthened program of unemploymnt in-
surance and action must be taken to maintain a healthy
economy for all parts of the country. Also programs such
as the R.E.A., the farm program, the national highway
program, and a depressed area program must be main-
tained.

I offer this both as a report of my activities in Con-
gress for the past ten years and as an outline of my poli-
cies for the next two years. -
