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FLORIDA COAL
MARKET SEEN
AS A RESULT

Virginia and Tennessee
Still Enjoy Differential ;
Morton Says Action Helps

Approval by the Interstate
Commerce Commission of reduced
freight rates on coal to Florida
“should definitely be helpful to
this coal field,” said an industry
spokesman in reply to an in-
quiry from The Times this week.

The Big Sandy field is given
the same rate reduction enjoyed
by other fields but Virginia and
Tennessee coal continue to have
the advantage of a freight differ-
ential that was already in exis-
tence, it was pointed out.

West Virginia coal will not
benefit from the rate reduction,
it was said.

Although Tennessee and Vir-
ginia coal may have the edge on
the Florida market because of the
freight differential Eastern Ken-
tucky should develop some busi-
ness there, the Floyd coal man
said. He also pointed out that the
business other fields do with
Florida may take some of the
competitive strain off Eastern
Kentueky coal in other markets.

U. S. Senator Thruston B. Mor-
ton was one of those who saw
great economic help to Kentucky
as a result of the ICC final deci-
sion.

The reduced rates have been
in effect several months, with
other railroads, but because the
commission was continuing its in-
vestigation, the coal industry was
not sure it could continue to have
the benefit of them until the
dgercy an mum,,.a ivhad complet-
ed its inquiry.

Morton predicted that the rate
reductions will enable Kentucky
to ship 9,000,000 tons of coal to
Florida within the next. five
years for the production of elec-
tric energy.

Until the Suez erisis in Jan-
uary, 1957, Florida power plants
had relied on oil as a source of
fuel. During the shortage ecaused
by the British-Egyptian contro-
versy, Florida utility executives
and railroad officials were called
to meet with Morton to study the
use of coal.

Late last summer, several rail-

SESSION CALL
PLAN DROPPED

Chandler Says Too Few
Willing To Pledge Him
Prompt Bill Enactment

There will be no extraordinary
session of the General Assembly
to extend unemployment insur-
ance benefits in the state, Gov.
A. B. Chandler announced Mon-
day. Too few legislators were
willing to commit themselves to
prompt passage of the needed
legislation, he said.

“Based on the information we
have obtained by sending letters
to each senator and representa-
tive, I have decided it would be
unwise and wholly unwarranted
to expend public money for a
special session,” he announced at
a news conference:

“It can readily be seen from
the replies that no good would
come from meeting in extraordi-
nary session on this subject.”

The letters were mailed August
31. Copies of two proposed bills,
each providing generally an extra
13 weeks of unemployment bene-
fits to workers who have exhaust-
ed their payments under the

present 26-week program, were
enclosed.
Chandler’s proposition was

HALE BLASTS DEMAND

FOR "VOTE IN POCKET

“T live in the worst sticken sec-
tion of Kentucky and will vote for
the proper legislation to relieve our
unemployed but I resent you send-
ing me a bill already prepared,”
State [Representative Sam Hale
wired Gov. - A. B. Candler, Saturday.
“No man carries my vote in his
pocket,” he added.

Hale's ire was raised because
Chandle¥, . in submitting two pro-
posed bills for extension of un-
employment benefits to ‘workers
who have  exhausted claims, wirote
the Floyd county legislators that if
a majority of the lawmakers would
voice approval of the bills by Sept.
8 and agree to not remain in ses-
sion over six days he would eall a
special meet of the General As-
sembly.

“I am in favor of an additional
13 weeks of unemployment com-
pensation without an increase of
rates on the employers,” Hale said
in his telegram to the Governor.
“I believe the money should come
from the general fund which is
appropriated by the Legislature”

Hale agreed with the Governor
that the General Assembly should
not remain in extraordinary session
longer than necessary to pass the
needed legislation but took issue
with the chief executive in sending
prepared bills in the spirit of “take
it or leave it.”

“I have supported your program
heretofore,” Hale continued, “but I
feel that your action in sending a
bill already prepared for me to
rubber stamp is an insult to the
intelligence of the members of the
General Assembly. Your action
smacks of dictatorship and reminds
me of Huey P. Long.”

The bills being sent to Kentucky
legislators last week for optional
approval before calling a legislative
session made different approaches

A man born almost a hundred
miles from a railroad, in a wild,
feud-ridden section where culture
was an utter stranger, with schools
few, far apart and crude, roads fit
only for travel on a surefooted mule
—how does it happen that such a
man becames a Shakespearean
scholar and an authority on English
literature?

The question becomes more diffi.
cult to answer when these faects are
considered: His formal education
has never extended beyond grade
school; he had no encouragement
from any teacher toward literature,
his school days having been devoted
mainly to the mastering of the
time honored Three R’s: to his
heme commumity in his boyhood
days the Bible and the almanac on
the wall comprised the sum total
of reading matter available,

And yet Maryland D. Slone, of

How did Maryland Slone become
interested in literature?

“I've always been on the right
side,” he says, “but that doesn’t
mean I've always done right.”

