Although there is not in all medi-
cal history any instance of rabies
having been cured, the disease can
be prevented in both humans and
animals, and that is what thé clin-
ics seek to do.

In both hypes of rabies—the dumb
and the furious types—the afflicted
animal will usually die in three or
four days, it is pointed out. Yet, if a
doz or cat is suspected of the
disease, owners are advised to con-
fine the animal for at least 14 days
and not to kill it if it can be con-
fined. If an animal must be shot,
care should be taken not to shoot
it in the head, thus destroying the
brain which must be examined.

and tomorrow

You young Americans live in an age that is far from
simple. The world today is not a nice, neat globe with a place
for everything and everything in place, Is is a complex, fright-
ening, tremendously challenging old earth on which you, at this
moment, are writing the record of what you are and what you
will be,

Never in the course of history has the word “tomorrow”
held such exciting possibilities—or such dangers—and I am
certain that never before have the vouthful citizens of a single
country had such a burden of responsibility for the world’s
future placed on their shoulders.

This world is split sharply between two conflicting beliefs.
Ore is pesitive: the other, negative. Opposite as right from
day. the one holds that we are children of God with freedom
of will to choose between good and evil. The other group,
controlling almost half the world, maintains that there is no
God and the brute who is biggest will decide what is right
and what wrong, and no individual dares to express a
contrary thought. The one belief teaches that with faith and
prayer and effort man can do great things. The other says,
“You do what vou are told to do and don’t question orders!”
The one seeks to give greater freedom; the other to suppress
it. The one strives fo honor truth; the other twists it to make
black seem white and evil, good. Under the one system, men
choose their lTeaders by ballots; under the other, by bullets.
The difference between the two systems and the two beliefs
is the age-old difference; there has always been between fre-
dom and slavery.

But what, you will say, has this to do with you? Abraham
Lincoln once said that this Nation could not exist half slave
and half free, and a long and bloody war was fought to end
slavery in these United States. Qur very small world of today
is half slave and half free. How long it will remain this way,

no one kKhows—you young people now opening your books,
swinging baseball bats, and running errands may be the

persons who will have to make the final decision.

And so., now, at the very moment that we are entering the
great Age of Space, what you are making of yourselves is
vitally important to the future. For free government and the
rights we hold under it always depend upon how well we as
individuals discharge our duties.

What kind of a record are we mak,ing? If we are honest, we
must admit, “Not a very good one.” A growing number of
people are refusing to accept their responsibilities. Unhappily,
a preliminary study indicates that the Crime Index for

United States cities in the calendar year 1958 rose & per cent
over the previous year. These crimes are counted on the basis
of “offenses known to the police,” not just arrests. But it is

arrests u,pm'ted by

worth noting that while the number of
city police departments during 1958 in the
study remained practically unchanged from the 1957 figures,
there was a distinet increase in the number of arrests of
yvoung people. Indeed, 6.5 per cent more young people under
18 vears of age were arrested in 1958 than in 1957, which,
of course, brings up the unhappy phenomenon of our times—
juvenile delinquency.

I suspect that the majority of you are sick and tired of hear-
ing the word “juvenile delinquent.” I do not blame you. The
unchsc;phned and criminal behavior of a relatively small seg-
ment of young Americans has cast an undeserved stigma on the
remainder. This stigma has made too many adults lose sight
of the fact that the overwhelming majority of our young
people are developing into splendid young citizens. But it is a
fact of history that those who prove themselves sound and
responsible must bear the added burdens which the immature
refuse to accept. When one man evades his taxes, his respon-
sible neighbor pays a larger share. Unfair though it is, you
who are mature in the acceplance of your 1ewpon~,|hihlze also
carry more than your share of the load. You are, in a sense,
on trial, and vou are placed there by the irr-cspon;:;ible mem-
bers ofvvour group. You have to work harder to “prove” your-
selves in the eves of adulfs apd gailf’ their confidence.

1 is because 1 am sure you are responsible that I can speak
freely with vou. For vou will do the tasks which must be done
if our great inheritance of American freedom is fo be preserved.
Few thinking people can fail to know that the increasing com-
mission of serious crimes by vyouth is a threat to the future.
The basic solution to the problem, of course, rests with adults.

