A yeNow flag a1. t..l-J.e northel'n end 

of the Seoon~ avenue fill here ma1·ks 
•the point at which a road 11n>gilll5' 
the Mountains wivh the Blue Grass 
will enter Prest01.1sbm-g, the east­
erru temni<nus of a gigantic new 
highway-building project. 

The highway is more than a 
dream of Kentucky's new Governor, 
Bert T. Combs. Much of the en­
gineering work has been done, the 
route has akcady been staked out, 
and Combs is expected soon to move 
nlhead with action to get work start­
ed as quickly as possible. 

Governor Combs' plans call for 
a four-la<ne highway fl'Om Win­
chester ,t.o Campton, Wolfe county, 
42 miles east and sl~ghtl'Y south of 
Winchester. From Campton a two­
lane p1•ong wHl drive to Plrestons­
\Jurg, joining US 23 ,and 460 at or 
near the present juncture of Dingus 
street a·nd US 23. Another two-lane 
fork of l!!he road will extend from 
Campton to Hruzru•d. 

One report says the road into 
Prestonsbm·a- will be fourr lanes 
wide from here to bhe junction with 
"the road to David and that the 

I bnQgie amoss the l'iver will be of 
four la'Des. 

Adding to the expense is the ex­
pectation thwt Httle of .present 
routes oan be utilized for the new 
projeot. 

The planned 42-mile four-lane 
highwow fr{)m Wincilester to Camp­
ton is approximately the same dis­
tance as bhe present KY 15, but 
would use little of the present roa.d. 

The 43~mile two-lane route from 
Campton to Ha2an.1d would utilize 
a few miles of KY 15-bu<t would 
lop 25 rm:Hes off •the present distance. 

The two-lane road from Campton 
to Prestonsburg Will be an entl.rely 
new route of ~I'PP1X>ximately 50 
miles. 

There is no direct route fl'Om 
Campton to Prestonsburg now. To 
o;;o to Pirestonsburg from Winchester, 
most drivel'S now take US 60 to Mt.

Fire-Protecte'd 
Forests Would 
Aid Economy 

If Kentuckians learn to protect 
their woodlands from fire, fm·estry 
could make b:ig contributions to the 
Commonwealth's eoonomy. 

This message was given to some 
200 delegates at Kentucky's first 
Fore~t Fire Pl•evenblon Conference 
at Lexin!!ton recently. 

Kenneth B. Pomeroy, chief for­
ester of the American Forestry As­
sociation, said Kentucky can J·eap 
from forests returns equal to those 
t·eaped in Georgia. where timber­
lands "add a million do!lwrs an­
nually" to the economy. 

Dr. Richard E. McArdle, chief of 
the U. S. Forest Service, said prin­
cipal needs are to keep people from 
sta:r1ting fires and to control fires 
when they are small. He said 99 
per cent of forest fires in Kentucky 
are man-made. 

He praised Kentucky's effOits in 
fire-protection w o r k, le=islatlon 
Pl'CVlding for full protection of all 
timberlands and increased approp­
riations for state forestry organiza­
tion. 

Gene L. Butcher, director of tl1e 
Kentucky Division of Forestry. ex­
plained the operation of his agency 
and its role in preventing f:~·2s. 

McArdle said Kentucky's "70 mil­
ion dollar a year wood-using in­
dustry" could become ~ quat-ter of 
a billion dollar industry "if man­
agement of the forests were im­
proved."

on Alcoholism 
OcorusioDial efforts have been made 

connecting a.lcoholism with drug ad­
diction. 

While there have been isolated 
instances of alcolbolism leading to 
dt'Ug addiction, this is not a pat­
tern. No valid! connection has been 
established. Any similarity of al­
coholism and drug oodicrtion is in­
cidentaJ and in a majority of cases, 
far-fetched. 

However, many professional peo­
ple who !have studied alcoholism 
believe addiction a more meaning­
ful word than disease as termdnol­
ogy. Many biological chemists think 
certain individiuals are more "addic­
tion prone" than otherS. It has ·been 
found thrut some use ll!bnot1!Ilal 
quantities of aspirin, some drink 
enougfrl coffee daily wwranlt suspic­
ion of addiction oo oa.ffein. Addic­
tion to nicotine is charged to cilg­
arette smokers. One physician lays 
some of his patient's illnesses to ad­
diction to work. 

These mirror oodictions !lJre com­
paratively hRamless. Addiction to 
alcohol :is extt•emely harlll!fuJ. The 
physical deterioro>tion of an alco­
holic becomes more and more netic­
able as it progresses. The mental 
deterioration is 11:eflected in quality 
of work, in the social der!llllgement 
of inller-persona:l relationship. 

'11he custom of drinking- is so 
widespread, the percentage affected 
by actual a'lcoholism is so small, 
public concern >OVer the maJgnitude 
of tJhe problem is slight. Though the 
percentaJge is small, the aggregate 
is stalggerlng, estimated at approx­
ima,tely 5,000,000 in the United 
states.

Am10ng her 
many ftiends and captains was 
Ma'IS. F1lanneo.-y, aJU edi tm·ial w~'li ter 
for the ASHLAND DAILY INDE­
PENDENT and a prominent club­
woman from her secticn of the state. 

Tihe Nineteenth Amendment, rat­
ified in 1920, g.ave the women the 
right to vote. Kentucky held its 
ccllective breath. Who could be the 
first Kentucky woman elected at 
·the polls 1Jo a \State office? 

No cne was probably more sur­
prised ,than Ml'IS. Flannery when she 
drew first blood. Running as the 
Democ11atic candidate in the Re­
publican district of Boyd count y, 
she ousted the Republican incumb­
ent by 250 votes in the November, 
1921, election for the .State House. 
She served the c:ne term, and in 
1924 was a delegate from Kentucky 
to the Democratic National Con­
vention. 

George Washington and John

school authorized and incorpO'rated 
by the Kentucky Legisla.ture. It was 
built ll>t Pis-gah near Lexing ton in 
1794.
