Distance, mud and an impas­
sable creek crossin! on Buffalo 
Creek were noted this week in a 
petition to state and county offi­
cials as preventing the attend­
ance of children in school. The 
petition, signed by 100 residents, 
urged the building of a bridge 
across the stream one and one­
half miles east of Endicott. 

"There are 41 families consist­
ing of 167 persons living above 
the said creek crossing," the peti­
tion, addressed to Gov. A. B. 
Chandler, Highway Commission­
er ·ward Oates, County Judge 
Henry Stumbo and County Attor­
ney Robert Wellman, said. 
''There are three schools from 
which the children advance from 
the eighth grade to high school, 
if they can get across the creek. 
The high waters in the spring and 
winter months prevent these chil­
dren from attending high school 
during the flood period. 

"Many children do not attend 
school at all because the state 
and county have not provided the 
possibility of transportation for 
them. To walk from their home, 
through the mud, to cross the 
creek, is in some distances four 
miles ... tht!n back that evening

tem ha.ve recommended an addi· 
tiona! $1,597,796.68 crutlay for educa­
tion in this county. This suggestion 
was made at Martin, Feb. 2, when 
the group formally put its recom­
mendation.~ on paper. 

The study, directed by Mitchell 
Davis, executive director of the 
Kentucky Council for Education, 
Louisville, noted that the amount 
of money now available for Floyd 
county schools was $1,920,'703.14, but 
urged that it should be $3.518,500.00. 

The total assessment ratio was 
put at 31 percent but the study 
group recommended it be 50 percent. 
To implement this huge increased 
outlay in educational funds it was 
urged that a sales tax at the whole­
sale level be instituted and that. 
state liquor stores be authorized by 
the Legislature. 

The rg~roup recommended an in­
crease in practically all categories 
of the local eduoo.tional program 
despite the fact of limited appro­
priations aV~ailable by the state. The 
local tax should be $1.50 "on a fair 
assessment" and $1'.00 should be re­
quired from local effort, the recom­
mendations said.

On the basis of 
money in the bank, one of the 
important indicators of economic 
strength, local residents have ad­
vanced to new heights in the last 
two years. 

The story is told in a biennial 
report just released by the Fed­
eral Reserve System. It gives 
bank deposit data for every 
county in the United States. 

At the beginning of this fiscal 
year (July 1, 1958), it shows, 
money on deposit in Floyd coun­
ty's savings and banking insti­
tutions reached $15,315,000. This 
consisted of time deposits (sav­
ings accounts) and demand de­
posits (checking accounts) of 
individuals, partnerships and 
corporations, and certain govern­
mental and inter-bank deposits. 

(As of Jan. 1, this year, total 
deposits of the First National 
Bank, the Bank Josephine, the 
First Guaranty Bank and the 
Floyd Federal Savings & Loan 
Association stood at an all-time 
high-$17 ,706,232.59).

And such a broad and costly program can be financed only by 
the federal government. State Highway Commissioner Ward 
Oates makes a lot of sense with his proposal for a 550-mile 
system of inter-connecting first-class highways to tie Eastern 
Kentucky to the rest of the state. But his program, too, can be 
carried out only with increased federal help. And from all 
indications. the federal government still regards depressed areas 
in terms of "relief" rather than economic cures. 

During the Depression years, the federal government spent 
enough on relief in the Big Sandy' Valley to have financed 
canalization of the river and its tributaries, a project that would 
have lessened, if not eradicated, the need for later relief. 
State, federal and charitable agencies have spent more money in 
providing help for flood victims in the Kentucky River valley 
than would have been needed to build the upstream reservoirs 
that would have checked these floods. The pattern is repeated 
grimly throughout the eastern counties. 

'J'he government, in other words, is willing to spend money 
for bailing buckets each time the boat threatens to sink, but 
refuses to spend the extra pennies needed to put a new bot­
tom in the boat. The result of this policy can be seen in any 
report on the Eastern Kentucky region-loss of population, 
unemployment, and a growing demand for increased help from 
educational and welfare agencies of the state. 

This process cannot be reversed by the distribution of 
emergency food (though emergency food is certainly needed). 
The cost of restoring economic stability to an entire region will 
not be small. But for the cost of patching up the damage of 
one major flood in Eastern Kentucky, the federal government 
could finance the badly-needed road system that Ward Oates 
has proposed. And for less than the amount that relief in the 
area. has cost the government in the past thirty years, the area 
could be made self-supporting. 

Roads-modern highways, built out of the reach of periodic 
flood devastation and capable of supporting heayy loads-are a 
primary need. Control o.f water is another. 'Ihe channels of 
these rivers should be cleared. Reservoirs must be built. And 
to support this Pl·ogram, a vast program of soil conservation­
erosion control and reforestation,--must be initiated. With the 
proper control of forests, this region could become a center for 
timber and pulp-wood industries, paper mills and wood-products 
factories. With adequate transportation and water control, new 
industry could be brought into these counties. 

IJl \;his respect, it is hard to understand why this govern­
ment has so consistently falled to exploit the coal reserves and 
the labor supply that the mountains offer. Electricity for gov­
ernment atomic plants can be more economically generated 
near the mines and transmitted to consumption centers than in 
areas where the coal must be brought in from considerable dis-
tances. · 

And why can't the government locate in this region some 
of its experimental nuclear-power plants, or plants to experi­
ment with the development and use of coal by-products? Why 
can't the government offer special tax inducements, or invest-· 
ment guarantees for industries locating in this region? Why 
should the government not logically choose this area for a vast 
farm-relocation and improvement program? 

· The ba . .ic properties for economic prosperity are here-­
people, desire and natural resources. Only the imagination and 
assistance of Washington are needed. But so far we have seen 
no imagination, and the wrong kind of assistance.

SHOW COTTON 
PREFERENCE 

Housewives showed their pre­
ference for cotton over other 
fibers for many household uses 
when they responded to a survey 
conducted by the U.S.D.A. 

Cotton rates first for living 
room draperies, table coverings, 
bedspreads, bed linen and scatter 
rugs. Price and washability were 
two of several reasons for their 
selections. 

Almost every home surveyed 
had some kind of soft floor cov­
ering. Wool was found to be lead­
ing choice for room size rugs and 
wall to wall coverings because of 
its wearing qualities, although 
some women favored cotton. 

Most living room draperies 
now in use are cotton, although 
the man-made fabrics an:! becom­
ing more and more popular. 

Next to cotton, linen is the 
fiber most generally used for 
full size table cloths. However 
for place mats, plastic is being 
used more than cotton.
