Wife’s Bullet Kills
Floyd Man At Harold;
Thought Gan Unloaded

Death of Jack Arnold Hopkins,
Sr., 24, of Boldman, early Tuesday
morning from a pistol bullet fired
by his wife, 23-year-old Verlie
Hall Hopkins, was the result. of an
accident. county and state author-
ities agreed after investigating the
tragedy.

BURNS DOWN

Near Maytown; Damages

SENATE VOTES
POUND FUNDS

Pound Project Receives
Money Fer Construction;
Fishtrap Funds Approved

The U.S. Senate last Thursday
passed the bill appropriating $400,-
000 for advanced planning for
Fightrap reservoir and $2.500,000 to
begin construction of the Pound
reservoir.

The bill now goes to the House
for concurrence and that favorable
action is a certainty Congressman
Carl D, Perkins said.

Pound Reservoir estimated to
cost $17,000,000, and Fishtrap Res-
ervoir, which will cost an estimated
$39,400,000, will furnish flood pro-
tection for the Big Sandy wvalley
when completed and will stimulate
its economic advancement

Commenting on the Senate action,
Senator John Sherman Cooper
Said:

“After the House had appropriat-
ed only $200,000 for Fishtrap, 1
called the Assistant Chief of En-
gineers, General Person, and mem-
bers of his staff to a meeting in
my office. I urged General Person
to recommend to the Senate Ap-
propriations Committee that $400,-
000 be appropriated to complete
Fishtrap plans and to inform the
Committee that if $400,000 should
be appropriated, construction could
begin in the fiscal year beginning
July 1, 1960. Following this meeting,
General Person did inform ‘the Sen-
ate Committee on Appropriations
that the Corps of Engineers could
use $400,000 for Fishirap and if the
$400,000 were provided, the Corps
of Engineers could bezin construc-
tion after July 1, 1960, if funds
were appropriated. I then talked to
Senator Ellender, chairman of the
Subcommittee, and Senator Young,
ranking minority member, and other
members of this committee, and
they agreed to include the $400,000
in the Senate bill,

“T am very happy about the prog-
ress made this year, and particular-
ly because I introduced in the Sen-
ate in 1954 the resolution . which
ordered the survey for Fishtrap and
Pound Reservoirs,” Cooper said, “I
pay tribute to our EKentucky dele-
gation, and above all to the citi-
zens of the Big Sandy valley, who
gave such effective testimony before
the Appropriations Committees,
and to all those in the valley who
have worked so devotedly for the
construction of these f{wo great
reservoirs.”

Byron M. Thompson, of Prestons-
burg, this week continued his one-
mean campaign for an end to poli-
tics in the operation of the Floyd
county school system and for co-
operation between discordant board
members in the interest of fthe
school children of the county.

Last week, he appeared before the
Board of Eduecation to make this
appeal. Wednesday of this week, he
voiced his sentiments over beth
Prestonsburg radio stations,

Specifically, Thompson urged:

1., An end to school polities, all
Board members and the Superin-
tendent divorcing themselves from
all political obligations.

2. That a line be drawn as of now,
letting past inequities rest because
they cannot be satisfactorily ad-
justed, and making a fresh start.

3. That every teacher employed by
the Board and all others connected
with the school system be secure in
their jobs and that they be
judged on the basis of future per-
formance, not on the past.

4. That a written, objective school
policy be adopted.

5. That all Board meetings be
open to the public,

6. That favoritism of all kinds
be eliminated and the schools op-
erated on a merit system.

7. That if a teacher must be
moved, that teacher be called in be-
fore the Board and the move dis-
cussed with her,

8. That the three banks of the
county share equally as depositories
of Board of Education funds.

The radio talks ;were addressed
not only to Beard mymbers but also
fo parents, teachers
ren of the county./
again pointed out {that he was

speaking as a parent,) without polit-

ical bias. He added that he had in
the past been strongly critical of
the *‘old” Board, blaming it for
every inequity, but that now he
realizes that they and all members
of the Board are victims of circum-
stances created by “a political situ-
ation in our school system.” Said
Thompson:

“T am sure that all of the men
on the present Board, including the
Superintendent, and all of the
school teachers, are fully competent
to administer our schools and our
school program, if we will take
polities out of it. Now, we can differ
on governmental politics—certainly,
that is our way of government; but
there is no room for politics and
petty differences in our school sys-
tem, because it is just our children
that are suffering, not any one else.”

