Probe Sought in Floyd
By Department Leader

An investigation of alleged in-
justices done teachers in the Floyd
school system has been requested of
the Kentucky Education Associa-
tion’s Committee on Tenure and
Academic Freedom by Nora Lee
Rowland, president of the KEA's
Department of Classroom Teachers.

Her letter te Charlton Hummel,
chairman of the Tenure and Aca-

demic Freedom committee, said, in |

part:

“T have been authorized by the
board of directors of the Depart-
ment of Classroom Teachers, K. E.
A, to write you requestinz the
Committee on Tenure and Academic
Freedom to investigate alleged in-
justices being done many of the
teachers of the Floyd county school
system.,

“We understand that these teach-
ers, most of whom are active mem-
bers of the Floyd County Teachers
Association, are being transferred
against their will, and to many of |
these the transfer will result in |
great hardship . . . It is our pur- |
pose to do all that we can to pro-
mote education in Kentucky, and if |
teachers are intimidated so that|
they are afraid to take part in pro-
fessional and/or political activities,
we are certainly not going to grow
up professionally.

“Time is of the essence in this
case, since many of the schools in
Floyd county open in July. The
Department therefore requests you
to act immediately on behalf of
the teachers involved. . . ”

The Department from which
action was asked has no legal auth-
ority to force boards of education
to rescind or amend their actions,
it was said, but may exert its in-
fluence with education circles and |
the publie.

Only one thin volume was pub-
lished on the Civil War activities
of the Seventh Ohio Volunteer
Cavalry. Capt. R. C. Rankin, of
Ohio, published a “History of the
Seventh Ohio Volunteer Cavalry,
in 1881. It contained only 29 pages
mostly of persenal reminisces. A
copy of the volume is in the library
of the Ohio State Archeological and
Historical Society, Columbus. Ohio,
and was made available to this
column throuzh the kind offices of

December 24. Rankin was ordered to
Harrodsburg to scout the roads and
watch for the Confederate General
John Hunt Morgan. The remainder
of the regiment was brought to
Danville, January 4, 1863, but was
socn moved on to Harrodsburg.

Garrard went to Lexington
and on to Paris, Rankin scouted
about 16 miles toward Georgetown,
met a detachment of Morgan’s men,
drove it back to Cynthiana. Follow-
ing the Battle of Cynthiana, Mor-
gan’s men scattered, some going
througch Owen county. Morgan
moved toward the Ohip at Clays-
yville, turned toward Mt. Sterling
and retreated through Pound Gap.
The Seventh was ordered to At-
lanta, reached there July 24, and re-
ported to General Stoneman., The
reciment fought throughout the
siece and later at Jonesboro.

JOHN C. C. MAYO INSPECTS THE FAMOUS JENKINS COAL SEAM

John C. C. Mayo, Big Sandy industrialist,

led a group of Northern capitalists into

the Big Sandy valley a few years previous to the turn of the nineteenth century to
inspect the vast undeveloped coal reserves of the region. One of the coal seams ex-
amined by them was the Jenkins seam, later mined by the Consolidation Coal Com-
pany. It was discovered by Capt. Charles M. Broas in 1883. ;

The man on muleback demonstra
the height of the coal seam by holding a cane overhead. The man in the black coat
at the extreme left was a Mr. Williams, of New York City.

Mayo’s promotion brought abundant wealth to Eastern Kentucky. Jenkins is but
one of the Eastern Kentucky towns that owes its existence to the dream of Mayo and
those he interested in Eastern Kentucky d:velopment.

Open June 1; Curticulum
Varied At Camp Wallace

Kentucky’s giant Junior Conser-
vation Club camps, located at Lake
Cumberland and Kentucky Lake.
are open for business and business

A trip to the camp is a reward
to the youngsters for excellence in
the Junior Comnservation Club work

during the school year. Motre than

850 stich clubs are scatfered across
Kentucky and in cooperation with
the school officials, youngsters are
taught conservation lessons in the
classrooms. To dualify for a camp
trip, the boys and girls must pass
certain requirements; must have
good attendance in classes and must
be interested in conservation work.
