Extension Notes

STRAWBERRY PLANTS
Strawberry plant orders have been
coming in at the same rate as last
year. This means there will prob-
ably be 10 acres set this year, includ-
ing 4-H and adult patches. This
acreage will barely supply the local
market. The possibilities of straw-
berries are much greater than any
other crop for Floyd county at this
time. In strawberries we have the
advantage of a crop that requires
a small amecunt of capital to get
started. The return per acre is large
which we mneed due to limited
amount of land. Family labor is
available to cultivate and harvest,
this is important because strawber-
ries require a large amount of labor.
Beside the local market, a straw-
berry marketing cooperative is in
operation in the area to serve the
growers,
No other crop offers Flovd county
the opportunity for increased income
as strawberries. Let’s keep this op-
portunity from slipping through our
fingers. If you want to order plants
contact Virgil Smith, Allen; J. L.

SOIL TESTING
‘What fertilizers are you going to|
buy this yvear? Are you sure it is the
analysis needed for the crop on your
s0il? The only way you can answer
the last question is to have a soil test
made. This will show you what
available phosphorus and potash is
in the soil, as well as the acidity.
Once you decide to have a soil
test made, the next most important
thing is to make sure a good sample |
is taken, A test is never better than |
the sample. Instruction sheets are
available for our office, which we
will mail on request, or can be pick-
ed up at the Extension Office.
Don’t buy the wrong fertilizer, let
a soil test show you what to buy.

A. 8. C. SIGN UP

Don’t fail to sien your farm plan
with the A.S.C. Office before March
6, if you want to receive cost shar-
ing payments on any conservation
practice this year. These practices
are designed to conserve the soil
while at the same time make the
farmer a profit. Take a look at your
farm and see what is needed, it may
be trees set on a bare hillside, or
pasture on & bottom, or tile for a
wet area. Whatever it is there is a
conservation practice that will fit
your needs.

Powell county was formed in
1852 from parts of Montgomery,
Clark and Estill counties and
named for Lazarus . W, Powell,
the first governor elected by the
Democratic. party in Kentucky.

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Our Historic Heritage

A Pictorial Review of East Kentucky

CAPTAIN W. J. (BOLEN BILL) HALL, C.ONFEDERATE CAVALRYMAN

Capt. W. J. Hall was typical
of the meuntain- patriarchs of
the feud-torn days of the 1880’s
who refused to become involved
in clan differences and remain-
| ed neutral to become a main-
. stay of society. His steadfast
support of the law and the in-
fluence of his streng personality
prevented the reign of anarchy
in a region.

He was born May 11, 1826, a
son of William J. (Gunsmith
Billy) Hall, and was reared to
manhood at Deane, Ky., on Rock-
house Creek, now Leteher coun-
ty. He married Florence Jonesg,
July 14, 1850, at the mouth of
Jones Fork, near the present
Lackey. The marriage was sol-
emnized by a mountain minis-
ter under the spreading branch-
es of a giant sycamore. . His
eldest son, Marion Hall, beeame
the first Knott county superin-
tendent of schools.

Building a home on Upper
Right Beaver Creek, then Floyd,
now Knott county, he began the
acquisition of land of which he
was possessed of over 3,000
acres late in life. While engaged
primarily in farming at first,
he turned to storekeeping. His
wagon trains were almost con-
tinually on the road bringing
goods from London, Whitehouse
and Prestonsburg. :

During the Ciyil War he
served as captain of Co. E., 13th
Cavalry Regiment, C.S. A., and
was noted for his ingistence that
his troops refrain from feraging.
While in the service guerrillas
overran his section and he
reminisced in later years that
his wife buried food in the gar-
den and sowed lettuce beds over
it to cover the hiding place.

Following the Civil War he at-

tempted to bring peace between
the feudists of the. area as he
was a relative of both sides. He
was serving as Floyd' eounty

Assessor when Knott county
was formed. He died, July 28,
1912, a respected leader of a
wide section.

