Among Needs of Park

The Kentueky Parks Commit-
tee in a meeting at Frankfort,
Tuesday accepted proposals for
the development of the state’s
park system and will turn the
recommendations over to the
General Assembly when it meets
in January.

A total of $1,785,000 was asked
for the development of Jenny
Wiley State Park.

Recommended for the park
here was an improved entrance,
expanded swimming area, a 50-
bed lodge, a dining room, snack
bar, 20 cabins, a swimming pool,
trailer park, a golf course, an

amphitheatre, campsites and
maintenance buildings.
The recommendations were

made to the Parks committee by
the Rev. Harold W. Dorsey, Pres-
tonsburg, who represented the
area’s citizens.

A total of $2,697,500 for all the
state’s parks will be sought of
the legislature when it convenes,
it was announced by J. Heber
Lewis, of Burnside, chairman. The
recommendations were made for
six parks, including Jenny Wiley
State Park which would, if the
proposals are implemented by the
legislature, receive the major
share of development funds.

Dorsey said in his prepared
statement to the committee that
it was said “on good authority”
the reciepts from Jan. 1 to Sept.
30 this year, of the boat dock

George Bentley, 41, Norton, Va.,
asserted in_ a 'deposition filed at
Pikeville in United States District
Court, Monday, that Hibbitts of-
fered him the $5000 to get rid of
Roland Price.

Price has been a leader in East-
ern Kentucky independent coal
operators’ refusal to accept the new
U.M.W, econtract, which touched off
the 8-month-old strike,

Bentley's deposition also accused
Hibbitts of offering him $500 to
blast a ramp owned by H. C. Combs,
Jr., near Whitesburg in Letcher
county.

The deposition was ﬁled in eon-
nection with five civil actions
brought against the UM.W. by in-
dependent operators for alleged
strike incidents,

In the deposition, Bentley said
he once served “eight or nine”
yvears in prison for manslaughter.
He told a reporter the case oc-
curred in Pike county.

Bentley said it was taken at Pike-
ville Thursday of last week and that
both Hibbitlis and Price were pres-
ent. When contacted Monday in
Norton, Va., Hibbitts said:

“The transcript speaks for itself.
The evidence will show that he
(Bentley) was promised $6,000 for
this. . . .(fals®) evidence and has

already been paid $1,700 by certain
codl operators in Bastern Ken-
tucky.”

WAGE CLAUSE
IS SUSPENDED

In UMWA Mine Contract
Pending Clarification
Of Landrum-Griffin Law

The prospective wage clause of
the new United Mine Workers con-
lLract, one of the controversial is-
sues behind the nine-month old
Eastern EKentucky coal -strike, has
been temporarily suspended by the
agency created to police it.

The Joint Industry Contract com-
mittee, in a letter last Wednesday
from Robert H. Follohan, executive
director of the committee, to all
signatories, advised that it believed
the clause conflicted with the Land-
rum-Griffin labor law which will
take effect Friday.

Basically, the protective clause
provides for a comumittee composed
of three industry and three union
representatives to check records
from coal operators and ensure they
are abiding by terms of the con-
{ract,

The committee could bring suit
against coal operators not comply-
ing with wage or other provisions
of the contracts.

It is this clause which has been
particularly obnoxious fo many of
the smaller coal operators,

Albert Pass, secretary-treasurer
of U. M. W. District 19, said he
was not previously aware of the
decision, and declined comment.

Carson Hibbitts, president of
UM.W,_ District 30, acknowledged
existence of the committee letter,
but deelined fo comment on its im-
plications. He said only that the
matter is one to be decided by the
courts.

The clause is part of the national
bituminous wage agreement of 1950
and was amended Deec, 1, 1958,

The committee report said the
clause “shall be suspended and held
in abeyance pending appropriate
clarification and interpretation,” in

Persons intending to send Christ-
mas g@ifts to residents of foreign
countries are'warned to make cer-
tain that their gifts will be allowed |
to enter the country to which they
are addressed.

Robert M. Luckey, manager of
the Cincinnati field office of the U
S. Department of Commerce, said
that in many cases foreign govern-
ments limit the kind and guantity |
of items which their people may re-
ceive, and in other cases import
duties and taxes are so high thatf
the addressees ean not afford ftc
accept the package. Mr. Luckey ad-
ded that if packages do not comply
with "the foreign regulations, or if
taxes are not paid by tThe recipients,
the gifts may be destroyed or seized
by the foreign authorities.

In order te avoid this, Mr. Luckey

was going to Perry county to get
some beer. Joseph accompanied him
and, according to his statement,
the two stopped at Agnel Jones’
place, mear Lackey, there drank
some bheer, then went to Silas
rearheart’s place in Perry county
where Blackburn bought 10 cases of
heer and two cases of whiskey.

Of the events following their re-
turn' to the Blackburn home Joseph
said:

“When he got out of the car T
asked him if I could lie down in the
front seat, I laid down in the front
seat. After a while I heard a noise
which roused me up. When I rais-
ed up Bennie was at the door of the
car. When I got out I went to the
trailer door and the man who was
shot was at the door. He fell into
my arms, Bennie’s wife may have
had hold of his arm while he was
at the door. She was there in the
trailer nearby. The man fell down
on the ground and I eased him
down.

“Bennie said he was shot. He
called the man’s name. I understood
him to say, ‘Bill Claude, . .’ T said,
‘Maybe he's drunk.’ Bennie said, ‘No,
he’s shot. I know damn well he’s
shot—look at the blood.””

Joseph then fold of going into
the trailer where, he said, there was
a trail of several drops of blood
“about the size of a quarter” lead-
ing to the trailer door. He added
there was no pool of blood in the
trailer.

Then, he said, he became fright-
ened and ran over the bank, near
the spot where the school bus went
over, and lay down for several min-
utes. “I was scared, I was afraid
somebody might kill me,” he said.

Before he ran over the bank, how-
ever, he said, Blackburn showed
him a pistol that looked like a .22
target model and said, “This is the
gun—do you see it?” or, *Now, do
you see it?”

He said Blackburn had a snub-
nose .38 on the trip to Perry county.

His statement also told of Black-
burn calling on him last Friday and
talking about Baker’'s death. Joseph
said Blackburn showed him a pistol
which, he said, he had bought for
$56. also producing papers which
probably represented a bill of sale.
“The pistol looked almost exactly
like the one I had seen on the way
to Perry county,” Joseph said.

The hullet which entered Baker’s
body in the chest, slightly to the
right side, and ranged downward,
lodging at the back. was removed
for state police ballistics tests. State
Detective Potter said he had one
revolver taken from Blackburn.

At the examining trial Joseph de-
seribed the noise that roused him
from a doze in the car as a “crack-
ing noise.” He could not say it was
caused by one or more gunshots, or
if it was a shot. On cross-examina-
tion by Blackburn’s attorney, W. W.
Burchett, Joseph admitted he had
had a drink of whiskey on the
morning of the shooting and that
he had drunk beer “all along” from
Jones place to Hazard and back
to Lancer. He denied, however, that
he was drunk. He also admitted he
does not know who shot Baker and
that he could not say if there was
another car in the vicinity of the
trailer.

To a question from Judge Stumbo,
Joseph said he was “scared of Ben-

‘nie.”

The widow of the slain man said
she heard two shots but that she
did not know her husband had been
shot till after 11 o’clock that night.
She said Blackburn broke the news
fo her. “Bill ran into a little ac-
