GUNMEN FIRED 
INTO HIS CAR 

Shotgun Slug, Bullet 
Fired from Automobile 
Miss · Lewis, Burchett 
Deputy Sheriff Joe Wheeler Lewis 

said this week that an attempt on 
his life was made early Sunday 
morning as he drove from Prestons­
burg toward his home at Mare 
Creek. • 

A slug fired from a shotgun pen-
etrated the side of his car, striking 
the "post" separating the front and 
rear doors on the driver's side. A 
bullet crashed through the wind­
shield, grazed the officer's shoulder 
and left the auto via the rear 
window. 

Death or serious injury missed 
Lewis and John Burchett, of !vel, 
a passenger in the Lewis car, by 
only a rna tter of inches. 

Lewis said he left here about 
12:30 Sunday mornin'g, after a 
verdict had been rendered ln the 
Griffit:tl murder case. Mr. l3urchett 
had been a member o! the jmy. As 
they reached a point a short dis­
tance above the Davidson Memorial 
Gardens, near Ivel, the officer 
noticed a car behind him, its lights 
blinking as if to indicate the 
driver's intention to pass him. 

As the other auto drew alongside, 
a man's head and shoulders 
emerged from a front door-window 
and the shotgun blast was fired. 
Lewis said he hit his brakes and 
veered to the left. As he did so a 
man sitting in the rear seat of the 
car fired the revolver shot which 
grazed him.

Bull Creek Man Denies 
Rape, Incest Charges 
Brought By Daughter 
Jailed Saturday on charges of 

incest and rape, Dewey Wallen, 
of the Bull Creek section, was 
at liberty this week under $5,000 
bond. 

He was named in an affidavit 
signed by his 15-year-old daugh­
ter as the father of her 20-month 
old child. 

Wallen denied guilt, telling 
authorities that his daughter's 
accusations arose because she had 
become angry with him for some . 
reason, 

The girl's affidavit claimed her 
father's incestuous relationship 
with her began when she was 
about 12 years old and had been 
continued against her will for 
about three years. The affidavit 
added that her child was bom of 
this relationship.

We teach a 20-day school month 
and at the end of the 20-day month, 
we're supposed to get our check or 
t=tt least a week after our month is 
up we are entitled to have our 
checks ; h owever,, for the past ten or 
fifteen years we have been forced 
t o discount our overdue money at 
th e bank and pay a discount rat e 
of one dollar a h undred because 
we never know when we are going 
to get our checks. Our checks are 
always held up two or three weeks 
after our month is up , thus making 
it almost impossible for us not to 
discount if we keep up with our 
monthly bills. There are several 
teachers in Floyd county and about 
95 % of them will tell you they are 
forced to do this. 

In Knott county, when you turn 
monthly report in your check is 
handed to you. You do not have to 
discount money that haf been duly 
earned. We realize that Floyd 
county has more teachers than 
Knott county and probably it takes 
more time to make out the payroll 
but we can hardly be expected to 
believe that it takes two weeks to 
make out the monthly checks. 

If there are five hundred teach­
ers in Floyd county and 95 % are 
forced to discount and pay a dollar 
a hundred for their month, this 
comes to a large sum, doesn't it?

had failed in his effort to borrow 
one. He e)Cplained at the store, 
this testimony said, that he want­
ed to kill rats. When he inqillred 
what size shot he should use, he 
was told Np. 6. "Give me No. 4," 
Commonwealth testimony quoted 
him as ordering. 

Two witnesses told of the shoot­
ing. They said they saw Griffith 
go to the Johnson home: walk, 
crouched, onto the porch. The 
door opened and the shotgun 
blast was fired, they claimed. 
d~iffith hesitated momentarily, 
then walked away and set his 
gun down, they testified. 

Johnson's widow testified that 
she and her husband were· re­
pairing some furniture when her 
father arrived at their home, next 
morning. "You beat my wife up 
last night," she quoted Griffith 
as accusing her husband. When 
her husband denied the charge, 
the shot was fired, she said. Mrs: 
·Johnson denied that her husband 
had a gun. 

