COURT ORDER
ENDS STRIKE

Wheelwright Miners
Return To Work; Sorg

Authorizes Injunction

An indefinite stay of the Taft-
Hartley injunction was granted
by a three-man panel of federal
judges today (Thursday). What
effect this continuance of the steel
strike will have on Inland Steel’s
coal-mining operations at Wheel-
wright had not been determined
late this afternocon.

Anticipating a return-to-work

under Taft-Hartley injunction
for striking steel-workers, the
Inland Steel Company’s idled

Wheelwright-Price operations re-
turned to work Wednesday morn-
ing, ending the longest period of
idleness for the company’s Floyd
coal mining operation in its his-
tory.

Since the 98-day steel strike
Inland’'s mines had operated only
about 10 days. The temporary re-
sumption of steel mill operation
returns upwards of 1,000 men to

| work at Wheelwright and Price.

The steel strike did not so ef-
fectively paralyze mining activi-
ties with other operations in this

| section but the overall effect on

all mines and business in the area
has been bad.

Federal Judge Herbert P. Sorg
|issued the Taft-Hartley injunc-
tion ending the strike, shortly

iai‘ter‘ 2 p. m.,, Wednesday. The

injunction ends the strike for 80
days, After that cooling-off
period, the strike may be resum-
| ed if no settlement can be reach-
ed otherwise.

The injunction petition named
the United Steel-workers and 97
steel companies. Since the strike
began, July 15, 250,000 workmen
in steel-related industries such as
coal-mining, railroading and auto-
mobile manufacturing have been
laid off from work.

The steelworkers and the steel
companies . began negetiations,
May 5. They are still far apart.

Sheriff Warns Crossing
May Spoil City Ballots;
Correct Method Is Told

Ballots in city elections may be
spoiled unless care is taken by the
voter, it was pointed out this week
by Sheriff Hershell Warrens. He
cited the Prestonsburg city election
as an example,

Here two tickets of eight men
each are running for Council under
separate devices. If the voter marks
an “X” in the circle under one of
the party devices, then crosses over
to vote for one or more individuals
on the opposing ticket, the ballot
will be spoiled, he said. Effect of
such a vote, the Sheriff pointed out,
would be to vote for all eight men
on the ticket marked in the circle,
then to vote for one or more candi-
dates on the opposing ticket, which
would add up to veting for nine or
more candidates when only eight
are to be elected.

Mishap Reports Indicate;
Three Persons Injured
In Latest Auto Mishap

The brand-new Prestonsbhurg-
Auxier highway has a potential
death-trap at the Auxier end, it
was emphasized this week in reports
that in the few weeks since the
route has been surfaced and open
to traffic 13 autos have wrecked
there.

Son Of Floyd Native

Fannin |
admitted in a subsequent story !
that he faked amnesia.

Under sedatives at the hospital
Wednesday, he told officers his
name and said he remembered
picking up a hitch-hiking Air
Force enlisted man. He added |
that the man attacked him, that
they ' fought and that his mind
blanked out after he was slugged
on the head.

Sheriff’s Lt. Fred Manin said
that under further questioning
today, Fannin admitted the am-
nesia story was faked.

He said he did not know where
he had shoved the hitch-hiker
from the car, except that it was
along a stretch of road with
hanging trees beside it.

REBECCA WITTEN GRAHAM (1775-1843)

Rebecca Witten Graham, wife
of Judge John Graham, pioneer
Big Sandian, was a daughter of
Thomas Witten, Jr., of Wash-
ington, now Tazewell county,
Virginia, Her grandparents,
Thomas Witten, Sr., and Eliza-
beth Cecil Witten, moved from
Maryland to Southwest Virginia
in the 1770's, becoming one of
the region’s first pioneer fam-
ilies.

Judge John Graham and Re-
becca Witten were married,
Feb. 10, 1803, in Tazewell
county. They moved to the Big
Sandy in 1805, settled at the
present Emma. Her husband
was judge, landowner, banker,
surveyor and merchant. Their
home, completed in 1807, con-
sisted of 12 rooms, and was for
many years the finest in the

valley.
Coming from a prominent
and well-educated  Virginia

family, Mrs. Graham contrib-
uted much to the success of her
husband. It was she who gave
the Graham manse a back-
ground of refinement and cul-
ture and made their home a
center for the social activities
of the period.

Judge Graham died at home,
April 20, 1835, aged 70 years.
His wife survived until August
28, 1843. She and her husband
are buried beside a son, Thomas
Witten Graham, in the family
cemetery overlooking the pres-
ent Emma, but known then since
settlement days Graham’s
Bottom.

The First National Bank sa-
lutes the pioneer women of Big
Sandy valley. They contributed
greatly to the security of the
settler homes.

The fallen
trees could not withstand the bee-
tles, and the tangle of branches |
kept away beetle-eating wood-
peckers. They ate the fallen trees,
then turned to the standing timber
which they consumed in just a few
short years.
