The mine accident was not- the
first time Tussey  had been hurt.
He was wounded while with the
28th Division in France during
World War II. “I got some shrapnel
in my shoulder and where I sit
down, but all it did was tear up
some skin,” he refers lightly to the
experience. It havpened as his di-
vision was beine relieved, with a
two-week furlough coming up:; so
he got patched up at a first-aid
station and spent the last week of
his leave on a London vaecation.

He had 34 months' service, par-
tiripating in the Anzio beachhead
fichting, the campaign through
Ttalv, in the landing mear Mar-
seilles and in the drive through
Treance, He tells of seeing Ernie
Pyle, famed war correspondent at
Anzio. “But he was some distance
away, and with those bullets and
chells whizzin’ around I didn’t care
fto come out of my foxhole to go
over and meet him.” Tussey said.

To Joe Tussey laughtfer comes
easy. He’s enjoving workine and
living. He says he loves fishing but
now he’s too busy. Instead, he has
busied himself with amateur pho-
|tography. He has an electric-eye
|8-mm movie camera, and he savs
| the neichbors are getting nlumb
<hy of him while he is armed with
this contraption.

One sequence of film which he
shot, some time ago, is particularly
interesting, “The officers ran a
bootlegger down, and he pulled up
out there and I was sittine by the
fence. He had a shotgun that look-
ed a mile long but after I recovered
from the shock I levelled the cam-
era and got the whole seguence:
the officers taking the gun and his
liguor and arrestine him. The color
came out perfect,” he grinned.

His wife, Jewell, and his three
children, Sherril Lynn, 13, Ira Joe.
9, and Stephen Douglas, 6, are four
big reasons why this man finds
a brighter side to life. Sundays, he
takes the family for a drive in his
automobile with ifs special hand
controls of gas and brakes. “I can
stop my ear quicker than you can
yours.” he remarked.

Drives ineclude visits with rela-
tives and friends, with his parents,
Mr. and Mrs, Green Tussey, or just
to enjoy the scenery.

Joe Tussey is a busy man, living
full life. A working man and
happy; his family has security.

His last word to his interviewer
was, “If you print anything about
me, hide it with the classifieds.”

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TO BRING WIDE

With spring, nearly 300,000 teen-
aged boys move into the outdoor
phase “Exploring,” the newest
Boy Scout movement,

Members of the 21,000 Explorer
Posts will go on Camporees, field
trips, climbing expeditions, cruises
and the like—each activity picked
by the boys themselves.

The new program, begun in Jan-
uary, 1959, is growing fast. Its ap-
peal to boys in the 14-17 age group
is explained in an April Reader’s
Digest article, “New Horizons in
Scouting.” For decades, Albert Q.
Maisel writes, ways had been sought
to hold the interest of these older
boys. Finally, interviewers asked
the boys themselves what they
wanted. They talked to boys of all
backgrounds, in ecities and rural
areas.

They found 94 per cent wanted
guidance and thought membership
in a group would help them. Many
wanted advice on gettineg along with
girls; most worried about planning
careers. They had less interest in
team sports than in more adult
play—swimming parties, fishing
trips, mountain climbing.

The result: a new program, peg-
ged on “exploring” the adult world
ahead. Instead of troops with adult
Scoutmasters, Explorer posts have
elected leaders, and adult advisors
Each post picks its own activity of
major interest. For example:

Post 501, Van #luys, California, is
science-minded. Helped by the
Marguardt Aircraft Co., members
have studied nuclear engineering,
satellites, ramjet design; they have
huilt rocket engines and wind tun-
nels.

Post 19, West Haven, Conn., is
studying auto mechanics and cus-
tom design—with a side course in
safe-driving skills.  The activity
tamed a dangerous hot-rod gang.

Members of Post 8, Tucson, Ariz.,
arc mountain climbers and cave ex~-
plorers, with life-saving Trescues to
their credit.

Post 686, Portland, Ore., has a
string of saddle horses which it
supportg with pay from cowboy
chores—building fences and corrals.

Members of the New Orleans
Area Council sail the wvessel ‘“Sea
Explorer” out of the Gulf of Mexi-
co to the Bahamas and back.

There are community - services,
