that janitors would be required to
devote full time to their jobs, “sat-
isfactory to the prinecipals.”

Other mattérs of interest trans-
acted by the board were:

1. Accepted the plans and speci-
fications  for the proposed Mud
Creek elementary Sschool building
submitted by Gilling, Chrisman and
Miller, Lexington architects.

Fears were expressed by Ken Mil.
ler, architeet, and members of the
board that an anticipated prevail-
ing wage directive by the Depart-
ment of Industrial Relations would
increase the cost of the structure
by an overall 40 per cent and in
some ca..tegbries of construction, 200
per cent. Wayne Ratliff,’' who had
appeared before the department at
Frankfort, Monday, 1o get a pre-
vailing wage rate for Floyd county,
noted that the established rates for
the Ashland area was: bricklayers,
