There-
fore, he said “interstate highways
under the present formula cannot
be built.” The solution: restate the
formula,

2. Dams. Dams to halt flash
floods and.impound industrial and
recreational water can be built, he
said, “provided something 'known as
the economic feasibility test is ade-
quately met.” For this special re-
gion, he said, “there should be ‘ap-
plied a special rule of feasibility
that will recognize the special prob-
lem.”

On .Sscial Security

“Some self-employed farm = op-
erators as well as some other self-
employed people have the idea that

by pafing two years social security

self-employment tax . just before
reaching retircment ago will qualify
them for social security monthly
payments,’ James A, Morris, field
representative of the Secial Secur-
ity Administration, Pikeville, said
recently. “Althought it is true that
any (self-employed _ person who
reached retirement age before July,
1955, may qualify for monthly soc-
ial seeurity payments if he has had
twd years of coverage in a trade or
business covered under the social
security law, it is also true that such
persons reaching retirement age
after that date will usually require

more than two years of coverage."r

he said. o

As an example, any self-employed |
individual reaching retirement age |
June, 1955, and before July, |

after
1961, may require from three to
five years coverage depending on
his date of birth. Afteg that date he
will require more tham five years
coverage until finally, self-employed
individual reaching .retirement age
after June, 1969, or later will re-
quire a minimum of at least ten
years “social sccurity coverage
order to qualify for monthly pay-
ments.

Social security coverage for self-
employed individuals is net volun-
tary. It is compulsory under the
social security law if a person nets
$400 or more in a taxable year from
a trade or business covered by the
law, “So be safe, not sorry, by fil-
ing timely social security tax re-
turns through the Director of In-
ternal Revenue,” Momm concluded.

Oldest Brick
House In West
Is Made Shrine

The oldest brick house in Ken-
tucky and the West, built about
1783, was called the “guardian of
the Wilderness Road.”

From this pioneer mansion be-
tween Stanford and Crab Orchard,
Ky., its builder Ceol. William Whit-
ley led his privete militia to pro-
| tect settlers and travelers along the
Wilderness Road from maruading
Indians when it was just a trace
through the forests,

Now restored as a Kentucky state
shrine, the house, where George
Rogers Clark and Gov. Isaac Shel-
by were guests, was the center of
the religicus, political and social
life of the Transylvania region.

Since the house served as a fort
and stockade as well as a home,
first, floor windows were placed high
above the ground to prevent In-
dians from shooting accurately in-
side. A third floor ballrocom con-
tains & secret corvidor that was
used for hiding women and child-
ren during attack.

The bricks, made on -the site,
were laid in Flemish bond, with
slightly darker bricks used to form
| diamond patierns on the gable ends.
{ The initials “WW” en the front of
the house and “EW” (Whitley's
wife, Esther) in the rear were set
in lighter bricks. Thirteen panels
over the parlor mantel symbolize
the 13 colonies. The handrail of the
Istairway balustrade curves down-
ward and outward to form the new-
aly The elaborately hand-carved
doors, swung on leather hinges,
consisted of two layers of wood with
g heavy sheet of iron between. A
basement dungeon was used to im-
prison captured Indians. The inter-
ior of the house displys much more
elegance than the plain exterior.

Because the home overlooked
Kentucky's first race track, it was
called “Sportsman’s Hill.,” It was
considered a haven of safety and
[ hospitality
lin the wilderness. ;

Whitley, born in Virginia in 1794
[had been awarded a grant of 10,000
lacres in recognition of his military
services. Though 60 years old when
the War of 1812 broke out, he dis-
regarded his previous service and
rank ond enlisted as a private. He
was killed in the Battle of the River
Thomas in 1813.

—and rural wives ean depend on
having a pleasant ¢hat while mak-
ing book selections.

One is known ags the Inaugura-
tion Elm. For more than 100 years
the governors of Kentucky took the
oath of office under it.

The other is a hackbermy. It re-
ceived the bullet that passed
through and killed Gov. William

Elm trees have become symbolic
of American public life. Indians|
used them as council trees, William |
Penn and Daniel Boone made
treaties with Indian tribes underi
these trees. George Washington
took comumand of the Continental
Armies under an elm tree.

The Inauguration Elm has a limb
spiead of 90 feet and is imore than
80 feet tall. Its circumference is
more than 10 feet, '

The death bullet entered Goebel's
body near the right breast, lwoke
a rib and exited through his back
with enough force to lodge in the
hackberry tree about three feet up
its trunik, The Marlin .38-caliber
rifle bullet was taken from the tree
and admitted as evidence at the
trial.

The hackberry, which bears a
sugary purple fruit is in much bet~
ter condition than the elm. Both
are tourist attractions.
