Happenings 

The Floyd fiscal court last week 
directed the purchase by the State 
Buildings & Properties Commis­
sion of 37 voting ml".chines to be 
delivered in time for the November 
election this year.

The purchase was made in ac­
cordance with the new state law 
which provides for the issuance of 
bonds to finance the machines, with 
the counties cooperating with the 
Gtate on a lease-rental basis. 

Thirty-six of the voting machines 
will be used in as many precincts, 
with the 37th held in reserve to re­
place a machine that may become 
inoperative. 

The machines will cost a,pprox!­
mately $1,700 each. Floyd county 
has been asked to budget $200• a 
year for each machine, or a total 
of $7,400, but half of\ this amount 
will be reimbursed to the county 
by the state under the new law 
which raises the state's contribution 
per precinct from $20 per election 
to $50 or $100 per precinct a year. 

consolidation of p1·ecincts is a 
task confronted by County Judge 
Stumbo in order to make effective 
the voting m:tchine system, county­
wide. at the .November polls. 

The new law provides that a 
county of Floyd's population must 
convert to voting machines before 
the 1961 primary election. Judge 
Stumbo and members of the court 
derided to convert now. 

"We thought it best to make the 
change this year, because the No­
vemb~r ballot· will be small, nnd 
use of the machines at this year's 
election will give the people an 
opportunity to become acquainted 
with them before next year's pri­
mary and its long ballot with a 
large number of names," Judge 
Sttunbo explained.

Effective July 1: 
Truck weights increased to 73,280 

pounds, the license fee on trucks of 
a gross weight ranging from 59,641 
pounds to that maximum •being 
$500. The fee for a truck of gross 
weight between 39,001 and 59,640 
pounds will be $3\!5. 

Yet, however great the gross 
weight of a truck rna~ be within 
the 73.280-pound maximum, no 
truck-owner will be required to 
more t{lan $300 license fee if the 
vehicle is used solely for hauling 
coal in a radius of 50 miles. 

Temporary permits or plates may 
be issued after July 1 in L'lose cases 
where dealers' plates cannot be 
used. These are valid for only five 
clays but the fee is only 25 cent-s.

JOINT MEET 
HEARS GREEN 

Noted Playwright Speaks 
To Kiwanians After T oar 
Of Proposed Drama Area 
Paul Green, nationally known 

pl!:'.ywright and Pulitizer Prize win­
ner, has been named by the execu­
tive committee of the Jenny Wiley 
Drama Association to write an out­
door drama for presentation in the 
state park here. Ratification of the 
selection by the board of directors 
of the association and contractu~al 
arrangements with Green are nec­
essary befm:e the selection is of­
ficial, it was said. 

Choice of Green to write a drama 
based upon the history ~f this reg­
ion, of which the Jenny Wiley epi­
sode is to be a part, was made here 
Thursday afternoon after the dram­
atist made a tour of the park area 
and spoke at the Kiwanis C1ub 
meecing. 

"The locale here for an outdoor 
drama is the best I have ever seen," 
the author of ''Wilderness Road," 
"The Common Glory," "Lost Col­
ony" and ott1er widely-acclaimed 
outdoor plays, told the Kiwanians, 
representatives of the Junior Cham­
ber of Commerce and the Woman's 
Club. 

Green voiced the idea that any 
drama written for presentation here 
must have native mountain ballads 
and music as an integral part of 
the story. Courage of pioneer moun­
tain women, he indicated. would be 
in the story and the saga of Mrs. 
Jenny Wiley, who wa.s captured by 
the Indians, lends itself approp­
riately to the play. 

"What the public wants and gets 
should' be worth getting," Green 
told the Kiwanians in referring to 
the high type of drama he envis­
ioned.

Roger Wells, also 14, of Johnson 
county, drowned in the Big Sandy, 
between Meally and Paintsville, late 
Saturdll!Y afternoon. The Floyd 
County Emergency & Rescue Squad 
was called to join the search. The 
body was recovered at 10:28 that 
night by Cecil Short, of Johnson 
county, who took part in the body­
recovery work here after the school 
bus tragedy.

Charles Clark, principal of Gar­
rett schools and superintendent­
elect of Floyd county schools was 
slugged into insensibility last' Sun­
day morning at Ganett by a mem­
ber of the school's 1960 junior class 
who later himself WflS severely in­
jured by Clark's brother-in-la'W. 

Clark's assailant, Gary Trusty, 
later was named in an assault and 
battery warrant issued by Magis­
trate Zeb Ousley and was released 
under bond. But, the night follow­
ing the attaek on Clark, Trusty 
himself was slashed by a broken 
bottle hurled or swung by the prin­
cipal's brother-in-law, Bert Con­
ley. 

