USDA STUDIES 
PLAN EFFECT 

Food Stamp Program 
Impact on Business, 
Needys' Diet, Surveyed 
The effect the food-stamp pro­

gram of relief to the needy will 
have on Floyd business and on the 
diet of relief beneficiaries will be 
known as the !l'esult of a survey 
now under way in the county and 
one which w}ll be taken nex,t Sep­
tember t;o establish a basis of 
comparison. 

The survey began Monday under 
the supervision of Michael Van 
Dress, of the marketing division, 
Agricultural Marketing S e r v i c e, 
U. S. Department of Agriculture, 
Washington, D. C. Spot checks are 
being made at 52 retail stores in 
all par,ts of the county by a sur­
vey team of three workers. 

All retaile-rs of foodstuffs will be 
eligible to participate in the food­
soamp progmm, it was pointed out 
by Mr. Van Dress, but the survey 
is confined to sampling the vol­
ume of food-bu}ing rather than a 
study of ev ry individual store's 
business. 

Data being accum•1'n.ted incluocs 
·the number of customer transac­
tions and the total monetary value 
of sales, ·the latter being broken 
down as to sales in the meat and 
produce departments. The food­
stamp prog3ram is scheduled to be­
gin in Floyd, one of the pilot coun­
ties in the United States and the 
only such test county in Kentucky, 
in June. The team will return in 
September to make the same study 
at the same stores, and the com­
parison of data gathered on the 
two separate occasions is expected 
to supply a clear picture of the eco­
nomic benefits of the stamp system 
as wen a.s the diebnry improve­
ments which should result.

parently tippe_d off to the fact that a few M 
counties at last are g·ett:lng better than an even break 
from the state administration in its distribution of rural 
highway funds, have succeeded in getting Governor 
Combs and Highway Commissioner Ward to develop a 
new "formula" for rural roads. 

This newspaper cannot with either good grace or 
conscience condemn any move toward more equitable 
handling of public funds and further elimination of 
politics from the Department of Highways. Yet we can­
not but wonder how Johnson county could benefit by 
more than a million dollars' worth of rural road-build­
ing during four years of the Chandler administration 
and how the unusual activity there could escape the 
eao·Je eyes of the Louisville press. The same inequitable 
distribution of funds existed in other counties, but the 
preceding administration sailed serenely through it all. 
It is true that two wrongs do not make a right, but it 
is also true that the wrongs suffered b~ most mountain 
counties over generations of time are not righted, by 
this latest "right." 

The formula devised does not take into considera­
tion '-the fact that mountain roads require thousands 
of dollars more per mile than roads in Jefferson coun­
ty, for instance. 

It does not consider the hundreds of creeks and hol­
lows in the mountains which have no roads worthy 
of the name, forgotten, neglected places only novv be­
ginning to be remembered, places which may continue 
to suffer under the new formula, and which have every 
chance of being forgotten by future state administra­
tions. 

It makes no provision for evenin~ the score for those 
counties whose needs are great, counties which have 
patiently suffered while others benefitted. 

Justice is a hard thing to come by after generations 
of injustices. An equitable, non-political distribution 
of rural highway funds and all other funds is worth 
working for, but this cannot, by the very nature of 
things, work justly for those areas which have never 
known justice.

enjoy tJhe lowest real food costs-­
in terms of hoW"s of work required 
-of any people in the world. And 
we have one of the :riChest and 
most n utrttious diets. 

How did we aohieve this 'bounti­
ful supply of hig'h quality food? 
An importrmt faotor has !been 'tlhat 
u. S. fianuers have adopted new 
practices c.nd scientific meth'Ods 
rapidly. Jhor example, ::~Jt the begin­
ning of the ,pa.st decade, each farm 
worker produced enough food, fib­
er and tobacco to supply himself 
and 1'4 obi1er people. By the end 
of the decade, lbe produced enough 
for himself <l\nd 23 other people. 

