Arvid Dopson, of the U. S. De-
pertment of Agriculture at Atlanta,
who has been working with county
government and welfare officials,
rotail food merchants, bankers, and
others on the pilot food stamp pro-
ject for Floyd eounty said this week
:h(; expects needy families in the
county will begin buying food with
food stamp coupons in early
June.

The food stamps will add an es-
timated $2,000.000 a year to the
economy of the county, with the
stamps having the effect of legal
tender for the purchase of food-
stuffs from Floyd retailers.

Dopson s2id the food stamp pro-
jeot would operate about as fol-
| lows:

Floyd county food retailers, un-
| der agreements with the U. S. De-
| partment of Agriculture that out-
line conditions for
ine stamps, will make the actual
food sales to eligible families.

Eligible families will receive
stamp coupons with a monetary
value that will enable them to buy
most foods regularly available at
cooperating retail stores.

The food stamp coupons will be
issued in denominations of 25 cents
and $1 and will be good for fthe
purchase of any food item included
in the stamp program. The stamp
coupons will be bound in books of
$10; $3, and $2,

Most foods in typical 7re-
tail store will be included in. the
stamp program. It will be neces-
sary,  powever, to, exclude  those
food commodties " fer which pro-
ducer prices are cxpeeted to aver-
age above 90 per cent of par-
ity as determined periodicelly by
USDA. In mid-March, veal, fresh
| limes, oranges, apples, strawberries,
sovbeans, and certain fresh winter
vegetables were selling above 90 per
cent of parity. The list of excluded
foods is expected to be smaller dur-
ing summer and fall months when
fresh fruits and vegetables are sea-
sonally plentiful, Certain other
items will be excluded such as
fishery products, tobacco, alcoholic
peverages, and foods supplied
wholly from foreign
as coffee, tea, and cocca.

The State Department of Eco-
nomie Security which administers
the federal-state public assistance
program, will certify families
eligible for the stamp program.
Standards used in such certifica-
tions will be approved by USDA
and will be related to the stan-
| dards used in Kentucky’s own as-
sistance programs. Thus, the pro-
gram in Floyd county will conformi
with local conditions and needs.

The total value of stamp coupons
to be issued to eligible families will
be geared to assisting them in pur-
chasing foods for a more adequate
diet. The actual value of the stamps
to be issued to any one family will
depend upon such factors as fam-
ily size, wegicnal differences in
| consumption patterns and prices,
and adjustents to account for the

THE VANISHED WILD HOGS
What has become of the droves
of wild hogs that once roamed our
hills and lived in the caves and
cliffs during the winters, feasting
on acorns and beechnuts, called

| cast? When I was a lad, there were

cangs of wild hogs living in the
woods roundabout and men would
hunt them out in the winter, after
the hogs had fatiened on the mast.
Sometimes they killed them in the
hills  and brought their meat in
to add to the larder. The flesh was
oily from the many nuts eaten, but
it had a delicious wild-weodsy tang.

Among the droves of wild hogs
there was always ‘the leader. us-
vally an old boar with gleaming
sabers curving up out of his lower
jaw; with these he could slash like
o swordsman and he sometimes cut
men and dogs to ribbons. T've
known of dogs returning from the
woods with their intestines drag-
ging. Most men who hunted the
wild hogs had dogs specially bred
and trained for this. A dog that
was half bulldog, half cur, made
the most ferocious beast for coping
with the wild boars. Sometimes the
men would catch the wild pigs,
bring them in and put them in
pens. They would refuse to eat any
food for several lays and the wil-
derness never seemed to leave

[them, Most of these wild hogs had |
| degenerated from tame hogs that

took to the woods to eat the mast,
and offten strayed afar into the
forest, where they reverted
to the wild state. They Ilived
caves in winter and did most of
their feeding at night. It was quite
an exciting hunt, to track down
ihe wild hogs with dogs and some-
timies the men would go. in gangs
or Kill them. But I

their disappearance is, most of the
great oaks that produced the mast
for their food have been cut and
removed; also people began
eral vears ago to raising breeds of
hogs that never seemed to want

o revert to the wild state. Most |

of the wild hogs degenerated into
a strain called “razorbacks,” which
Will Rogers once said would eal
a rattlesnake. The boars had long
snouts, a massive head, and bristles
on the back. Their forequarters
were ‘larger than fhe hind parts
and they could outrun a fox. Our
famous razorback wild hogs have
vanished from the hills of Ken-
tucky, never to come back.

THE VANISHING SEA LIONS . ..
In the northern seas, the famous
sea lions are fast going the way
of the wild hogs, and are now in
dangér of total extinction. This is

beeause men have slaughtered
them without mercy, to use their
flesh to make ¢anned dog food.

When men wanbonly slay any spec-
jeg of animals, without regard to
fheir future conservation, they dis-
fturb the balance of nature and
soon bring total deéstruction of the
species, ;

“Out of g pebentinl 87,000 aged
recipients in Kentucky, we have
to date processed =2and . approved
only 365 applications,” Powell said.
“This nleans Ghere are several
thousand aged pewsons in our state |
who are not taking advantage of |
the care offered under the pro-

gram.”

Powell said vecipients mey apply |
and be eligible for assistance up to
30 days after they 'have received
medical care. He urged those over
65 to go ahend and make their ap-
plication now, however, so they will
be ready to meet on emergency
when it arises,

The aged who are already neeeiv-
ing montaly public assistance pay-
ments from the Department of Eco-
nomic Security are aubtomatically
eligible. and do not have to makeyd
an application for medical care.

Powell srid he feels many people
do mnot; reslize they may be eligible
under the State program, He point-

ed out that the requirements are
gluite liberal.
A person must meet these re-

quirements: be 65 or older; living
in Kentueky, if single, have gross
annual income of $1,000 or less,
and not more than $500 in per-
sonel propenty, such as stoeks,
konds, or eash in the bank; if mar-
ried, have 4 joint annual income
of $1,500 or less, and combined per-
sonal property not in excess of $750.

JEMIMA SETSER TUNMIRE
We devote our column this week

to an article prepared for us by
. B. Maynand, interesting racon-
teur of Thomas, Pike county. Mr.
Maynard is steeped in the lore of
our region and contributes an in-
teresting article, It follows:

‘Jemima Setser Tumire a
daughter of Adam Setser, and her
husband, once lived in Burke coun-
vy, North Carolina. In 1834, they
started for Kentucky. On reaching
the top of the Blue Ridge Moun-
tains, they stopped at the home of
a man, whom Payne Erskine in his
book, “The Girl of the Blue Ridge,”
called Daniel McCune. *There Mar-
tha Ann Tumire, my grandmother, |
was born. After a brief stay, her'
parents moved on with her to Big |
Mud Creek, in Floyd county.

“In later years, grandmother re- |
lated a strange story of Daniel |
MeCune, as told to her by her par- |
ents. He was a bachelor and old, |
when grandmother was born in his |
home. He worked a modemtel}-
paying gold mine. In earlier yca:am‘i
he had killed & man by the name |
of Bab for tonturing an invalid wo-
man. A boy mamed David, whom
Bab had adopted, was convicted |
and imprisoned for McCune's deed. |
MeCune tried to get the boy re-
leased but #failed in every effort
until he went to the state capitol,
confessed and proved that he, him-
self, killed Bab. He took the boy's
place, and sent him home to work
the gold mine, {0 recompense him
for being unduly imprisoned. Later,
McCune 'was petitioned out of
prison and panrdoned by the gov-
ernar.
