Floyd county wants its part of
the highway from the Blue Grass
to the Mountains, and wanfs it at
the earliest possible moment, De-
partment of Highway officials con-
'ducting a public hearing on the
proposed route were told here
Tuescday morning.

No opposition was voiced.

The hearing attracted pessibly
50 persons, including owners of
land along the route and represent-
atives of local civie groups.

Only one landowner, Mrs. Lillie
M. Parker, was heard, and she
spoke only to “appeal to the High-
way Department to take as little
of our land as possible.” Others,
after the hearing, expressed t{heir
interest in the highway.

The hearing, held to comply with
the Federal Highway Aet of 1956,
was conducted by George S. Lyon,
engineering assistant, Kentucky
Department of Highways.

After engineers had detailed the
route the highway will follow, Mr,
Lyon called for comment by county
and city officials. None was pres-
ent. Then he asked for statements
from civic leaders.

Marvin Musie, ecivic leader, sec-
retary of the Xentucky Parks
Board and a director of the Ken-
fucky Chamber of Commercs, Ar-
bor Jones, president of the Pres-
tonsburg Kiwanis Club, and Har-
old Dicks, pastor of the Arnold
Avenue Church of Christ and
chairman of the Transportation
committee of the Commumity De-
Council here, respond-

ed:

“I feecl,” said Mr, Music in a pre-
pared statement, “this is the be-
ginning of prosperity for Eastern
Kentucky ond the Big Sandy val-
ley . . . it will break down the ob-
stacles and give us the opportunity
we have so long been waiting for.”
He pointed out that the modern
higchway will make possible the
profitable operation of local in-
dustries and will make Central
Kentucky o trading center ang dis-
tribution point for Eastern Ken-
tucky.

TOTAL RISES

$70,000 Worth Issued
In July, Dopson Says;

Fannin had arrested Miller, the
preceding Wednesday, on a peace
warrant, but Miller was released
Saturday when the complaining
witness refused to testify against
him and asked his release.

Kentucky is in high gear on its
massive State parks expansion pro-

gram. In June, contracts are being
‘et for three new lodges, with four

to follow in July.

Contracts for construction of
seven new lodges will be let at these
parks: Kentucky Dam Village,
June 21: Lake Cumberland, June
22; General Butler, June 29; Carter
Caves, July 6; Pine Mountain, July
11; Rough River, July 18 (tenta-
tive); and Jennie Wiley, July 27
(tentative). All are to be ready for
the 1962 season. said Parks Com-
missioner Edward V. Fox.

A contract for a new lodge at
Buckhorn State Park will be let in
early September. A two-mile road
to the site must be constructed
before this work can start. Ground
was broken June 8 for a $168610
lodge addition at Pennvrile Forest
State Park. Natural Bridge State
Park, Slade, will get a new lodge—
possibly this fall. A site ‘;tudy is
now being made.

Governor Combs announced in
December that eight new lodges
and dining rcoms would be built,
plus room additions at two parks,
giving Kentucky 12 parks with hotel
or lodge overnight facilities. The
parks svstem will offer 488 modern
hotel-type rooms to overnight visi-
tors by the 1962 season.

In addition to the lodge construc-
tion, all the 222 vacation cottages in
the State park have been
completely remodeled and redeco-
rated. Kenlake Hotel and lodges

throughout the system have be:
redecorated. Seventy per cent of
the cottages received mew kitche:,
units; 80 per cent received new
bathrooms.

Five new tent camping and trailer
areas—at Lake Cumberland, Ken-
tucky Lake, Pine Mountain, Carter
Caves and Natural Bridge —are
ready. Each has a modern central
service building. This makes a total
of nine such facilities to meet the
growing demand for camping and
trailer sites.

Three new resort-type swimming
pools are completed and ready for
guests at Pine Mountain, Cumber-
land Falls and Kentucky Lake.
Golf courses are being completed at
General Burnside and Jennie Wiley.

All existing beachés have beéen
improved and most havé been en-
larged. Picnie areéas have been
expanded in many parks and addi-
tional picnic shelter buildings have
been constructed. .

New nature trails have been de-
veloped and old trails have been
improved. A complete new super-
vised recreation program is under
way with a full-time director at
Kentucky Lake, Kentucky Dam
Village, Auduben, Lake Cumber-
land, Cumberland Falls, Natural
Bridge and Carter Caves. Baby-
sitting -services have been set up at
these seven parks.

Day-use facilities are open at two
new parks, Big Bone Lick in Boone
County and Greenbo Lake in
Greenup and Boyd counties.
