The
plans also need the approval of
the Water Pollution Contrel Com-
mission.

Mayor Leslie sumamarized fhe
preparatory financial work behind
the plans. The city borrowed $39,-
000 two years ago from HHFA for
engineering and received a grant

onk and poison sumac.

These are the most common
plants in Kentucky that poison by

that all members of a household
learn to recognize them and avoid
them. The harmful substance from
poison ivy, poison oak, and poison
sumac 1s helieved to be the same
in all three and it causes a rash
on the skin accompanied by a
burning and itching sensation.
Poisoning results from contact
with the sap of the plant. How-
{ever it is not always necessary to
come in direct contact with the
plant itself. Smoke from burning
| plants may spread the poison or
it may be passed on through con-
| taminated objects such as gloves
| or gardening tools. Pets or persons
| may spread the poison too.
