Four Voting Machines
Leased To Alleviate

Congestion At Polls

Edward Caudill, who was recently
appointed Magistrate in District
No. 1 by Governor Combs to fill
the vacancy created by the death
of his father, Magistrate Jobhnny
D. Caudill, attended his first fis-
cal court meeting in an official
capacity last Friday.

(A few days before his appoint-
ment Caudill was named by the
Floyd County Democratic Executive
Committee as the party’s nominee
for election to the office at the
November election.)

At Friday's meeting the court
adopted a resolution placing on the
November election ballot the ques-
tion of creating a public library
district and also voted to lease four
Shoup voting machines from the
State Property and Buildings Com-
mission.

The resolution placing the library
distriet question on the ballot was
voted after a petition had been
filed with the court, asking that
this be done. The guestion to be
submitted to the voters of the
county will read, substantially, as
follows:

“Are you in favor of establishing
a public library district for Floyd
county which shall have the au-
thority to impose a special ad val-
orem tax for the maintenance and
operation of the Floyd county pub-
lic library district, provided that
siich special tax shall not exceed
five cents on each one hundred
dollars of the assessed valuation of
all property in the district?”

The petition asking the vote was
signed by residents “of all paris of
the county.

The four voting machines being
leased will be placed in operation
at the Noveraber election and are
being acquired to prevent such
congestion in certain larger pre-
cincts as to prevent voters from
having time in which to cast their
ballots within the hours prescribed
by law. Division of some larger
precincts and the creation of new
precincts cannot be legally done
till after January 1, the Aftorney
Gieneral has advised County Judge
Henry Stumbo. The extra machines
may, however, be used in larger
precinets where the voting was so
heavy at the primary that some
voters did not have an opporfunity
to cast their ballots, the opinion
said.

The four machines are leased at
a cost of $190 each this first year,

Absenteeism is costing the Floyd
county school system an indeter-
minate but huge amount of money,
according to Earle P. Martin, di-
rector of pupil personnel.

Last year 161,142 days of ab-
sence were marked down against
the pupils, Whether due to illness,
economic problems or other causes,
this high rate of absenteeism is a
debit to the school system, since
funds are allocated to the coun-
ties on the basis of average daily
atterrdance.

Wayne Ratliff, assistant county
superintendent of schools in charge
of finance, says this loss means
fewer new classrooms, less capital
outlay, lower teacher 'salaries and
less money for current operating
expenses.

With the exclusion of Fayette
and Jefferson counties, which have
a much larger population than any
other county, there are 19 Ken-
tucky counties with pubklic assist-
ance payments in excess of $800,000
annually.

The figures, compiled by the Re-
search and Statistics Service of the
Department of Economie Security,
Frankfort, were released this week
in an annual report for the fiscal
year of 1960-1961.

Unemployment insurance pay-
ments are not so concentrated, it
is shown.
