AT GOOSE-CR. 

Pennsylvania Invention 
Not Revolutionary, Said; 
Cautious Comment Made 
Scores of Eastern Kentucky mine 

operators and others interested in 
the coal. industry bent a path to 
Orville Adkins' Goose Creek truck 
mine a.t Eastern Friday and Sa·t­
urday to see a new coal cutting 
mach)ne. 

Reaction as to the machine's abil­
ity tO perform as publicized was 
mixed. Mo&t mine operators and 
supervisory personnel. d1scounted 
the invention as revolutionary but 
a few were optimistic about its 
potential. 

All critics, however, wtte in com-· 
mon agreement on one thing: The 
trut.chine needed a. bigger motor 
than the 11!, horsepower with which 
it is presently powered. Kentucky 
coaL is considerab~y harder than 
Pennsylvania coal wh·,~re <the ma­
chine wns developed and first used. 

The Mighty Miner, named by its 
designer, 0 . Wayne Martin, of the 
Irishtown Coal Company, Dull'bar, 
Pennsylvania, weighs Less than 200 
pounds and undercuts a 12-f'oot 
.room, according to its promoters, 
in 55 minutes. It bores a rtwo and 
three-quarter inch hole and this 
series of four-foot and: seven-inch 
holes constitutes the "cut." Con­
ventional machines US'e a cutter~bar 
on which is ins-erted a number of 
steel bits. 

The machine is operated by one 
man and uses current of 110 to 
22'0 vol.ts. It is easily maneuverable. 
It will. drill 13 holes in one setting. 
One hQle was t imed at Goose Creek 
as being driven in 2'4 seconds. 

The trials at Goose Creek l:Jo-_ogan 
insi-de .the mine but since only three 
persons could see the demonstra.­
tions, ·the m2.chine wes removed to 
an open pit for continued demon­
strations. 

It is manuf-actured by the Shall­
way Corpora.tion, Cotmelsville, Pen­
nsylvania, and 11as been in opera­
tion in Pennsvlvsnh mi•1es for 15 
tHOlt.i'>"· Delhe".Y start~ on all 
orders, December 15. 

Chief criticism of mine men at 
the demonstration was the low 
power delivered by ·the small mQtor. 
It was poir<t'cd out that an addi­
tionaL horsepower could be had for 
an additional $100 in cost. 

Charles E. Richards, president of 
the National Independent Coal Op­
erators Association, Middlesboro, 
commented: 1 

"The machine, In my judgment, 
has tremendous possi'bi]jties. Our 
cool ihere is of a. firmer structure 
than Pennsylvania, coal and' a more 
powerful motor may be needed."

LICENSE LAW 

Liability for Payment 
01 Taxes Not Relieved, 
Sherill Warrens Says 
Although tthe Court of Appeals 

las~ week voided the new la:W that 
requires motm·ists to prove they 
have paid! 1961 property taxes on 
their cars bef!ore they can get 1962 
license pl:ail:es, .the decision does not 
relieve car-owners of their 'llabiliby 
for paying state and coUlllty taxes. 

Sheriff Hershel! Wru:rens said 
Tuesday that his understanding of 
the situation is this: 

The car-owner's liability for pay-_ 
ment of taxes on his motor vehicle 
is not affected by th ecourt decis­
ion, but liens will not be filed' 
against vehicles to collect taxes due 
on them. 

The Sheriff's office herE\ had a 
stack of litns ready to be filed in 
the County Clerk's office when 
·word came of Revenue C.ommission­
er James V. Marcum's decision· to 
cancel the motor-vehicle tax liE>n 
regulation, in accordance wibh the 
high court opinion. 

Separate tax bills were prepared 
f'or the first .time <this year on 
every vehicLe licensed in the state. 
These became delinquE;Ttt, if unpaid 
after last Thl.ll'sday, and a penalt.y 
of 6% was added. 

