Barbour said that to make
the number easier to read, a hyphen
or space is needed between each
part of the number, as in “KY-

REPORT SUCCESSFUL YEAR
EDITOR, The Times:

We of the Betsy Layne Volunteer
Fire Department feel we have had a
very successful year. We have re-
ceived and answered 11 alarms, two
which, were false, one the fire was
extinguished Wwhen we arrived.
There were eight calls in which we
played a very important role. Es-
timated value of loss to property
$19,000.00; of this amount, insur-
ance covered approximately $10,-
550.00. Total value of these proper-
ties are estimated to be $64,400. Had
nearby homes been included in this
estimate, the value would be about
doubled, Qur department has saved
the people from Ivel to Blairtown
on the highway and up ereeks more
than $45.000 in fire losses in the
past year, There were o casual-
ties. We answered each call with
an average of a chief or assistant
chief and four men, all of whom
are volunteers. Distances of fires
from the department were from 2.-
000 feet to four miles (seven of the
eight more than one mile); average
time consumed by the department
arriving on scene of fire, from time
call was received was 8ix minutes.

We feel this would be a record,
even for a fulltime, paid depart-
ment.

A recent subject of this column
was the requirement that all per-
sons having taxable property
Kentucky list such property with
the county tax commissioners be-
tween January 1 and March 1.
Questions and answers on this re-
quirement follow:

Q. When do you list real estate
and tangible personal property with
the county tax commissioner for
assessment?

A. All real estate and tangible
personal property, except motor
vehicles, must be listed for state,
county and school taxation between
January 1 and March 1. The Jan.
1, 1961, valuc of the property must
be listed except ip the case of to-
bacco in storage, which is listed at
its September 1, 1960, value.

Q. When do you list motor ve-
hicles?

A. It will not be necessary for
motor vehicle owners to list their
vehicles since the new law author-

Sullivan Warns Drivers
Of Unrenewed Licenses;

Check Periodically, Told

Records of the Division of Driver
Licensing, Kentucky Department of
Public Safety, show
thousand persons have let their
operator’s licenses expire in recent
months. ”

Don C. Sullivan, Director of the
Division of Driver Licensing, said
that a license which has expired
is worse than no license because it
gives a driver a false feeling that
he is driving legally. To avoid this,
the director asks that every person
yvho holds a Kentucky operator’s
license, look at it from time to time
to make sure that it is still valid.

Every two years, a license must
be renewed in the driver’s birth
months, Sullivan said. The re-
newal year is printed in the upper
right hand corner of the license.
If a driver waits to renew his li-
cense, it may be necessary for him
to be re-examined before he can be
issued a nw license.

Drivers may make application for
renewal of their licenses at the of-
fice of the circuit court clerk in
the county where they live.

To help drivers keep tab on the
date their licenses are due for re-
newal. the Division of Driver Li-
censing is beginning a program of
periodic reminers, which are being
distributed to newspapers, radio
and felevision stations.

Q. What are some examples of
tangible personal property?

A, Examples of tangible personal
property that must be listed be-
tween January 1 and March 1 are
merghants’ inventories and equip-
ment, house trailers, tractors, farm
machinery and livestock. Manufac-
turers must list manufacturing ma-
chinery, raw materials, goods in
process and finished goods. House-
hold furnishings used in the own-
er's home are exempt; however,
household furnishings used in rent-
al property must be listed.

Q. Should any other property be
listed at this time?

A. Yes. Infangible property must
also be listed for assessment during
this period.
