BLJUE CAUSES 
$45,000 LOSS, 
IS ESTIMAT'ED 

Postoflice Destroyed 
With Harris Residence; 
Paintsville Gives Help 
Fire e a r 1 y Monday morning 

caused an estimated damage of 
$45.000 n.t West Prestonsburg as 
three residences and the U. S. post­
office there w.ere either destroyed 
or ruined. 

The flames raged, almost un­
impeded, until the arrival of • the 
Paintsville fire department to join 
Prestonsburg firemen in the fight 
to save other structures. 

The blaze was first discovered at 
about 2 a.m. in the rear portion 
of the four-room frame residence 
of 88-y ear-old Maggie Herald 
Shepherd, a widow who lived 
alone. Lost were all the contents 
of this structure, without insur­
ance. The loss is placed nt $4,000 
to $5,000.

ty couple, his wife and YO\lng son 
met death last week when their 
auto was stmck by a jack-knifing 
semi-trailer near Foster, Ohio. 

Dead are Charles Hall, 24, of 
Morrow, Ohio, Route 1, his wife, 
Willadean, 23, and their son, James 
Warren He.ll, 4. Mrs. Hall was 81h 
months pregnant, and efforts to 
save the life of the unborn baby 
were fruitless. The couple's three­
year-old daughter, Kathy, escaped 
with less serious hurts. 

Charles Hall was a son of Tay. 
lor and Avala Stumbo Hall, for­
merly of McDowell, now reidents 
of Ohio. He was a nephew of 
County Judge Henry Stu:nbo. 

Hall's car was east-bound when 
a front tire on the approaching 
semi-trailer blew out. The truck, 
out of control, swerved 1nto the 
Hall car, smashing it along the 
curbing of a viaduct. 

The husband is survived by his 
parents, wl1o live near Foster, 
Ohio, two daughters, Kathy and 
Tina. The latter was in school at 
the time of the tragedy. Mrs. Hall's 
parents, who survive, are Mr. and 
Mrs. Murphy Eelly, of Foster.

winter. We had no talking mach­
ines, no radios, no electric lights 
and no modern improvements. 

"People would naturally conclude 
that life under these circumstances 
would be a very du11 affair, but we 
had our diversions. In the wintet­
we could play snowball and could 
skate on the ice without skates 
and sometimes without shoes. In 
the summer we could swim and 
fish if there .was no work to do. 
But for three months ·of the year 
we had to work from day!ig·ht t!U 
dark makill€ a crop. In those days 
a living had to be dug out of the 
ground. 

"We had one sport that was the 
real sport. Our home was about 
a mile ,from the forks of Beaver 
Creek where the crossroads store 
and postoffice were located and as 
soon as I was big enough I learn­
ed to go there on Saturday even-
ings. The local bad men gathered 
there at t hat time and got drunk. 
The gathering gener!IJiy wound up 
with a fight in which somebody 
would get shot or stabbed or' 
knocked down. Everybody seemed 
to enjoy jt very much except the 
underdog in the fight. If he was 
not hurt too badly I believe he al­
so enjoyed it for he was generally 
ready for another fight at the 
next meeting. This kind of thing 
was one of our entertainments." 

Mr. Osborne enlightens us on 
the expression, "Hike Jule." 

"In those days 'Hike Jule' was 
an expression used for all Occas­
ions. If anything was perfectly still, 
it was 'Hike Ju~e.' If it was mov­
ing slowly, it w s 'Hike Jule.' If it 
was going fas it was 'Hike Jule.'
