A summary of activities last year 

bY the Floyd county Extension Ser_ 
vice was released this week by Rob­
ert M. Jones, county agent. The 
release also gave a preview of the 
1961 agriculture program. 

Jones noted that the Extension 
staff, composed of himself, Jack 
Friar, assistant agent. and Frances 
Howland, home agent, made 1,289 
farm and home visits, distributed 
5,150 bulletins, held 350 meetings 
with an aggregate attendance of 
10.517 ;persons. The staff traveled 
34,427 miles, it was reported. 

The report listed three chief cat­
egories of activity. These were in 
the field of 4-H club work, work by 
the Homemakers and in agricul­
ture. Friar notes that there are 1,-
276 4-H members who performed

TEACHER PAY 
TO INCRlASE 

High Qualifications 
Offered by Applicants 
For Positions In County 
Teacher applications received for 

all, or nearly all, of the 472 posi­
tions in this county for the '\:oming 
school year are showing a high in­
crease in qualifications, it was said 
by Superintendent Charles Clark 
this week. 

Noted, too, 1s the high number of 
out-of-State teachers with degrees 
applying for jobs in this county. All 
are natives who had left employ­
ment years ago to teach elsewhere. 
Clark noted that at least 20 had 
asked for positions. 

There are 15 new appl!cants who 
have degrees but have never taught 
before, it was said, and about 40 
are teachers who have held emer­
gency certificates · and will be cer­
tified by school opening date. 

Clark said that all degree teach­
ers will receive an automatic raise 
of $200 annually the next term and 
that teachers without degrees will 
get an additional $100 a year. 

"We expect to work very closely 
with the budget committee of the 

loyd County Teachers Association 
to arrive at an equitable salary 
schedule for everybody concerned," 
the superintendent said. 

He also announced that teachers 
will be placed in the position of 
their choice, if possible. 

"Each teacher will be placed 
where it is convenient and where 
they are best qualified,'' Clark 
added. 

If teachers can't ')je given their 
choice for some reason, the teach­
er will be invited for an interview 
to seek an understanding about an­
other position, he explained. 

For the first time in many years 
teachers will be given a written 
contract. Teachers eligible for a 
continuing status will be provided 
with that contract. It was said that 
a person eligible to p. continuing 
contract was one who has had six 
years' tenure or who will be be­
ginning the sixth year in one posi­
tion. 

Teachers will be recommended for 
their positions at an April board 
meeting.

2. Floyd county graduates ap­
proximately 500 youths from high 
school each year. 

.3. The five-county area that 
would be served by a college In 
Floyd county - including Floyd, 
Johnson, Magoffin, Martin and 
Knott counties-has a population of 
approximately 125,000 and has only 
one such institution. In a radius 
of 30 miles from Lexington are two 
state-supported colleges and four 
privately or church-operated four­
year colleges. 

4. Fifty-five per cent of Fayette 
county high school graduates at­
tend college. Thirty-five per cent 
of Floyd county's continue. 

5. Klentucky has Hl four-year col­
leges and 12 junior colleges. The 
state supports four colleges and the 
University of Kentucky, plus Uni­
versity of Kentucky extension 
branches at Ashland, Covington, 
Henderson, Elizabethtown and Cum­
berland. 

6. The two privately operated col. 
leges in this section of the state 
are orowded and forced to turn 
students away.

Under the new 
plan, Ward said, all phases of the 
Department of Highways program 
will be carried out through the 
single office assigned to each dis­
trict. 

''This form. of reorganization was 
recommended as a result of the 
study of the Department of High­
ways conducted by the Automotive 
Safety Foundation and by the ca­
reer engineers of the department," 
ward said. "It will produce ef­
ficiency, economy and a closer co­
ordination between the department 
and the people in th counties the 
department serves.'' 

George F. Kemper, who will be 
the district engineer of the Ken­
tucky Department of Highways for 
this district in the reorganization 
ordered by Commissioner Henry 
Ward, has 12 years of service with 
the department. He will head the 
seven-county Twelfth district under 
thE: reorganized plan, with head­
quarters at Pikeville. The counties 
in this district are: Flofd, Johnson, 
Knott, Lawrence,, Letcher, Martin 
and Pike. · 

Kemper was district engineer in 
the old Seventh district from Feb­
ruary, 1960, to May, 1960, when he 
was named area engineer at More­
head. 

Kemper was employed by the De­
partment of Highways in 1949 as 
a senior engineering aide. In June, 
1950, he was transferred to Flem­
ingsburg as a junior highway engi­
neer in the division of construction. 

I He resigned in 1951 and worked as 
an assistant mine superintendent at 
Olive Hill until 1952 when he was 
rehited as ~n assistant resident en­
gineer. 

A native of Willard, Ky., Kem­
per now lives at Grayson. He is a 
graduate of the University of Ken­
tucky and is a registered profes­
sional engineer.

PROGRAM SET 

Seminar Held Here , 
To Better Acquaint 

Health Departments 
' 

The medical care program in 
Kentucky which became effective 
the first day of January, was the 
subject of a seminar 'held here last 
Thursday to better acquaint the 
local health department with the 
program and its part in it. 

