“STAPLES AND LUXURIES”

Nothing has changed more in
my lifetime than the conception
of what seems a necessity and
what can be regarded as a lux-
ury. “Sugar and coffee,” as I have
so often said in this column, was
our Fidelity way of saying what
the country store must supply be-
yvond what we could grow or
make on the farm. Sugar, cer-
tainly had become a necessity,
but even that could temperarily
be left off our diet, with some
sorghum molasses and some hon-
ey to take its place. Coffee, ac-
cording to some of our neighbors,
'was a wicked sort of thing and
should not be used anyhow. That
seemed to destroy our dependence
on the store, except for salt, need-
ed most of all, to preserve our |
meat I have seen, at a landing on |

you could buy salt in smaller
guantities than barrels.

It was in this old home that Colonel Harry, Rev. Cornelius Mec-
Guire, members of the Layne, Auxier and Mayo families met to
conduct the first Methodist class in the valley. Stratton, a broth-
er-in-law of McGuire's, had been converted by his preaching
only a few days previous and the organization of the church was
made at his suggestion.

The site, beside U. S. Highway 23 near Ivel, should be marked
by the Kentueky Historical Markers committee in commemora-
tion of pioneer church history.

In the meantime, while recognition awaits, the trees flourish
and stand sentinel.
