Other violations alleged include
these:

There were 112 absentees
counted for Hale who were in the
county on election day; 112 did
not vote their absentee ballots
but gave the ballots to other per-
sons who voted them for Hale;
such fraud and bribery existed
in Magisterial District 2 that it is
impossible to determine how
many legal absentee votes were
cast, if any, for either candidate;
13 absentee ballots were cast for
Hale, then mailed to an unknown
person who in turn mailed them
to the County Clerk; 22 persons
applied for absentee ballots and
voted for contestee without any
reasonable expectation of being
absent from the county; 47 made
applications for ballots and voted
them for Hale without any rea-
sonable business or duty requir-
ing them to be absent from the
county; 41 voted for contestee in
such a way that the official
taking the acknowledgement
knew how they voted; 77 wvoted
by absentee ballot for contestee
who were in the county, and 11
voted who had not resided in the
county six months prior to the
election.

A split geason on squirrels with
different hunting dates in the
Eastern and Western sections of
the state was again decreed by the
Pish and Wildlife Resources Com-
mission at a meteing held June 10
in’ eonnection with the League of
Kentucky Sportsmen’s convention

at Owenshoro.
The state is divided, as it was
last year, with the first season in

the eastern cection opening on Au-
gust 26 and ending on October 31,
and with a second season opening
on November 16 and continuing
through December 8. For the west-
ern part of the state the first sea-
son will open on August 15 and
continue through October 31 with
a secocnd seascn opening on No-
vember 16 and continuing through
November 27.

| wealthy., Many a sportsman is mak-
ing a houseboat his only home.
Hcuseboats now come in all sizes,
|01l styles and all degrees of luxury.
| Fuel costs for ‘houseboats are mever
| large.
| Houseboats fall into general class-
ifications: those narrow enough to
be trailered on the highway, and
' the wider ones. The hizhway mod-
'els are generally about eight feet
'broad. Trailers to fit the highway-
| size models are readily available
and may cven be rented. Inside,
the narrow houseboats are closely
patternied ofter the modern com-
sact design of house trailers. The
[ hulls and cabins of houséboats are
often built of steel, which is strong
and - incxpensive; wood, aluminum
|and fiber-glass plastic are also
| popular,
| The average houseboat iz not for
luse on big waters. As the waves
| increase in size, seaworthiness falls
| off rapidly, for the houseboat's
shape makes it sluggish and wun-
responsive to its power. But the
houseboat’s great stability keeps
smaller waves from bothering it in
the least. To be sure, houschoats
aren’t fest. If this is disadvant-
age. it’s not too serious a one, for
'such a boat is designed for living
| oboard rather than moving about.
| And it keeps costs down still more:
| there’s no use in using much power
| in 9 heuseboat. Thus the most pop-
| ular engine to push one is the non-
Ibk.tlky outboard motor., Inboards are
{ often used with larger houseboats.

1f the
veteran did not serve in Korea be-
tween thoce dates: he did not get
the Korenn Medal and Kentucky
cannot legally pay him bonus mon-
ey for that period.

For years I have threatcned to

| memory of the boy so well known

| in the nuisery rhyme who sang for
| his supper. This club will be open
| only to after-dinner speakers. Of
| the nutmerous suzgestions that I
| have received about the clhub-to-
be, the best one, and the only one
on whiclt We prospective members
agree, is fat all speaking at din-
ners is. done “before” the dinner
and not after. That will enable
the speaker to eat pencefully after
his talk 18 over and not swallow
a few bites of something that he
never tastes, in order to face the
crowd and look pleasant. I some-
timés wish I could see the good
food that I have thus gobbled; on
a more leisurely schedule, those
stéaks and salads and vegetables
and desseris could be eaten in a
miore eppreciative way. But the
ghow had fo go on, and on many
geeasions I have been the show.
Singing for one’s supper is a ser-
jous business; a speaker just must
say enough to justify the price of
his plate.

