Perkins also said Monday that 
a depressed-areas bill is desperate­
ly needed to bolster the sagging 
economy of Eastern Kentucky.

Casto steadfastly refused to take 
the oath on technical grounds that 
the action would imply he was a 
traitor. Political maneuvering was 
going on in his bel1alf, and Secre­
tary Seward finally agreed to his 
release if he would state upon his I 
honor that he would render no aid 
or comfort to the enemy. Casto 
signed this and on Feb. 22, 1862, 
the prison gates were opened. 

Back at Maysville, Casto brooded 
darkly and long on his supposed 
wrongs. Particularly, he charged 
his arrest to Col. Leonidas Met­
calfe son of ex-Governor Thomas 

' I "Stone-Hammer" Metcalfe. Casto · 
-and the feeling was probably fan­
ned by Stanton and other seces­
sionists-tllought that he would 
never have been arrested if the 
Union Colonel had not suggested 
it. Actually, Casto and Metcalfe 
had never met. 

Tuesday, May 6, 1862, the Union 
Party held a convention at Mays­
ville to nominate candidates for 
Circuit Judge and Commonwealth's 
Attorney of the Tenth Judicial 
District. Col. Metcalfe attended 
ahd, having had lunch at the Lee 
hotel, wa's walking down the steps, 
when he was approached by Isaac 
Nelson who handed him a note 
from caste. It was an appeal to 
the "code duello," outlawed ln 
Kentucky for 50 years. 

Metcalfe, standing on the bot­
tom step of the hotel, broke the 
seal and read: "Sir-Having done 
me great wrong under circum­
stances adding indignity to injus­
tice, you cannot deny me what is 
the purpose of this note to demand, 
the satisfaction due one gentleman 
from another." 

Metcalfe immediately sought the 
advice of a friend, Thop1as M. 
Green, editor of the Maysville 
Eagle. Green advised against ac­
cepting the challenge, pointing out 
that Metcalfe had only carried out 
orders In effecting the arrest. 
Metcalfe went out to see other 
friends but later made his own de­
cision. He told friends that if he 
refused the clul.llenge he would 
"have three hundred similar ones" 
and "he would be obliged to kill

but Casto had none. The doctors 
spread blankets on the ground, 
laid out surgical instn1ments and 
bandages. Metcalfe and Casto 
came up and exchanged frigid 
greetings. 

The se{londs now took over and 
examined the weapon each man 
was to use. They found both rlf~es 
with only one cartridge, as had 
been agreed. Nelson wa.s given the 
right to call the fatal prelude of 
wordS. The choice of position hav­
ing fallen to Metcalfe under the 
comolkated and precise "c o d e 
duelio," he moved to a spot that 
suited him. His friends objected 
that the SUll was in his eyes and 
shone too brightly on his person 
He re'fused to change his position. 
Casto wa.~ standing exactly 6(} 
yards away .. 

"Are you ready, gentlemen?'' 
Nelso asked. Both men replied in 
the affirmatil'e. 

Nelson slowly intoned the word, 
"fire." Metcalfe. and Casto were 
standing at present arms. 

Under the articles Nelson was ' 
to call, "one, two, three, stop," the 
shots to be jired between the word, 
"one" and "stop." 

"One," Nelson called again. Cas­
to fired, the bullet going wild, sev­
era! inches to Metcalfe's right, It 
was thought. 

"Two," Nelson said, sharply. 
Metcalfe's gun blasted. Casto 

fell. The bullet had entered his 
body just below the heart. 

The surgeons now came for­
ward, asked leave of Casto's sec­
onds to attend the wounded man. 
Permission being given, they bent 
over the wounded man, w'1o lived 
only about 15 minutes without re­
gaining consciousness. 

Seeing Casto fall, Metcalfe turn­
ed away, said to his friends, sa<ll.y: 
"Gentlemen, this fight was forced 
upon me. I did not even know him 
by sight. I bore him no ill-will." 

The body was placed on a boat, 
taken to Dover, transferred to a 
steamboat and on it to Maysville. 
His funeral was held in the Mays­
ville cemetery, the next day, A 
vast crowd of friends and South­
ern sympathizers crowded the 
cemetery and gave him the last 
honor&. Casto was only 38 years 
old, 

Metcalfe continued to serve in 
the Union forces, fought bravely 
·ith llis regiment at Big Hill in 

Madi, n county, but his raw troops 
ran away. Although Col. Metcalfe 
and another officer Lried to rally 
the running soldiers, it was use­
less. Metcalfe resigned from the 
army in disillusionment and mov­
ed to Cincinnati. 

Gen. "Bull" Nelson, who had set 
off the chain of events leading to 
the duel, fought at Shiloh, and at 
the Battle of Richmond his troops 
also turned and ran. He was twice 
wounded. 

Louisville, being in confusion 
because the Confederates under 
Kirby Smith and Braxton Bragg 
were threatening it, Oliver Morton, 
governor of Indiana, and a friend, 
Gen. J. c. Davis, arrived to help 
in the planned defense of North­
eastern Kentucky. Morton and 
Buell sent Nelson, now irritable 
from wounds and made more ir-

! l'itahle by drink, to soothe Morton 
and Davis. 

The men sat down to talk, a 
bottle of whiskey between them 
on the table. In a few moments 
both men were arguing, and Davis 
made some remark. 

"So you both came up here to 
insult me," Nelson bellowed and 
rose to his feet. His rage rising, 
he growled at Davis: "Get out of 
my way, you contemptible puppy," 
and struck him in the face. All 
three now were on their feet, 
reaching for revolvers. 

Davis was quickest on the draw. 
He shot "Bull" Nelson dead. 

The army took the victor of Ivy 
Mountain back to Mason coUllty 
and interred him in Maysville 
cemetery. If you stand beside the 
stone that marks where William 
T. Casto lies you can see the me­
morial to Nelson a short distance 
away. 

Tne wind and the rain had laved 
and washed the Casto grave only 
five short months when they laid 
General li!'elson to rest.