Maryland Slone taught school 44
years, confinuing in the classroom
till 1941.

| Most Kentucky cities pay 50c
for city purposes but Paducah
and Pineville lead. The former
contributes $1.99 and the latter
$1.85. Many towns, namely Madi-
sonville, West Buechel, Hindman
and Hyden, pay no city taxes.

Woodford county has the low-
est tax rates in the state. There,
the county levy is only 44 cents
and school, 90 cents. Montgomery
county takes second place with a
47-cent city levy, but it adds
$1.35 for schools.

Counties in the eastern section
with identical tax rates of 50
cent county and $1.50 school are
| Pike, Knott and Floyd. Letcher,
| Lee, Lawrence, Magoffin, Martin,
| Morgan and Perry exact a T0-
cent county and $1.50 school tax.

Louisa has the lowest rate for
any town in the eastern area, col-
lecting only 75 cents for city pur-
poses.

There will be a lot more treasury
agents in Kentueky in a few weeks;
and instead of being T - men, they
are going to be T-women.

These new Treasury agents are
not going to be the sniping kind.
They aren't going to investigate
anything., They're just going to try
‘o help put more zip in the sales
»f United States Savings Stamps in
schools.

Most of these agents are par-
ants. ‘who are active in Parent.
teacher Associations. Some teach-
ers and school principals also will
be Treasury agents,

There’'s a new gimmick this year
to help promote the Saving Stamp
program. It's credit.

These  volunteer, authorized
agents, recommended by school of-
ficials or Parent.Teacher Associa-
tions, will be able to buy the stamps
on credit for resale to students.
Until now, the P.-T.A. people or
some school fund had to advance
the money before Uncle Sam would
turn loose of the stamps.

John U. Courtney. Kentucky di-
rector of the Treasury Department’s
Savings Bond Division, is a busy
man these days as he confers with
parents, school officials and ecivil-
defense workers and speaks at num-
erous meetings. But he welcomes
the opportunity to increase Savings
Stamp sales because the stamp pro.
oram is the only phase of his busi-
ness in which EKentucky isn’'t a
leader.

Year after year, Kentucky ranks
ameng the top 10 states in the sale
of Savings Bonds in percentage of
guota sold. It's seventh now,

We also rank high year after year
in payroll-savings-plan participa-
tion. It took Kentucky only seven
months to exceed its pay-roll.sav-

ings quota for the whole year of]

1958.

But in Savings Stamp sales, Ken-
tucky had the biggest percentage
drop of all states in the last school
year. The Kentucky sales, $69,080,
were 37.1 per cent less than in the
preceding year. Kenbucky stamp
sales have dwindled steadily since
the 1952-53 peak year, when $162,-
378 worth were sold.

Courtney estimated that 95 per
cent of all Savings Stamp sales are
made in schools, and that .60 per
cent of all Savings Stamp sales
in Kentucky are in Louisville and
Jefferson county.

In his talk to parent-teacher
groups, Courtney describes the
stamp program as a way to teach
thrift, money management, nation.

John W. Stevenson
Was Kentucky‘s
23rd Governor

In 1955, Gov. John W. Steven-
son, Who had lived most of his
life in Covington, was honored
by special exercises in his mem-
ory conducted by the Christopher
Gist Historical Society of that
area. A four-foot-high granite
marker was placed on the site of
Stevenson’s home, now occupied
by a state building.

John W. Stevenson was born
in Virginia in 1812, the only son
of Andrew Stevenson, an impor-
tant political leader. Andrew
Stevenson was speaker of the
Virginia House of Delegates,
speaker of the federal House of
Representatives, and minister to
England. John W. Stevenson was
a member of both the Kentucky
and federal lower houses, gover-
nor of Kentucky, United States
Senator from Kentucky, and pro-
fessor of criminal law and con-
tracts at the Cinecinnati Law
School,

Following his graduation from
the University of Virginia and a
period of tutelage in a law office,
Stevenson decided, on the advice
of James Madison, to practice
law in the west, He settled first
in Vicksburg, Mississippi, but in
1841 he moved to Covington.

In a very short period of time,
he became a successful lawyer.
In 1845 he was elected to the
Kentucky Legislature from Ken-
ton county. From 1857 to 1861 he
served in the U. S. House of Rep-
resentatives.

He managed, during the Civil
War, to stay clear of political en-
tanglements in Kentucky, though
rested with the
South, In 1867 he was elected
lieutenant governor on a strong
“Confederate”’ ticket. When
Governor John L. Helm died af-
ter only a few days in office,
Stevenson became acting gover-
nor. In the following year, he
was. elected governor by a 90,000
majority ever his Republican op-
penent, R. Tarvin Baker. In
February eof 1871 Stevenson re- |
signed office of governor to be- |
eome United States Senator from |
Kentucky.

He served one term only as
U, S. Senator, preferring to re-
turn to his neglected law practice
in Covington and te a position
as an instructor in the Cincinnati
Law School,

Governor Stevensen died in
Covington in 1886. He is buried
in Spring Grove Cemetery in|
Cincinnati, Ohio.