Yet. I feel sure that there are many things which you young
people can do to help ease the situation. Simply on the basis

of observation, I am convinced that your individual spiritual
and moral code is a very real weapon in the war on both
juvenile crime and juvenile de lmquem} It is yvou—the indivi-
dual—who fixes the pattern of what is or is not acceptable in
your age group. Your personal standards, from which your
conduct springs, are therefore vital to the setting of group
standards.

It seems to me that the world in which we live puts too
much emphasis on what we have and not enough on what we
are., Certainly, it is a human thing to strive to better ourselves
materially, but is it not more important to strive for spiritual
growth? We need only set standards a little higher and make
real efforts to meet those standards to bring about a definite
change in the moral climate of today. A simple refusal to
indulge in petty gossip or cheapen oneself through the use of
foul or wulgar language helps lift one’s sights. Isn’t it well to
remember that every day, in everything you do, you are
developing the sense of values by which you will be guided
throughout adulthood? Are you, in the words of the poet
Tennysen, being “loyal to the royal in thyself’?

It is never easy to go against the crowd even when the
crowd is wrong. It is not easy to stand up to the taunt of
“chicken!” But each time it done, it becomes easier—and

is

the doing of it while one is young spells the difference be-
tween a strong man and a weakling when one becomes an
adulft.

We live today on the surface. We have short culs to every-
thing. Indeed, we are in danger of losing many of the satis-
factions which are to be found in knowihg how to do things
thoroughly. But we must not let homemaking become one of
the lost arts.

Begin to chart your course.
which circumstances may make
tomorrow. This includes such vital things as Iearning the
value of money, keéeping fecords, cooking and sewing.

Leéarn to be selective. As your training progresses and your
judgment becomes more expu]e’med you will find yourself
making fewer mistakes. For example, in Selecting clothes you
will séon learn to put aside those which @re cheap and sleazy
and tg choose instead those of good duality cut fromr strong,
firm @loth. Strive to fix similar sound sfandards in choosmg
the beoks you wiil read, the movies y8u will see, and the
friends you will make. This means a réally tough course in
self-digeipline. But dare to develop and Pe true to your best
self. Strive to know yourself—then daréto be a living chal-
lenge fo those around you by being that best self.

The standards which you, who have the challenge of
tomorrow before you, set for yourselves mow are vital to our
Natiof’s future. In the days ahead they wil be the measure of
your strength and your ability to keep Ameuca free.

A three-shot treatment for in-

ment is used to control insects
and cdiseases.

Most Floyd county growers
have one-fourth to one-half acres
or less planted in strawberries.

Spray recommendations for
patches of one-half acre include
the following with 50 gallons of
water: 2 pounds of 25 per cent
Malathion wettable powder,
pound of 50 per cent DDT wet-
table powder, and 2 pounds of 50
per cent Captan wettable. For
one-fourth acre use 25 gallons of
water and so on. With one gallon
of water use: 4 tablespoons of a
25 per cent Malathion wettable
powder, 2 tablespoons of 50 per
cent wettable powder, and 4
tablespoons of 50 per cent Captan
wettable.

These doses should be put on
in early bloom stage and again
when berries are in full bloom.

The Captan is a fungicide to
control harvest rots and other
diseases. After the first two spray
applications, captan alone should
be used every ien days until har-
vest.

If the weather is wet it is even
more important to spray with
captan. During wet season Cap-

i tan should be applied at the rate

of eight tablespoons per gallon of
water every seven days until har-
vest.

years ago. This amount would
double the second year, triple the
third year and quadruple the
fourth year. The amount would
increase teachers salaries in this
state from $750 to $800 the first
year, Turner points out.

“American educators are wor-
ried about our educational system
but are not interested in aping
the Russian system,” Turner said.
“Educators know our national
survival depends upon our edu-
cational system but they realize
ithe states cannot cope with the
many problems posed. The fed-
eral government, it is the con-
sensus of opinion, must enter in
and assume its fair share of the
burden of education.”

The Murray-Metcalf bill would
make the allocations to the states
as a pure grant with no strings
attached, it was pointed out.
There was no matching provision
and the grants would apply to
every school district in the United
States.