Addressing the teachers, he said:

“It oceurs to me, and 1 think it’s
true, that all of the teachers in our
county are forced into school poli-
tics. They have to do it, If T am a
teacher in the schools in my district,
and my Board member is up for
election, T am going to have to
pick the right Board member, vote
for him, and let it be known, and
if my man loses, in the past it has
caused a lot of trouble and moves.
School teachers in Floyd county
don’t want to be in politics. They
want their _jobs secure, and they
should be secure. , .”

Urging a positive approach to the

TREE DISEASE
SURVEY MADE

State Forestry Personnel
Studies Oak Wilt; Hall
Notes Suspected Number

The dread oak wilt, a fungous

|disease of oak trees, doesn’t seem |

to be making gains in this area, it
was determined this week from the
results of an aerial inspection made
by personnel of the Division of
Forestry.

All old sites of infection were in-
spected this year for reoccurrence
of the disease but none were found.
Fifteen trees were cut and the
branches and stumps poisoned.
Only 12 suspected trees were located
this year by the aerial reconais-
sance teams flown by Carl Wise, of
Prestonsburg, and Fred Blackburn,
of Wheelwright.

Oliver Hall, of the Division of
Forestry, said that six suspected
trees were found in Magoffin county
and an undetermined number in
Pike county. Perry county, which is
not in this forestry district, has the
highest number in the eastern sec-
tion of the state, it was said. Over
100 suspected trees were located in
that county by the survey.

Six counties were surveyed by
teams from the Division of Forestry.
Oliver Hall and Johnny Griffith in-
spected Pike county and Hall and
Arthur Leach were flown over Floyd
county.

Oak wilt appeared in this county
three years ago, and the Division
has been fighting its spread since
then.

Clive Akers, in discussing the tree
infection, says that it is a fungous
disease that takes only from one to
three years to kill the trees. The
fungous first attacks the tree at the
top and works downward, cutting
off the water supply coming up from
the ground.

John J. Pascuitti, supervisor of
alecohol education, Vermont De-
partment of Education, speaking
at a conference on mental health |
aspects of alcohol education made |
@ distinction between “primary”
and "secondary” alcoholism. He
said:

“Many people seem to enjoy
the effect of slight intoxication,
the gaiety of a party, the convi-
viality of a good meal with a
bottle of wine, the quiet talk over
a drink or two. Some of these|
people, over the years, may de-
velop an inability to drink or
leave it alone. They become one
of a group called ‘primary’ alco-
holics. Somewhere along the way
they cross that invisible line call-
ed ‘loss of control’ which for
them, is a point of no return.”

“Another type of alcoholism is

designated as ‘secondary’ alco-
holism. People with mental con-
ditions, troubles, conflicts,—drink
1110t for pleasure, but to escape
their troubles. These expressions |
‘primary’ and ‘secondary’ are also |
exogenic (alcoholics who are)|
\made, not born) and endogenic |
(those who use alcohol for its|
gedation, action as a means of |
escape from reality and in par-
ticular from their persenal prob-
[ lems).”
This = interesting distinction
| seems to add weight to Dr. Rog-
ler J. Williams’ theory of a me‘ua—‘
| bolie difference between indivi-
duals who can drink normally
| and those who become alcoholics.
[ Dr. Williams says:

“Environmental factors are|
potent and indispensable for|
hringing about alcoholism, but|
they do not do so unless the per- |
son involved possesses the type
of metabolic individuality which
| predisposes to addiction.” -
| Aleoholism is unquestionably
| an addiction. “Loss of econtrol” |
symptom number five in the|
| “Profile of a Problem Drinker”, |
' developed by the Yale Center of |
Alcohol Studies, is the mark of|
early stage dlcoholism. At this |
stage it is possible for the indi- |
vidual involved to arrest this ill-
ness without outside help. |

It is the belief of the Kentucky |
Commission on' Alecoholism  that
understanding of the symptoms |
is a necessary factor in the con-
trol of this illness. Many recover-
ed alcoholics state that they un-
| derstood the symptoms and ac-
cepted alcoholism as an illness,
years of frustation and unneces-
sary suffering could have been
avoided,

Changes Are Important,
District Manager Says

There have been some important
changes in the Social Security Law
as it pertains to adopted children,
aceording to Thomas B. Thompson,
District Managzer of the Pikeville
Sorial Security office. Social Se-
curity benefits may now be paid to
certain adopted children for the
first time.