Right now, the federal govern-
ment with its efficient, stream-
lined collection system brings in
almost three out of every four
tax dollars. Yet, despite the na-
tional implications of our brain-
power race with other nations, it
pays- only four per cent of the
cost of public schools. Local and
state governments pay 96 per-
cent.

Looking over local and state
tax structures, the NEA doubts
their ability to handle the 100
per cent increase in the cost of
education over the next decade.
Local and state debt has risen
182 per cent since 1948. In addi-
tion, states are hampered by com-
petitive tax exemptions and oth-
er devices used to attract indus-
try.

Unless the federal government
assumes a reasonable share of
school costs, here’s what the re-
port says taxpayers have to look
forward to:

A 50 to 90 per cent increase in
real-estate taxes in thousands of
communities.

A two to four per cent increase
in sales taxes in some states.

An income tax jump of 28%
to 5 per cent in some states.

An increase of 4 to 8 cents in
cigarette taxes in several states.

In terms of wealth, the leaflet
asserts, America can afford bet-
ter schools. It points to these sta-
tistics:

The value of all goods and
services produced by the nation
in one year is now $440 billion.
That’s 70 per cent over what it
was in 1948. :

Our national income is up 63
per cent since 1948 and our per-
sonal incomes after taxes and our
personal savings have increased
drastically.

Roots of forest tree seedlings must
be kept moist from the time they
leave the nursery until they are
planted, says James Newman, Ken-
tucky Agricultural Extension Service
forester. Roots will dry out rapidly
unless this is done.

He advises that seedlings be wa-
tered on receipt from the nurser v,
then stored in a cool, moist place to
insure their continuing good condi-
tion.

One way of storing such seedlings
is the “heeling-in" method. An open,
V-shaped trench is dug and the
bundles of seedlings spread along
one side of the trench; then the
roots areycovered with soil and the
lot drenched with water. Remainder
of the soil is filled into the trench
and tamped firmly down. Water is
put on the heeled-in plants occa-
sionally.

Seedlings so handled can be kept
in excellent condition for several
weeks before planting.

seedlings should never be exposed
to wind or sun for even as much as
15 minutes. When transporting
seedlings to the field for planting,
the roots should be submerged in a
pail of water or covered with a
damp material.

Reached Record

Frankfort, March 3 (Spl.) —
Nearly a quarter of a million
workers filed initial claims and
2.4 million filed continued claims
for unemployment benefit pay-
ments in Kentucky last year, the
State Department of Economlc
Security reports.

In addition, said the agency,
there were almost 10,000 initial
claims and 131,000 continued
claims filed by veterans and ex-
federal civilian employees under
federal unemployment programs.

Each claims represents a week
of unemployment, the depart-
ment -explained, adding:

Nearly 40,000 workers exhaust-
ed their benefit rights under the
state program in 1958 and 3,400
exhausted rights under the fed-
eral program.

Little hepe for substantial eco-
nomic relief for Eastern Kentucky
through road-building was held out |
by Ward J. Oates, commissioner of
Kentucky highways, and J. C. Cobb,
Kentucky division engineer for the
U. S. Bureau of Public Roads, in
talks at Hazard recently.

John D. Whisman, executive sec-
retary of the Eastern Kentucky
Regional Planning Commission,
took a cue from the statements of
Cobb and Oates to eriticize the |
system of establishing priorities. He
said Eastern Kentucky never will
get its 600-mile “priority” highway

I bought
me a pair of boots for $10 and
have $19 left to invest again . . .

“I received a notice that all
paroled prisoners were exchang-
ed. They have placed us on duty
again although the regiment is
doing nothing at present but are
here dismounted with the expec-
tation of going to Kentucky as
soon as they see how they make
out in front with Longstreet. It
is thought he will go down into
Middle Tennessee or in that
neighborhood. . .”

He had heard that when the
regiment gets back to Kentucky
that one-half would be allowed
to go home for 15 days and then
the other half would be given a
furlough.

Gus Smith’s wife wrote him
that small-pox was prevalent
back home. He concluded by ad-
vising Mary: “If you should see
anything that you think would
be advantageous to Jones & Co.,
invest and I will be satisfied.”