The defendant explained that 
he had sent his wife to swear out 
a peace warrant for· the son-in­
law after she had told him of 
events of the preceding night, and 

I that he bought the shotgun be­
cause he did not want to leave 
her at home alone and without 
protection. He claimed his daugh­
ter, Mrs. Johnson, had been chok­
ed on the preceding night by her 
husband an,d that he stopped at 
the Johnson home to see about 
her condition. 

Griffith testified he set the 
shotgun down and knocked at 
the door. When Johnson came to 
the door. this testimony con­
tinued, Gciffith asked, "What 
have anv of us ever done to 

· you?" "None of you will ever 
I live to do anything about it," 
1 Johnson replied, darting back in-
to the room. the defendant said. 

Griffith said he then decided to 
leave, picking up the shotgun and 
put a cartridl!e into the barrel. 
At the edge of the porch, he said, 
he heard his daughter scream, 
turned to see his son-in-law 
with a pistol in his hand. It was 
then that he fired, he added. 

Defendant's wife, his brother 
and his two small sons testified 
as to events of the preceding 
night. 

Arwin Meade last Friday enter­
ed a plea of guilty to a charge 
of attempt at arson and was giv­
en a two-year pen term. 

Meade was arrested at Radio 
Station WDOC here bv state 
police after he allegedly had 
poured gnso1ine onto the build­
ing in an attempt to burn it. 

He later implicah>d D. C. Step­
hPn~. owner of Radio Station 
WPRT here, and Alton Stephens 
in thp arson plot. Neither of these 
defendants is related.

THREE DOCTOOS 
Three ancient medical tomes were 

pointed out recently on the desk 
of Fred Cottrell, Prestonsburg mer­
chant. The volumes, preserved by 
his family, were given by Dr. S. M. 
Ferguson, of Harold, to Dr. W. W. 
Richmond, of ·Prestonsburg. One of 
the ·books originally belonged to Dr. 
W. F. Miller, also of Harold, then 
Laynesville. Miller died in Oregon 
three or four decades ago. 

Dr. Ferguson, who moved to the 
Big Sandy valley previous to the 
Civil War, built one of the section's 
few early brick houses on the high­
way side of the river near the Bold­
man compressor plant. He was in­
terested in railroad construction up 
tlie Big Sandy. He served as surg­
eon in the 39th Kentucky Mounted 
Infantry, U.S.A., under Col. John 
Dills, ot Pikeville. 

Returning to the three books, one 
of them is ''A System of Practical 
Medicine," by Alexander TWeedie, 
M.D., F.R.S. It is Vol. U, and dated 
1842. The author was a renowned 
Scotch physician and his works 
were accorded wide circulation in 
the United States . 

J. H. (UNCLE JIM) HATCHER 
We are indebted to a recent issue 

of the Huntington Herald-Adver­
tiser for a story on J. H. Hatcher, 
hotel man, farmer, logger, mine 
operator and eccentric philosopher, 
who died at Pikeville in the 1930's. 
The story, titled, "Late Pikeville 
Hotel Man ,Collected Quotes," is by 
Charles Stafford, an Associated 
Press writer. 

It follows: 
Friends knew Uncle Jim Hatcher 

as a crusty innkeeper wfth a big 
heart and a cracker barrel philos~ . 

ophy. But by the definition of a 
poet, he was a great man. 

"A great man," wrote Ralph 
Waldo Emerson - as Uncle Jim 
probably could 'have told you -
"quotes bravely, and will not d.taw 
on his invention when his memory 
serves him with a wm;d as good.'' 

There never was a braver quoter, 
outside politics or the pulpit, than 
James Hatcher. He filled the lobby 
walls of the James Hatcher Hotel 
with quotes. 

Above the entrance to the room 
which happens to be campaign 
headquarters of the Democratic 
party, is this quotation credited to [ 
Monty Hale, Hollywood, Calif.: "Al­
ways tell the truth and you will 
never have to remember what you 
said." 

In a prominent place is an origi­
nal Hatcher statement: "All towels. 
linens bedding and fixtures in this 
hotel .is (sic) mine. I want no more 
mistakes made when packing to 
leave. This practice is no longer a 
joke with me. James Hatcher.'' 