Both men were hospitalized at 
the McDowell Memorial hospital. 
Trusty suffered severe loss of blood, 
and his condition was at first be­
lieved to be serious. It was said 
that Clark was rendered uncon-
scious by Trusty's blow or from im­
pact of his head against a sidewalk 
when felled by the student.

[~ Attraction 
Kentu~ky appeals even t.o travel­

ers with a yen to view the dust and 
bones of an ancient civilization. 

Such a rem.qins of civilization can 
be seen at Wickliffe in extreme 
Western Kentucky at the conflu­
ence of the Ohio anq Mississippi 
Rivers. On a lofty hluff overlook­
ing this juncttqn is Ancient Buried 
City containing some v i 11 a g e 
mounds ot a prelusvoric people. 

Some of the mounds are still in­
tact and oth.ers have been opened 
with such care that all remains 
nrc in their original positions. The 
burial mound, . now protected by a 
modern shelter, contains more than 
150 skeletons. The site is open to 
the public. 'I'he villag·e was inha~bit­
ed by a tribe of the pre-Columbian 
era. 

Burials were upon, rather than 
within, the soft alluvial soil, and 
ch~rcoal found, here indicates fire 
was used in some manner in con­
nection with the burials. There are 
several layers of burial, one super­
imposed upon anothe1', with the 
lower levelll in a ,better state of 
preservation than the upper. 

Three modes of burial were used: 
some bodies were fully extended, 
some were in bundles, and some 
cremated. 

That the race had reached a high 
degree of oultu,re was indicated by 
the many articles of use and adorn­
ment found beside bodies. A non­
migratory life also was indicated by 
charred remains of Indian corn, 
remnants of timbers used in house 
construction, still existing fire­
places and fragments of wooden 
fill'niture. 

No weaporu:;, except one flint dag­
g·er, have been found. Apparently 
there was a flourjshing trade center 
here before the coming of the white 
man.

Morris Answers Queries 
About Social Security; 
Qualifications Listed 

One of the questions most fre­
quently asked at the Pikeville Soc­
ial Secwity office according to 
James A. Morris, field representa­
tive is "How long must I work un­
der' ~cia! Security in order to 
qualify for benefits when I retire?" 

In order for a person to qualify 
for benefits at re~irement age. he 
must be fully insured. The number 
of quarters of coverage needed for 
a fully insured stature depends upon 
the person's date of birth. A per­
son will be fully insured if at re­
tirement age (62 for women, 65 
for men) he has earned one quar­
ter of coverage (earned any time af­
ter 1936) for each two full calendar 
quarters that have elapsed since 
1950. 

Quarters earned any time after 
1936 are counted in determining 
the final number that he has to 
his credit. In no case can a person 
be insured with less than six quart­
el's of coverage and a person who 
has at least 40 quarters or ten full 
years is fully insured, regardless 
of his date of birth.

:;ive survey has been approved by 
the office of the U. S, district en­
gineer at Louisville, it was an­
nounced this week. The office of 
the division engineer in Cincinnati 
said its review will be completed 
and sent to General E. C. Itschner, 
Chief of Engineers at Washington, 
D. c., within a week. 

Recommendations of the Corps 
of Engineers instruct the division 
enqineer to issue public notice. 

The survey must ibe approved by 
the Board of Engineers for Rivers 
and Harbors and by General Its­
chner before its submission to 
Congress. 

The sun•ey was ordered in 1953 
in a resolution sponsored by Sen­
ator John Sherman Cooper. Since 
that time $232,500 has been ap­
propriated to complete the survey. 

The survey covered &pproximately 
lJlOO miles of livers in the Ken­
tucky !River Basin, including the 
Kentucky River itself, the North, 
Middle and South Forks, and other

In order to obtain social security 
coverage, a clergyman ,must waive 
his right to exemption from pay­
ment of the tax. He does this by 
filing a waiver certificate with the 
District Director of Internal Rev­
enue serving his area. The waiver 
form m!IIY be obtained from either 
an Internal Revenue Office or a 
Social Security Office. There are 
deadline dates for filing these waiv­
er certificates. 

For a clergyman whose second 
"taxable year" ended or will end 
after Dec. 31. 1958, the deadline for 
elocting social security coverage was 
or will be the due date (or any ex­
tension thereof) of his tax return 
for that second taxable year. A 
taxable year is a year in which a 
clergyman has net earnine:s of $400 
or more, any part of which is deriv­
ed from the exer~ise of his ministry_ 

The deadline for filing the waiver 
certificate for a clergyman whose 
second taxable year ended on or be­