Yet f.armers •have not Shared in 
the benefits of their own produc­
tivity. While other income:> have 
risen, fn,rm incomes lbave gone 
down. The American people can 
eat j.ust so much food and wear 
just so muah clothing-and demand 
has not kept p!lJCe with the farm­
ers'' efficiency. F'all·mers lhllive been 
coming in for sha,rp criticism from 
tlhe gene11a>l public-largely because 
of the "surpll\l.S problem..'' 

One of the most burdensome of 
the surpluses is grain. So, as the 
first step ,to getting agricululllre 
back on a healthy footing, Congress 
recently approved .an emergency 
feed grain program. 'I1his is a vol­
untary pro.3"ram •designed to help 
famners adjust f.eed groin produc­
tion to act'llal needs.

in the program ["educe their corn 
a:nd groin sorghum acreage from 
the 1'959-60 <base for tlhese crops. 
Trhose wlho make the redluctions will 
receive pruyments for diver.ting tJh.e 
former oorn .or grain sor~hum acre­
age .to conserv,ation uses. They will 
be paid with Governmenlt-owned 
surplus grain which they can use 
or sell. 

The new feed 'grain program 
should out down -the sUl-plus; sa,ve 
money fur the taxpayer on surplus 
grain stomge costs; reimburse 1Jhe 
f=er for the income ihe would 
otherwise lose if he stopped grow­
ing :these grains; and conserve farnlt 
land for fl!lture pl"IOdootion w~1en it 
is needed.

FLYING ANIMALS 
There are a few animals that 

have developed the ability to fly 
or glide. Some have wings, or 
wmg-like appendages. One of 
these is the little flying squirrel, 
which is nature's first parachu­
tist. This squirrel was making 
jumps from the trees long before 
man .invented the parachute. 

The squirrel often makes a par­
achute jump of over one hundred 
feet. It leaps far out and down, 
then makes a sudden glide up­
wards and lands on a tree. Folds 
of skin, stretching between its 
legs, act as a parachute to check 
its fall ·and enable it to glide. Un­
like the gray squirrel, this tiny 
animal does its prowling at night.

It is fond of living in hollow 
beeches, and likes to eat the nuts. 
It also feeds on 'acorns, leaf buds, 
nuts of all kinds, and sometimes 
it eats bird's eggs. While this is 
bad, the flying squirrel has some 
good traits. It will risk its life to 
save its young ones. 

Once I saw a fire in a dead 
tree, in which a flying squirrel's 
family lived. When the mother 
squirrel realized her babies were 
in great danger of being con­
sumed, she flew to the rescue. She 
carried them one at the time, 
holding each in her mouth, while 
she parachuted to safety. By the 
time she got to the last one, the 
stub was a flaming inferno, but 
she dashed through the fire, grab­
bed her baby and glided with it to 
safety. Ever since then, I have 
had a great admiration for the 
courage of the flying squirrel. 
These little animals may often be 
heard chattering and playing in 
the trees at night.

One day early in September, 
1909, Alec Hunt, a miner, walked 
up to the pay window of the 
Hitchens Coal Company near the 
present Harold, then Laynesville, 
and drew his wages for the month 
of August. He was given a small 
envelope that contained a state­
ment and $40.42 in cash. 

He glanced hastily at the num­
ber of cars listed. He had loaded 
239 one-ton cars at 30 cents per 
car, totaling $71.70. Listed under 
this were the deductions: Black­
smith, 50 cents, doctor, $1.00, oil, 
$1.40, powder, $21.00 and store, 
$7.38. Deductions totaled $31.28, 
leaving the amount he was being 
paid. 

Back behind that pay slip was 
the whole month of August in 
which he had labored to scoop up 
enough coal to fill 239 cars. The 
doctor paid was probably Dr. Mil­
ler, who died a few years ago in 
Oregon, or perhaps the late Dr. 
Steven Loar who also died a few 
months ago in Oregon. We do not 
know. 

The oil charged to Hunt was 
actually kerosene that he used in 
the old type miners' lamp. It held 
a jill of kerosene and burned with 
great wreaths of smoke from a 
big cotton wick•. This type of lamp 
was used by miners until the car· 
bide lamp was invented.