The appellate court ruled uncon­
stitutional the law enacted at the 
1960 General Assembly session, re­
quiring proof of payment of prop­
erty taxes in order to get new li­
cense plates. The state decicfed this 
week not to ask for a rehearing.

Frank H. Layne, of Prestons~ 
burg, is serving as area represen­
tative for counties in this section 
of the state.

Gov. Bert Combs' concern with 
the disease which afflicts 70,000 
Kentuckians was evidenced in 
December, 1960 when he estab­
lished by executive order the Di­
vision of Alcoholism in the State 
Department of Health.

"The cost of alcoholism in hu­
man suffering, in disintegration 
of family life, and in economic 
loss to the ndividual and to the 
community is incalculable," the 
text of the proclamation said.

The pOwer plant would con­
sume 800,000 tons of coal an­
nually, providing employment for 
300 coal miners. Four other com­
panies are planning individual 
casting plants to process aJumi­
num ingots. 

The smaller operations would 
employ some 200 men, bringing 
the total to 500 working outside 
the alurriinum plant. 

State and local participation in 
the project would come to $1,· 
500,000. This money would come 
from banks, local subscriptions, 
or a local industrial-development 
corporation. 

Bruce Kennedy, commissioner 
of the Kentucky Department of 
Economic Development, sa.id he 
hopes that the State Industrial 
Development Finance Authority 
would be willing to pdovide any 
additional funds needed to arrive 
at the $1,500,000. 

The company has agreed to put 
up $750,000 toward cost of the 
plant. The remaining $3,200,000 
would come from first-mortgage 
bonds. 

"Since our fabricating compa­
nies have been expanding in the 
past and since all recognized au­
thorities predict substantial in- . 
crease in demands for aluminum, 
we anticipate that this facility 
will be doubled in size within 
five years," the company sa.id 
in its application to the A. R. A. 

Some 1,200 men would be need~ 
ed to build the reduction plant 
and power plant, according to 
comapny estimates. The annuaJ 
construction payroll would be 
over $18,000,000. 

Several times that much would 
be spent to produce equipment 
for the plants and construction 
materials, the company noted. 
The added employment would go 
to Kentucky, Ohio, Pennsylvania, 
and West Virginia. 

Labor for the processing of ce­
ment, sand, gravel, steel, and 
electric-fabricating equipment 
would pour more millions into 
Kentucky's economy, the com­
pany added. 

Three hundred coal miners in 
Johnon, Letcher, Knott, Floyd, 
and Letcher counties would split 
up $1,350,000 annually in return 
for producing the 80,000 tons of 
coal the power plant would con­
sume. 

The aluminum plant would 
produce 120,000 ingot tons an­
nually and would be assured of

"Neutt·ality looks altnost irresist­
ibly inviting-but it's easy to be 
l'.lgulfed," he writes. ""Russia's rec­
crd of aggression i:-1 Poland, Czech­
oslova.kia and the Baltic countries 
shows that she ddES not hesitat·e 
to take over a weak nation." 

Another question foreigners of­
ten ask, he writ€s, is "Why do<:.1't 
yqu go a1.e>~<;s· \•,ith the Soviet pro­
posEJ.l to disarm first and inspect 
ht·ar?" To <fo this, he says, "would 
be the most irresponsible and dan­
gerous thing the Unit·zd States 
ooul.d do. The nation that did .not 
keep its word \vould rule th·a world'. 
Even a fEW concealed atomic mis­
siles could cause: a holoca.ust." 

He •also says that there is "oon­
siderable mi:>understanding" abroad 
about om· unemployment figures, 
with many foreigners citing them 
as evid•ance that capitalism is 
doomed.• Actually, he !:l.otes, the dif­
ference is in how the unemployed 
a.re counted: "In Europe, workers 
are not Iist·ed as unemployed unless 

l they are registered job seekers. 
Here, persons may be J.isted as un­
employed, even whe-:1. they are not 
actively looking for a job. If we 
used the EJurop·aan criteria, our un-· 
employed would number not five 
million but bhree."