The semi::1ar here, one of a ser­
ies, was held under the auspices of 
the Kentucky State Health Depart­
ment. 

Patricia K. Conlan, M.D., direc­
tor of the Division of Medical Care, . 
led the seminar discussions, with 
Mrs. Shirley Wester and Dan S. 
Tuttle:-of the State Health Depart­
ment staff, taking part. They ex. 
plained the new program, unique I 
in the United States, as outlined 
by legislation and the Governor's I 
Advis0rf Committee on Medical 
Care. 

In this program certain physician, 
' hospital and dental services and 

specified drugs will be paid for by 
federal and state funds for eligible 
persons on the public assistance 
roles. Persons over 65 who qualify 
financially will be entitled to phy­
sician's services and hospital care. 
Because of limited funds, these ben­
efits are now available only for 
care of acute, emergency and life­
endangering conditions, including 
maternity care. Eligibilety is being 
established by the Department of 
Economic Security while responsi­
bility for quantity and quality of 
medical care is under the Depart­
ment of Health. 

Benefits to be paid to the cooper­
ating physicians, dentists, pharma­
cists and hospitals are based on the 
budget for the program and the 
estimated needs. As the program 
progresses and needs are more 
clearly defined changes will be 
made to bring the program even 
more into line with the essential 
requirements of good medical care 
for Kentucky's indigents., 

The program in Kentucky is pos­
sibly more stringent than in other 
places as there is now less money 
M>ailable and so many needing 
these services. Kentucky has some 
144,000 persons-41.'2 % of the state's 
populatio1;1-on the Public Assist­
ance role and an estimated 80,00() 
who are eligible for medical as­
sistanc~ for the aged.

has named Rn i,sland off the Ant­
arctic coast for ihe son of a Pike­
ville woman. The frozen antiarctic 
sea bit of terra firma near Wilkes 
Station is officially designated Gil­
bert Dewart Island. 

Dewart is a son of the former 
Elizabeth Mayo Sowards, now Mrs. 
Gilbert F. Dewart, Cloverdo.le, Cal­
ifornia, and a nephew of MrS'. Ruth 
Sowards, Prestonsburg. He was 
honored with the name for his work 
as a seismologist and explorer in 
1956-57 of Antarctica. He is the 
only Americ:m attached to the 
Fifth oviet Antarctic Expedition 
currently seeking scientific infor­
mation at Mirny, a Russiun polar 
base. 

Dewart, taking part in a scien­
tific exchange program with the 
Russians in commemoration of In­
terna tiona! Geophysical Year, is 
studying seismology and gravity 
for the National Science Founda­
tion administered this year by the 
California Institute of Technology, 
of Pasadena. 

This is his second trip to Ant­
arctica. His first, four years ago, 
earned him a scientific reputation 
and recognition as a man well­
fitted for polar exploration. When 
it was necess~ry to designate an 
American to serve on the Russian 
expedition Dewart was quickly 
named. 

His second polar saga began 
Christmas Eve, 1959, when he 
boarded the Russian ship, Koppe­
ratziya, at Cape Town, South Af­
rica. He was greeted with "Ya, 
Amerikanetz," am:t was showed 
smilingly around the oceanigraphic 
vessel. In the classless society of 
Russia he was given a second class 
cabin. He was gratified to meet at 
Cape To"':ll an old friend and )+is 
M. I. T. mstructor, Dr. Louis Ah­
rens. Ahrens is famous for his age 
determinations of rocks on the 
South African Shield. 

On board the Kooperatziya he 
was told the last mail was ready 
to go out and he mailed his parents 
a letter. He sensed himself as a 
bit in the pattern of history. 

'·I must confess that I have a 
little of that feeling that comes 
over you just before you start climb­
ing a difficult pitch in the moun­
tains . ..

"I can't help thinking how lucky 
I am to be just in the right spot 
when so many great currents of 
world history are coming together:

"Several centuries ago It was the 
Americas, in the last century, Af­
rica. Now there Is left for us the 
most forbidding, the most challeng­
ing of all. The next genern.tion will 
have something even greater as 
man breaks from the confines of 
this little planet." 

Now embarked on his second voY­
age to Antarctica, Dewart recalled 
hes earlier trip and its hazards. He 
had left Seattle, Nov. 8, 1956, on 
the U. S. icebreaker Northwind, 
made stops at Hawaii and New Zen­
lana. Arriving in Antarctica the ex­
pedition personnel found the air­
strip the group planned to use at 
McMurdo Sound in a deteriorating 
condition and much tfme was con­
sumed delivering tractors and ex­
pediting the reconstruction work. 
In the meantime Dewart visited 
lonely polar outposts like Cape 
Adare and Cape Hallett. 

There was the time, Dewart! re­
called, when the Northwind was 
damaged in the ice of the Ross Sea 
seeking to aid another ship, the 
Arneb. Giant blocks of ice, thrown 
up on the frozen sea, pressed 
against the ,Arnab and she was 
slowly being squeezed to destruc­
tion. ·The North wind received se­
vere damages. 