L Recently it occurred to me that
imeybe some of our best talkers at
Fidelity were unconscious meni-
bers of the Tommy Tucker Club.
Certeinly they had to do something
to justify themselves as guests, and
very hungry ones, too. Most of
those who ote at our house would
never have to set a square meal
for cny of us eéxcept Father, who
might hove to eat while he was in
a home doctoring somebody. Now,
even the merest sporge must have
felt that he should do socmething
to pay his hostess and the family
for his big meal. All our older vis-
itors or chance eallers who ate at
our table had been connected with
pioneering or with the Civil War;
that ¢ave thém a perennial topic
of conversation, and we children
saw to it that we got all the yarns
possible whilé the big meal was in
proparation, or in the long after-
noon while we were calming down
after the desperate struggle to get
|enough o eat. I am referring to
the feeling of the boys, who had
to wait until the second cr third
or fourth table, dependinz on the
size of the crowd. The Civil War,
reviewed by some bearded old
gentleman in the yard under the
trees on Sunday afternoon, seemed
a very fascinating picnic that these
oldsters-pod-hadyaway back -before
our time.

the snake from which it came.

| Hair and feathers on animals are
really a part of the skin, and these
are shed at intervals. Dogs usually
shed their hair a little at the time,
and all during the year. Fur-bear-
shed their heavy coat

ling animol:

of fur in the spring and grow a
| new coat in the fall. The wild
birds shed their feathers slowly

during the late summer, and are
always able to fly even whilé molt-
ing. But ducks and wild geese shed
all their feathers at once, ahd can-
not fly until they grow a new set
of feathers.

The insects, the spiders, and even
the erayfish all sQed fheir outer
skins for new and larger ones.

Humans are continually shedding
their skins, too—small pieces at a
fime. Some of our shed skin is
blovn away in the air; most of it
is washed off when we bathe. The

skin grows fast, especially in the
| young, and it is continually shed-
| ding, to make way for new skin.

Rattlers shed, the same as other
snakes, except they do not shed
| their rastiers. The number of rat-

One hundred years ogo this week,
meoil from the Confederate States
had begun to arrive in Kentucky,
the Coufederacy having established
its own postal system by an det
of its Congreéss which went into
effect June 1, Since Kentucky was
still being served by the U. 8. Post
Office, that posed a question as to
how mail originating in the South
should he handled after it had
crossed the border from Teanessee
into Kentucky.

A first.class letter from any
point in Confederate States terri-
tory showed that postage of five
cents had been prepaid, but of
course the five cents had gone to
the Confederate States government
and the U. 8. Post Office, in the
absence of a reciprocal agreement
such as raight have been reached
with a friendly power, would not
complete, free, the delivery of a
letter on which the postal fee had
been paid to the cnemy govern-
ment only.

The postmaster at Louisville an-
nounced that he had received a
ruling from Washington that such
letters ghould be delivered on &
postage-due basis. The U. S. postal
fee on a first-class letter was three
cents., Thus a letter from someone
in the Confederacy to someone in
neutral Kentueky (or in any other
state being served by the U. S.
Post Office) ecost the sender five
cents and the recelver three cents.

' Kentucky In Top Ten
'In Highway Building,

Kentucky ranked among the top
10 states of the nation in highway-
building octivities during the first
quarter of 1961, Commissioner of
Highweys Henry Ward announced
| today.

In addition, KXentucky placed
first among the states in the num-
i ber of individual contracts executed
during that pericd for projects fi-
nanced without the use of federal
funds, Ward said. In this category,
Kentucky had 139 contracts calling
for the expenditure of $2,929.000 to
improve 172 miles of roads.

On federal-aid construction pro-
jects, Kentcky awarded contracts
calling for the spending of $16,-
434,000, That gave Kentucky a total
of $19.363.000 in contracts for 214
miles of roads, the commissioner
said—placing it tenth among the
nation for the period of January,
February and March.

These figures were obtained from
stotistics released by the U. S. De-
partment of Commerce through the
Rureau of Public Roads, Ward said. |

Interstate Highway System pro- |
jects toolr up $13,276,000 of the total |
spent on federal-aid projects. Of |
this total, $11,948,000 came f-rorni
the federal government, under the
formula by which the U. S. pays
$9 for each $1 put up by the state.

“Kentucky was able to climb in-
to this enviable position among the
states by reason of the fact that
we were able to match surplus fed-
eral funds that had accumulated to
our credit by applying receipts
from the bond issue approved by
the voters last November,” Ward |
said. “We are continuing the award |
of highway contracts at a rapid
| rate during the second quarter,
When we add the contraets that
we ‘are leiting for construetion of
the East Kentuecky Turnpike, there
is a good chance tihat we will rise
even above tenth place in this
period.

“Wea belicve that road-building
provides an economic shof-in-the-
erm Which Kentucky needs,” the
commissioner continued. “That is
| why we are seeing to it that any
funds which are available to the
Department of Highways are put
to work.”

“We have the needs, the plans
ond the ability to proceed with pro-
| jects. Whait we really need most
of all is additional federal funds,
for the rate of our spending must
be geared to the annual availabil-
ity of money provided by Con-
gress.”