Floyd county has approximate-
ly 15,000 pupils and on the basis
of this number at $25 per pupil
the county would receive $375,-
000 the first year. All money re-
ceived in this state would be
spent the first year for teachers’
salaries, it was said. After that,
as grants increased, school con-
struction would begin to benefit,
as part of the money would be
diverted into that channel.

Turner praised Congressman
Perkins for his support of the
measure, said that the Hindman
Democrat was doing everything
possible to have the bill enacted
into law.

SSASSINATION AT COUR
FE OF C(

LAIMED L

Breathitt county’s crumbling
old courthouse, condemned as un-
gsafe by the Fiscal Court, was
more than unsafe 55 years ago.
It was deadly, at least to Attor-
ney J. B. Marcum.

The assassination of Marcum, a
United States commissioner, in
that courthouse at 8:30 am., on
May 4, 1903, touched off a reign
of terror at Jackson, the county
seat, that continued for months
and brought in the state militia.

People back in the hills recall
that tragedv with the chorus of
a ballad, “Now Marcum left a
wife to mourn him all her life,” a
sorrowful dirge about how the
widow kneeled beside her hus-
band’s body in the courthouse
door. dipping her handkerchief in
his blood and swearing an oath
of vengeance.

ILike many another courthouse
in Kentucky, the one at Jackson
is ‘more than ready to be replaced,
It is about ready to fall down.
Tt has figured in bloodshed. Feu-
dists’ guns have barked their
messages of death from its win-
dows. Men have been shot to
death in its yard.

But all that was back in the|
time when the county was known
throughout the nation as Bloody |
Breathitt—which it isn’t any|
more.

It was a recently remodeled
courthouse that May morning 55 |
years ago when Lawyer Marcum,
admittedly in fear of his life,
walked into it from the town’s
main street after having break-
fasted a short time before with
his wife and five children. The
first-floor corridor was crowded
with men. One of them was wait-
ting there to kill Marcum.

Because of threats against his
life, Marcum, whose name is link-
ed with the Hargis-Cockrell-Mar-
cum-Callahan wvendetta, had left

the county several months before.
He had returned home on being
assured by County officials that
he was as safe in Jackson as any-
where in the country.

But Marcum wasn't any too
sure about that. His friend, Town
Marshal Jim Cockrell, had been
shot to death from a window of
the courthouse the previous year.

There had been ill feeling be-
tween Marcum and two county
officials, County Judge James
Hargis and Sheriff Ed Callahan,
growing out of a political race.
as Marcum walked into te court-
house that fateful morning, the
judge and the sheriff were watch-
ing from Hargis’s store across the
street. :

Mareum had just entered
through the courthouse door and
was standing in the doorway, fac-
ing the street, talking with Capt.
B. J. Ewen, leaning on the cap-
tain’s shoulder, when a shot rang
out from the rear of the corridor
and a bullet pierced Mareum’s
back, eoming out through his
chest., As he slumped, another
bullet erashed through his head.

Witnesses said later that Cur-
tis Jett stood behind Marcum,
with a pistol in each hand.

Mareum’s body lay on the cor-
ridor floor fully 15 minutes be-
fore any of his friends dared to
touch it.

In the meantime, Mareum’s
widow, who quickly learned of
the shooting, hurried
courthouse sank to her knees be-
side hig body, dipped her hand-
kerchief in his blood and prayed.
She testified against Jett at his
trial at Winchester, where the
case was transferred on a change
of venue. There she told how her
husband, believing that he was
marked for assassination, usually
carried one of his children in his
arms when he left the house. He
didn’t believe anybody would be

mean enough to risk shooting a

Jett was convicted of Marcum’s
murder and sentenced to life im-
prisonment. But in Kentucky a|
life sentence doesn’t mean life in |
prison, and Jett was paroled
about 15 years ago. While in pri-
son he “got religion” and became
a preacher. He died two years
ago.

Here’s how the Marcum killing
and its aftermath is recorded in
a book, “In The Land of Terror,”
a W.P.A. writers’ project.

“One of the bloodiest pages in
the  history of Jackson and
Breathitt county during the first
decade of the 20th Century was
the assassination of U. S. Com-
missioner J. B. Marcum on May
4, 1903.