One change permits social security
payments for children right after
adoption. Before the change in the
law, social security payments could
not be made to a child of a retired
worker until three years after adop-
tion. A child must be under 18 years
of age or disabled to qualify for
these payments.

Another c¢hange, according to
Thompson, was made regarding
adoption by the surviving spouse
after the death of a worker. If the
child is adopted within two years
after the death of the worker, social
security payments may be made to
the child. Formerly, no payments
could be made unless the child was
adopted by the worker before he
died.

Anyone having questions about
social security is invited to contact
the soeial security office at Second
and Division streets, on any day
except Saturday, Sundays and legal
holidays.

Many men have gone to their
deaths by hanging with a hymn or
a prayer on their lips. Others, tight-
lipped and benumbed by the horror
of approaching death, have died
with few words.

Ellison “Cotton Top” Mounts did
neither, As the black cowl was being
adjusted over his face and until the
jerk of the rope shut off his words,
he screamed, again and again: “The
Hatfields made me do it.”

Crowds, too, react differently. The
people sang and prayed with Bad
Tom Smith, of Breathitt county,
who was hanged at Jackson in 1895.
The people stood mute and unmov-
ing as Bad Talt Hall died at Wise,
Virgihnia, three vyears earlier., At
Pikeville, however, when the hempen
rope had choked out the last cries
of Cotton Top Mounts the people
screamed in unison. Scores, men
and women, fainted, The screams
persisted, died only when the doctor
stopped the spinning body to see if
the Hatfield henchman was dead,

Mounts was partly right. The Hat-
fields coerced him to go. along with
them, New Year's Day, 1888, to burn
the Randolph McCoy home on
Blackberry Creek and massacre the
family. They hadn’t pulled the trig-
cger, though, that fired the bullet
into Allifair MeCoy, a crippled
daughter of the clan chieftain. It
was Mounts who shot her down as
she stood in the doorway.

It was said that Mounts “didn’t
know much,” that he was illiterate
and a pawn in the hands of the
Hatfields. The blonde, bumbling
yokel was a relative of Devil Anse
Hatfield but his exact spot in the
family tree was never determined,
The Hatfield clan never failed to
mention the fies of consanguinity
when he was asked to go on a raid
or ambush a McCoy adherent.
Mounts noticed, too, that when they
wanted him and called him kinsman
they usually had their hands on
guns.

Association, of Mounts with his
kinsmen in their war with the Mc-
Coys had put a price on his head
before he took part in the raid on
Blackberry Creek and he found. it
expedient to stay on the West Vir-
ginia side of the Tug Fork of Big
Sandy.

Mostly he stayed near his mother’s
home, “piddled and puttered” about
the place., Here the Hatfields al-
ways found him when he was need-
ed and it was from here he watched
for Frank Phillips, the Pike county

He
had rendered service to his people
at court when the two c¢lans fought
over the ownership of a hog but,
married he dropped his allegiance
and was with the Hatfields when
three McCoys were murdered at a
sinkhole on the XKentucky side of
Tug. For his participation in this
he was indicted. Phillips went after
him.

It is said that the Hatfields feared
only two men—Jim MecCoy and
Frank Phillips. Devil Anse himself,

his head and Phillips could get him
next. - Mounts succumbed to the
arguments and went along. At Devil
Anse’s home on Island Creek where
he met his comrades in crime. To
wo out that night and murder the
McCoys the Hatfield leader named
his sons, Cap, Johnse and Bob. To
participate also were Elliott Hat-
field, Chambers, Mounts, Charles
Gillespie and French Ellis. Anse
pleaded illness as an excuse not to
go but put Jim Vance in charge.
Vance gave his men a briefing,
threatened he “would kill any man
that went back on him that night
if powder would burn.”