Uncle Jim is 20 years dead. But 
by the terms of his 37-page will •and 
the obedience of his nephews, his 
quotations live on: 

Jack and Joe Trimble, who op­
erate the 106-room hotel, plan to 
redecorate the spacious, old-fash­
ioned lobby this summer. They 
are going to paint the walls, but 
they h'iwe carefully photographed 
them so the quotations can be 
painted on again after the job's 
done. 

Hatcher started in the '30's let­
tering a little advice and sbme local 
history on the walls. 

"People coming through would 
.have a quotation they wanted on the 
wall," says Jack Trimble. "Uncle 
Jim would take it down and when 
a sign painter would come through 
-that was during the depression­
he would give him a night's lodging 
for painting some signs." 

"Uncle Jim," Trimble says, "bad 
a kind heart-the kindest heart in 
the wor!p-but he had a crude way 
of showing it. There never was a 
hungry man went through here, 
there never 'was a man refused 
lodging. Uncle Jim would give them 
a room and feed them and cuss 
them out." 

Hatcher made his modest fortune 
in timber and coal. He opened the 
hotel in 1931,_ eight years before his 
death at the age of 80. He is buried 
on a hlll above town, where his 
tragic love story is carved in Italian 
marble. 

Dominating the burial plot is a 
graceful monument of Hatcher's 
wife, Octavia: "Died May '2, 1891, 
age 20 years, 11' months and 11 
days.'' Nearby is a smaller monu­
ment, a sleeping cherub, with the 
inscription: "Infant son Jacob, died 
Jan. 4, 189]1, age 1 day."

A. J. (Jack) Dalton. 89-year-old 
millionaire coal operator of Pike­
ville, died at the Pikeville Metho­
dist hospital, Tuesday afternoon of 
last week. Rugged entrepnmeur of 
the truck coal mining business, he 
amassed and lost several fortunes. 

Although in his 90th year, Dalton 
continued active as a coal operator 
almost to the end. As late as last 
Saturday he was negotiating for 
still anothf'r coal lease to add to 
his holdings. 

The soft-spoken, courtly old Vir­
ginian had amassed and lost two 
great fortunes before corning to 
Pikeville in 1941 with total cash 
assets of only $37.51. 

At the time of his death he was 
considered to be a millionaire again 
as president and owner of the 
Mountain States Coal Corporation. 

Uncle Jack had often said, "All 
a man needs in this country to :get 
rich is $100." He proved it three 
times. 

At one period during World 
War I, he was worth $28,000,000, 
according to his attorney, John Y. 
Brown, of Lexington. 

Born in Pittsylvania county Vir­
ginia, Dalton struck out for hlmself 
when he was a boy, walking and 
hoboing through the West, doing 
whatever kind of work he could 
find. He worked as a pick-and­
shovel laborer in South Dakota and 
Oklahoma mines before going to 
the Canal Zone to help dig the Pan­
ama. Canal. 

Although he had practically no 
formal education, he picked up a 

Dalton first came to Pike county 
about 70 years ago as a miner, but 
soon became a mine foreman. 

With his persuasive manner, 
Dalton always managed to borrow 
money when he made up his mind 
to start a business. 

Beginning with capital of $97.50, 
he sta1•ted the main Island Creek 
Coal Company in Legan county, 
West Virginia. It grew into a $16,-
000,000 corporation which he headed. 
He sold out there in 1923 only to 
lose all he had-several million 
dollars-in an ill-fated real-estate 
venture. 

Forsaking the coal business for a 
while. Uncle Jack organized the 
Great Eastern Refinin6' Corporation, 
which he sold to Paul Blazer. That 
was the beginning of the huge Ash­
land Oil & Refining Company, of 
which Blazer ·is chairman of the 
board. 

Dalton lost a great deal of money 
drilling dry holes in a fruitless 
search for ml in Lawrence county. 
Then he went broke again when 
the elements conspired against him. 
Among others he lost 27 gasoline 
stations at Pdrtsmouth, Ohio, dur­
ing the Ohio River flood of 1937. 

But the reckless old fellow never 
knew when he was licked. When he 
returned to Pikeville 18 ;years aso 
with that $37.51' in his pocket, the 
first tj:J.ing he did was to spend $25 
as a dowh payment on a coal lease.