Dewart and the others on the 
Northwind were transferred to the 
icebreaker Glacier and made the 
last lap of the journey to Vincen­
nes Bay where Wilkes Station was 
subsequently built. He had arrived 
at Wilkes Station, in January, 
1957. He stayed a year. 

On this s e c o n d journey to 
the polar seas, Dewart expected 
as a normal routine, mishaps and 

' hazards. The first was when the 
Kooperatziya was bound in the ice. 
The Russians had provided for this 
contingency and everybody was 
flown to Mirny, the SOviet base, in 
a seaplane. The Russian icebreaker, 
Ob, took over the job of extricating 
the Kooperatziya and keeping the 
sen open for supply ships. 

At Mlrny, Dewart found his Rus­
sian associates friendly and cooP­
erative. The lone American buried 
himself in studies of astronomy, 
gravity and seismology. , 

The Russians had provided no 
means of communication for De­
wart and for weelts his parents in 

·California worried. They did not 
know whether he had ever readhed 
the Mirny camp or not. 

One day, Jan. 20, 1959, to be ex­
act, the young scientist's father 
picked up a San Francisco Chron­
icle and found a brief London dis­
patch quoting Radio Moscow. The 
story said that a "lone American" 
was serving with the Fifth Soviet 
Antarcti.ca Expedition an dthat 
things were going well at Mirny. 
The dispatch did not identify De­
wart but his parents knew it was 
he. 

When Dewart was in the Ant­
arctica on his first trip with the 
Americans he had been able to 
speak to his parents through the 
intermediary of a "ham" radio op­
erator and letters from him were 
read over the air to his parents. 
This means of communication had 

·been arranged by Dr. Paul Z. Haus, 
of New York. 

On this second expedition, Dr. 
Haus also took over communica­
tions. He contacted the United 
States base at McMurdo Sound, in­
quired if the Russians had any 
amateur radio equipment in opera­
tion. The American replied he didn't 
know but said McMurdo and Mirny 
were in communication on a cer­
tain radio channel. He offered to 
relay messages from the American 
base to the Russians, thence to De­
wart. Thus, in this roundabout way, 
Dewart keeps in touch with his 
parents at Clovet"dale . 

Dewart knows that the United 
States has named an island for 
him. He learned it from Philip M. 
Smith, a former asoociate, of the 
U. S. Antarctic -Research Program, 
Washington, D. C. Smith radioed 
him through McMurdo Sound : 
"Hi, Gil. Fame at last and well-de­
served it is. Merry Christmas and 
a Happy New Year." The message 
was sent Dec. 19. 

The young American will be re­
lieved soon at Mirny by C. Stewart 
Gillmor, of Kansas , City, Mo. Gil­
mor is already on his way to Mirny 
and is completing the last lap of 
the jow-ney on the Russian ship, 
Ob. The relieving scientist will 
study radio noise bursts from the 
sun and planet Jupiter. 

Home in March with new know­
ledge of seismology and gravity for 
his country, Dewa~·t will have the 
feeling that he successfully met the 
challenge of "a difficult pitch in the 
mountains."

A. The children will be eligible in 
their own right until age 18, or. if 
in school, until age 21, unless they 
marry earlier. 

Q: I did not. file a claim for dis­
ability compensation when discharg­
ed from World War I because I 
felt my service-incurred disability 
was insignificant and it was not 
bothering me. Now, it does bother 
me, but I have been told there is 
a one-year-from-discharge dea-d. 
line for filing a claim. Is this true? 

A. There is no deadline for fil­
ing a claiJn for disabality compen­
sation. If you file within a year 
following discharge, your payments 
will be made retroactive to the date 
of your discharge. If you file after 
a year, your payments are effective 
from the date you file. 

Q. My son, a disabled Korean 
Conflict veteran, has recently 
reached the stage where he needs 
constant aid and attention and we 
have decided he should return home 
to live with us. I understand he is 
eligible fo1· additional disability 
payments because of his present 
cond.i tion. If I take care of him, will 
he be eligible for theSfl payments, 
or must we employ someone to care 
for him? 

A. It is not necessary that he 
employ an outsider to care for him. 
Any capable member of his family 
may provide these services. 

Q. Those receiving nonservice­
connected pension payments from 
the VA are asked each year to re­
port on the,U. income. What hap­
pens if they fail to make this re­
port? 

A. The VA must stop pension pay. 
ments to those who fail to return 
the annun.l income questionnaire. 
Since the law requires that pensions 
not be paid to those with outside 
income over certain limitations, the 
VA must know the recipient's in­
come to determine pension eligibil­
ity. 

Q. How many veterans of our 
Indian w ars are still lhing? How 
many Spanish-American War vet­
etans? 

A. VA records Show 39 persons 
(average age 90) receiving benefits 
as Indian War veterans. There are 
about 35,000 SpaniSh-American War 
veterans still living.