“Immediately after this, the
town entered a period of dark
terror. There was fear among
those who had, in the smallest
way, displeased the ecligue then
in power. Shortly afterward there
was published in the newspaper
a lengthy accusation against the
slain man., declarine.: in effect
at least, that the killing was a|
good and deserved deed.

Jackson, the original name of
which was Breathitt until 1845,
now is just like any other quiet,
peaceful Kentucky mountain
town, suffering economically
from lack of industryv.

 debtedness, Gannon said, He add- |

ed that the cities then could is-|
site bonds to finance new healthi
installations or improvements. l

Gannon said a representative |
of the Kentucky Water Pollution |
Control Commission would go to
Washington to support the bill at |
hearings. |

The bill statées that its provi- |
sions would apply only “where
such credit is not otherwise
available on equally favorable
terms and conditions.” '

The facilities covered by the
bill are limited to works for stor- |
age, freatment, purification or
distribution of water; sewage|
treatment and sewer pleeLtS and '
public hospitals and nulsmg
homes. |

“It has been the policy of Con- |
gress to assist, wherever possible,
municipalities and other political |
subdivisions of states to provide|
the services and facilities essen-
tial to health and welfare of the
people of the United States. The
Congress finds that in many in-
stances municipalities . . . which
seek to provide essential com-
munity facilities are unable to
raise the necessary funds at a
reasonable cost.

Rafting of the giant logs of the Big Sandy valley began two decades before the
#il War. The first market was at Cineinnati. Only prime logs of the largest diame-
Bwere profitable in the trade and one raft of 100 logs floated to Cincinnati by John
Harris of Prestonsburg brought $102 in 1841.

Pogoing and rafting ceased in the valley during the Civil War except for a few
B8 cut for gun boat construction.

He himself is up to his ears in politics in 2 manner that threatens to drag the whele school
system down with him.”

. Said the Ceurier-Journal, which found itself in the strange position of agreeing with Gov-
ernor Chandler (July 22, 1958) : “Governor Chandler has called on Dr. Martin to resign his
post as Superintendent of Public Instruction now that he has aceepted the job of managing
Bert Combs’ campaign.

RECORD IN THE APENNINES

The winter of 1944-45 was a
hard one. We were in the Apen-
nine mountains in Italy, only ten
miles from Bologna and the Po
Valley. The Germans shifted
their main strength around High-
way 65, where we were trying to
break through. They had seventy-
two battalions including such foes
as the Hermann Goering Division
and the dreaded S. S. Troops.
They were aided by a strong
winds, drizzling rains, cold
weather, poor roads and, finally
a heavy snow that forced us to
halt the advance and dig in for
the winter.

Capt. Ben J. Butler, Milton,
Ky., had been promoted to Lt.
Colonel and made Commanding
Officer of the 2nd Battalion of
the 168th “Rainbow” Regiment
of the 34th Infantry Division,

The roads leading to our front
line positions were almost im-
passable, The men in the outfit
traveled on foot and carried their
supplies and weapons on their
backs. To maintain these supplies,
the Fifth Army organized mule
trains, each mule being led to
the front after dark by an Italian
soldier. The mountain passes
were covered with snow and ice
and we would often hear stories
of mules slipping and tumbling
over the hillsides with medical
supplies, food, and sometimes our
mail.

Col. Butler had strong infantry
legs. He could be seen climbing
the mountains and checking the
positions of the doughboy. How-
ever, the Apennines soon proved
to be too much for him. The
Achilles tendon in his right leg
gave away and it became difficult
for him to walk. One could hear
this tendon squeaking like a dry
board for fifty feet.

Col. Henry C. Hine, Jr., Regi-
mental Commander, heard of
Butler's disability, He came for-
ward to the Battalion C. P. and
said to Butler, “You will have
to give up the battalion and be
evacuated to the rear.” Butler
looked at the superior officer and
then turned his eyes to an Italian
soldier leading a pack mule down
the hill.

The Colonel persuaded the
Ttalian to surrender his mule to
Butler. Butler thanked the Col-
onel, climbed on his mule, and
proceeded to look after his bat-
talion. He named the mule “RE-