They went by a devious  trail,
emerged on Blackberry Creek near
midnight. Approaching the home of
Randolph McCoy, they ' put on
masks. Vance again gave a “pep”
talk, reminded them that if the
family was wiped out no witnesses
would remain of former deeds, and
that a leader with a will to carry

on for the MeCoys would be dead..

Surrounding the cabin, each
assumed a strategic place to watch
doors, Jim Vance stayed out in front
of the house and called loudly for
surrender. Johnse fired af the
frontdoor. He was answered by the
gun of Calvin McCoy from an up-
stairs window. Johnse yelled with
pain, a bullet in his shoulder. The
battle, planned by the Hatfields to
end a 'war, lasted perhaps half an
nhour

Jim Vance tried to fire the house
by flinginy a match into cotton
hanging on the outside of the house.
He failed. Tom Chambers then
climbed upon the house, tore loose
a shingle and stutk a burning pine
stick through the hole, Calvin Mec-
Coy shot three fingers off and
Chambers rolled off the house and
ran.

The burning piece of pine fell at
the side of the house, a threat to
its destruction. Calvin called to his
sister Allifair to pour water on it.
Opening the door, she emptied a

bucket of water in the direction ofl

the fire but in her excitement the
aim was inaccurate, There being no
more water, she tried again with a
churn of milk. This, too, failed.
Seeing that the house must now
burn, Allifair opened the kitchen
door and stared at the masked
faces.

“Cap Hatfield, you're out there. I
know your voice,” she said.

Some one shouted, “Damn her,
kill that girl.” “Cotton Top” Mounts
raised his rifle, shot her dead in the
doorway. Her sisters, Josephine and
Addie, dragged her body inside.

She lay there
awhile, but finally began to crawl
away while the Hatfields were
seeking to kill Calvin and Randolph
as they fled the house.

Randolph made it to the woods
but Calvin didn’t. A fussillade of
shots brought him down near the
corncrib, The ftwo other girls also
succeeded in making their escape,
and, watching from the woods, they
saw the Hatfields ride away. They
returned to the house and dragged
Allifair’s body out of the burning
house, '

Several hours later old Randolph
McCoy, shivering with cold and the
agony of great tragedy, stumbled
down a path toward the charred re-
mains of his house. He found the
bodies of Calvin and Allifair. He
saw fthey were dead. He searched on
for others, heard a moan and moved
carefully through the moonlight.
His wife was lying in a welter of
blood, her hair matted with it and
frozen to the ground. He picked her
up in his arms, saw she was still
living, He carried her up the frail
toward a neighbor’s house.

The Hatfields rode back to West
Virginia, cursing their luck. The
battle to end a war had been un-

ed and two other murders would be
charged: to them. Frank Phillips
would come riding again.

Frank Phillips did ride again, but
he failed to catch any of the Haf-
fields for a long time. They were
wary, and several fled. Charles Gil-
lespie went over into Virginia where
an alert officer nabbed him for the
reward. It was a month before they
caught “Cotton Top” Mounts, and
the honor didn't go to Phillips,
although he had made several sud-
den plunges into the Tug country
and a few times had led sorties to
the headwaters of the Guyandotte.
Two smart detectives, Treve Gib-
son and Dan Cunningham, were out
to get some of the reward money.
They ambushed Mounts on the head
of Mate Creek, held a gun in his
face and began to put the hand-
cuffs on, From somewhere came
rifle shots. One struck Gibson in
the leg. Cunningham pulled comrade
and prisoner both into the bushes.
The next day Mounts was lodged in
the Pike county jail.

Mounts confessed his misdeeds to
Pike county attorney Lee Ferguson,
implicated all of the Hatfield clan
that had participated in the murders
of Tolbert, Palmer and young Ran-
dolph McCoy early in the feud. He
detailed the carnage at Blackberry
Creek and named his accomplices.
Trial of the Hatfields, Mounts and
their friends in crime, was held at
Pikeville in August, 1889, Judge John
M. [Rice presiding. Mounfs was
sentenced to die by hanging. It
was said that the highly emotional
testimony of Sarah McCoy had a
devastating effect on Mount's de-
fense. In the meantime, Sheriff W.
H. Maynard assembled three
“hacks,” surrounded them with 25
mounted guards and started for
Lexington with all of the convicted
prisoners except Mounts. Maynard
was not taking any chances that
a foray led by Hatfields would re-
lease their kinsmen.

Maynard got to Prestonsburg
late in the evening. The day had
been rough, rain had fallen in tor-
rential sheets and the mud-spat-
tered guards welcomed an opportun-
ity to stop and rest. They dismount-
ed and a ecrowd of the curious
assembled. Some one took Maynard
aside, told him that he had heard
Cap Hatfield was in Knox county
trying to raise a gang to take his
prisoners before he got to Richard-
son, the railway terminal, Maynard
hastily put his caravan back on the
road. Frank Phillips accompanied
the group fto Richardson, but re-
turned to Pikeville from: there.
Governor Simon B. Buckner, after
many court delays, finally allowed
Mounfs to go to the scaffold. Feb.
18, 1890, was set. as the day of
retribution. Mounts moaned to the
newspapers at the jail, chewed
econstantly on long, black cigars.

However, his Hatfield friends
hadn’'t deserted him, At the start
of their plans they decided to put
“all their egzs in one basket.” They
would forget about court appeals,
for they recognized the condemned
man didn’t have a chance in court.
They would  take him out of the
Pikeville jeil. Just how, they didn’t
know, But if they didn't get him
cut of there they would, as a last
resort, either take him on hanging
day or shoot him dead to keep the
McCoys from getting the satis-
faction of seeing him die.

To further their plans, spies were
sent to Pikeville, the jail was thor=
ouzhly inspected, but counter-spies
found it out. Sheriff Maynard
doubled the jail guard, making it
especially heavy at night.

Soon, as February 18 drew near,
the sound of hammering came from
French Hollow at the north end of
town where the scaffold was being
erected. Day after day passed and
Mounts chewed on the black cigars,
evidencing little interest in the at-
tempts of Rev. J. W. Glover to get
him to pray. People began to say he
was crazy. He must be, for who, in
his right senses, would remain so
stubborn about imploring his Master
when the scaffeld awaited? He
finally confided to Glover on the
day of execution that he was ready
to die,

Hanging day came, and thousands]
poured into Pikeville. From Virginia,
West Virginia and all of the eastern
section, of XKentucky they jammed
into the little villege. Some said
there were as many as eight
thousand people there. They had
been coming for two days and
many, finding the few hotels fili-
ed, wrapped themselves in blankets
and slept in their wagons. Maynard
took a special interest in the jail
the last few days, inspected the
guard every few hours. He had many
decisions to make, one of them a
denial of Mounts’ strange request
to see the scaffold. Officers said
it was a ruse to get out so the Hat-
fields could rescue him,

Frank Phillips, hating the Hat-
fields and loving whiskey, decided
to celebrate on hanging day. Early
he was parading and staggering up
and down the muddy. streets, swag-
gering with two revolvers. Let him
carouse a bit, Maynard told his
deputies and the Pikeville militia
that was on guard. Louder and
louder grew the intoxicated man'’s
talk. Loouder and louder he bragged
ahbout the Hatfields he had arrested.

Things began to get serious when
he threatened people, swore that he
had the Hatfields on the run and
now he'd run any man out of Pike-
ville “who just looks cross-eyed at
me.” Maynard heard about his dep-
uty’s drunken threats and went out
to calm him down.

Having no success in quieting the
man, Maynard took a few deputies
aside and whispered for them to
close in slowly. They did, got
Phillips and began to lead him
away. Sheriff Maynard was knocked
down, kicked a few times. He lay in
the muddy streets, yelling for the
militia, They came on a rmn and
under the threat of drawn bayonets
the disturbance ceased. Maynard
interceded for his deputy and Bud
McCoy. Don’t put them in jail, he
said. They wanted to see the hang-
ing. The rest of the day the sheriff
walked with a limp, clutched at his
back. Somebody had kicked him
fiercely and he had an idea it was
Bud McCoy.

Maynard went to the jail, served
the death warrant. The condemned
man was red-eyed from loss of sleep
and the chain smoking of black
cigars. Rev. Glover, who was also a
doctor, held prayer. Mounts was
marched out to a waiting wagon
between guards consisting of the
militia, sheriff’'s deputies and
specially deputized townsmen. May-
nard was taking no risks, The wagon
held a box in which lay a cheap
casket. Mounts was told to sit on it.

French Hollow was packed with
humanity when the wagon arrived,
and officers shoved people aside.
The curious and morbid and many
with hatred in their eyes climbed
up on the valley sides and up higher
into a grayeyard overlooking  the
scaffold.

The 25-year-old Mounts betrayed
little emotion, now and then
smoothed back his thick, blonde
hair, He gazed at the scaffold with
disinterest, walked with firm step.

Deputy Sheriff Harry Weddington
asked him if he had anything to
say before he died. Mounts replied
simply that he was prepared to die
and that he hoped his friends would
all meet him in heaven. Rev. Glover
cried, “Amen.”

Silence, now, silence as deep as
the cemetery above at night. The
people did not move as the black
cowl was pulled down over the
blonde hair and the white face.

Then, suddenly, the silence was
dispelled by Mounts, saying, “The
Hatfields made me do it, the Hat-

fields made me do it.”

The crowd saw a rising arm, |
clutching a hatchet. It descended;
quickly, the trap door rope was

scores fainted and fell or were
caught by bystanders. Many after-
ward said the pent-up emotion of
the people was released, not in a
scream, but in a long shriek. Others
said it was a great, ululating moan.
The scaffold was left standing for
several years as a warning to evil-
doers and for use if it was needed
again. Poker players began to seek
the site and here in this sanctuary
where no Pikevillian not inclined to
drink or mischief would venture at
night, drunken carousals were
regularly held. One night a par-
ticularly vicious fight took place
under the awesome structure, and
the authorities had it torn down.

Fescue Seed Crop May Be

Much Lower This Season

Lexington, Ky.—Kentucky’s 1959
crop of fescue seed, a pasture grass,
may be as much as 35 to 50 per-
cent lower than 1958’s, the Ken-
tucky Seed Improvement Associa-
tion said this week.

B. W. Fortenbhery, manager of the
KSIA, said the agency’s inspectors

“rough” estimates to date are tha.t;

yields over the state as a whole will
be 35 to 50 percent lower than last
year’s,

This shorter supply probably will
result in a stronger price for fescue
seed this year, Fortenbery said, but,
he added, “it is not expected that
the increase in price will completely
offset the reduced yield to the ex-
tent the 1959 crop will bring growers
as much total as last year.”

The shortage apparently was due,
Fortenbery says, to an munusually
severe winter followed by an early
spring drought, plus management
problems such as grazing too late
in the season and lack of fertilizer
applications.

Reports from Oregon indicates
the alta fescue seed crop is about

the same acreage as for 1958 and!

that a somewhat better yield is
expected.

Producers and processors of Ken-
tucky 31 fescue seed were reminded
that for the 1959 crop, seed lots for
certification are limited to 20,000
pounds per lot. If a field's produc-
tion exceeds 20,000 pounds of seed,
the mass must be separated into
two or more lots and a sample taken
from each for certification.

Repeats Warning
On Plastic Bags

Frankfort, July 13—“The Ken-
tucky State' Departmemnt of
Health has become increasingly
concerned about the possibility of
more Kentucky children being
suffocated from the misuse of

plastic film,” Dr. Russell BE.
Teague, Commissioner of Health,
reports.

The deaths of two Kentucky
children have been confirmed as
plastic-connected by the State
Healthh Department, and both
deaths resulted from the use of
thin plastic bags on bedding, Dr.
Teague said. Another suffocation
death is being investigated.

Under the department’s inves-
tigation procedure, information
from death certificates which list
suffocation as the cause is given
to the Accident Control Section.
If the suffocation was due to
plastic, further investigation is
made as to details of the death.

As part of a campaign to alert
the public to the danger of thin
plastic film, the Department has
prepared a leaflet—"“Caution!
Plastiecs Can Kill!”—to be dis-
tributed through county health
departments to drycleaning estab-
lishments, drug stores, and gro-
cery stores throughout the state.

The leaflet, which will be pas-
sed out to customers of the es-
tablishments, points out the dan-
ger of using filmy plastic mater-
ial to cover pillows and mattres-
ses and of letting infants and

bags.

Service figures, 49 cases of suf-
focation occurred in the country
between January 1 and June 15.
The victims ranged in age from
13 days to three years, and 41
were less than one year old.
