Bert T. Combs and a
staff of 19 “set up shop” in the
state’s Department of FEconomic
Security building here last Thurs-
day, and during the day the Gov-
ernor met and talked with a steady
stream of homefolk Floyd coun-
tians and a few visitors from
neighboring counties.

It was the 14th county-seat call
in the Governor’s program of tak-
ing state government to the peo-
ple. From Combs’ office here it was
business as usual — interviews
granted, pleas heard, decisions
made on both the local and state
levels,

At noon the Governor was guest
of honor at a luncheon at the Wise
Restaurant at which he addressed
members of the Kiwanis Club,
Junior Chamber of Commerce, the
senior and junior Woman’s Clubs,
the Community Development Coun-
¢il, members of the Floyd County
Bar Association and others.

Reviewing highway projects un-
der construction or advertised for
bids, the Governor said $7,052,000
will be spent on the Floyd county
section of the highway arm ex-
tending from Campton to Pres-
tonsburg as a part of the huge
Basternr  Kentucky Turnpike wun-
dertaking. The Highway Depart-
ment will receive bids November
10 on 3.1 miles of the road from
Prestonsburg’ to extend up Middle
Creek to a poiat near the junction
of the David road with the Pres-
| tonsburg-Salyersville _route, This
will 4nclude a four-lane bridge
across the Big Sandy here, and fhe
cost will approximate $2,860,000.
Righte-of-way on fhe remaining
miles to the Floyd-Magoffin
lime are being acquired, and cost
of construction of this sector will
pe slightly in excess of $4,000,000.

Combs acknowledged the impor-
tance of farm-to-market roads fto
his luncheon audience.

“But,” he said, “we must have
trunk lice hizhways or we won't
have any markets. There will not
be any way to get products out of
Eastern Kentucky.”

No farther back than five vears,
3-9-6 was the leading fertilizer sold |
inr Floyd county.

The small amount of fertilizer
used by our farmers, is probably |
the biggest single factor limiting |
crop yields. There were approxi- |
mately 4,000 acres of corn grown |
in the county this year. The aver-
age of fertilizer used per acre on
corn was only 75 pounds. This
answers in part why our average |
vield of corm is only 39 bushels
per acre.

I‘Hloggphy that the state owes it
to its worl:hy and capable students
to provide higher education when
they are able to pay only a part
or none of its cost, the report said:

“The state should provide a
mogram of scholarships for wor-
thy young men and women of
' ability, eharacter, and promise of
success, whose education can be
promoted and assured only
through such means,

“These funds should be care-
fully administered in the best in-
terests of the individual and soci-
ety. More young people would
thus be encouraged to start their
own programs of higher educa~
tion, and many might later be
able to continue under their own
financing.

“Whatever the cost of higher
education, the price must be paid
if democracy is to survive. Be-
cause of the lack of correlation of
intelligence and financial ability
of the individual to pay for edu-
cation, the financing of education
becomes the responsibility of soci-
ety.

“Geographic inequities in the
| distribution of wealth may throw

this responsibility to the state and
| even the nation.”

The recommendation likely to
draw the most opposition, partic-
ularly from the six presidents of
the State colleges and the Univer-
sity of Kentucky, is the one call-
ing for creation of a master board
of laymen—to be known as the
State Board of Higher Educa-
tion—to control and coordinate
all higher-edueation activities in
Kentucky.

The State Board of higher edu-
cation would be composed of 12
members, one from each of seven
appellate-court districts and five
at large, appointed by the gover-
nor for staggered four-year tems.
Members would be selected on the
basis of their “outstanding quali-
ties of citizenship and clear con-
cern for the promotion of higher
education in the state” without
regard for political affiliation.

This state board would estab-
lish a research staff, under a di-
rector whose training, qualifica-
tions, and pay would be commen-
surate with that of presidents of
the university and State colleges.

State colleges and the univer-
gity would continue to function
under their independent boards of
regents and trustees.

The present Council on Public
Higher Education—on which the
university and college presidents
serve along with members of
| their governing boards and lay-
men—~functions as a coordinating
body for higher education in Ken-
tucky.

The committee recommends
that the council continue to func~
tion, but in an advisory capacity
only.

The reason for this, the report
said, is that composition of the
present council “lends itself
to limited vision of the responsi-
bility for the development of the
higher educational program of the
state, and to political maneuver-
IR

The commission gaid it feels
this should be corrected by trans-
ferring control of higher educa-
tion fom the council to a lay state
board.

Further, the commission said,
the members of the state board
should not include any persons
currently serving on any of the
boards of any of the institutions
of higher learning in the state,
nor should they be persons who
have other public offices or posi-
tions of pubhc trust at the State
level,

The Commission report in two
instances recognized the abilities
and merits of the presidents of
existing state educational institu-
tions, and this appraisal was re-
iterated later by Chairman Amis,
The study group held, however,
that in their zeal for the advance-
ment of their own individual
schools these leaders may fail to
| envision all the needs of the state.
| R. V. May, the Prestonsburg
member of the Commission, com-
mented here Wednesday:

“We can understand the interest
of the presidents of the Univer sity
and the state colleges in their re-
spective schools, and they would
not be worth their salt if they
weren’t. We do feel, however,
that a statewide perspect:v is
needed and that it is their duty
and ours to seek what is good for
the state and all its young peo-
ple.”

Approval of the Commission’s
recommendations must be made
by the General Assembly before
a college can be located here or
at any other point.

Such an institution would re-
quire approximately 40 acres of
land, and this site must be pro-
cured before the case for the
Prestonsburg area is laid before
the Legislature in January, it was
pointed out this week, .

KENTUCKY’S CORN CROP
AVERAGES RECORD YIELD

Kentucky's 1961 corn crop probs
ably will average about 52 bushels
an acre, & record per-acre Yyield
for the state, according to USDA
crop rc—'portmo services at Louis-
vilre,

The entire crop however is esti-
mated at about 57,252,000 bushels
from Ssome 1,101,000 acres under
cultivation for corn.,

This is the smallest total crop
in the state since 1630, when the
yield was 28,710,000 bushels. How-
ever, the 1930 crop was grown om
some 2,871,000 acres and the per-
acre yield was only 10 bushels an
acre,

The 1961 crop is an anticipated
4 per cert higher than the Sep-
2mber, 1961, estimate, but about
22 percent below the 1960 crop of
78,864,000 bushels. One reason for
the reduced yield was the soil bank
program and a 28 per ceat cut in
weres devoted to corn because of
the government feed grain pro-
gram. In 1960 the per-acre yield
was 48 bushels grown on 1,643,000
acres.

The crop is late this year, USDA
statisticians said, but weather con-
ditions in late September and early |
October speaded maturity. !

Is Forecast of Group;
Exports To Canada Drop

Washington, Oct. 26—Bituminous
coal consumption this year 1s ex-

tons in 1962, the National Coal As-
sociation’s for ecast
said today.

Last year's coal consumption
was 416.9 million tons, reflecting
production of 415.5 million tons
plus use of coal from stockpiles.

Electrie utilities, the coal indus-
try’'s biggest customer, are ex-
pected to increase their use of
coal 2.4 per cent this year to 178
million tons, the comimittee said.
| It forecast use of 188 million tons
by the utilities in 1962.

The business recession of early

An annual nation-wide award
of $25,000; given to & college seek-
ing regional accreditation, went
this year to Pikeville College,

The sixth annual Quality Im-
provement Award of the Associa-
tion of American Colleges, fi-
nanced by the United States Steel
Foundation, Inc., was Presented
to Dr. A. A. Page, Pikeville Col-

lege president, in Wasblngton D. L

C., last week.

The $25.000 in mlrestncted
funds will be used to equip a part
of the O’Rear-Robinsen Library,
to be included in the Record Me-
morial Building, now under con-
struction, Dr. Page said.

Roger M. Blough, chairman of
the board of the ,United States
Steel Foundation, Ine, eom-
mented, “The achievement of

Pikeville College toward greater
community service and quality
improvement, recognized by this
award, points up the self-attain-
ment possﬁnhtxes of the small
private college in enhancing its
cultural status and academic use-
fulness.”

Pikeville was selected from
among a number of institutions
in various parts of the country by
an awards jury of educators ap-
pointed on behalf of the United
States Steel Foundation by the
Association of American Colleges.

Frankfort, Ky., Oct. 286—Rough-
Iy one-third of Kentucky’'s coun-
ties will be open to gun deer hun-
ters this year when the season
opens on November 8 in 38 coun-
ties for four days and on Novem-
ber 10 for three counties with
two-day seasons, bringing to 41
the number of counties in which
deer may be hunted this year.

This 1s the sixth season for
Kentucky deer hunters who were
denied the privilege eof hunting
from the turn of the century un-
til 1956 when the first modern
day season was decreed by the

sons have been made possible by
Kentueky’s deer stocking program
which was started in 1946 with
deer' being trapped from the
Mammoth Cave National Park

Hun-
ters must, after killing deer, at-
tach to the deer the locking tag
provided with the deer permit in
such a manner that it eannet be
removed from the deer  without
destroying the tag and each hun-
ter must file an accurate report
on the addressed posteard provi-
ded with the deer permit and mail
it within one week after the end
of the season.

In order to keep a clase check
on the deer herd the Department
has set up a number of check sta-
tions and hunters are asked to
bring their deer to such a station
where it will be checked by biolo-
gists and much needed informa-
tion about the deer’s growih,
health, ete., will be obtained.

Guns to be used are: A. Shot-
guns 10 guage or wunder with
shells earrying a single slug.
Buckshot is illegal. Center fire

rifles of not less than .243 caliber.
Fully automatic rifles and full
jacketed (military type) ammuni-
tion are prohibited; Muzzle load~
ing rifles .38 caliber or larger.

These tables are
intended to serve as guides for tax-
payers who itemize the deductions
on their Federal income fax return,
Form 1040,

Next,
excavate a core into golid ground
or soil from one end of the dam to
the other and be sure that no
earth is excavaied near the toe of
the dam to build the fill. Ninety
per cent of all legks occur from
this one mistake, Seme leaks can
be stopped with the aid of cinders
and bentonite (bentonite costs
about $1.50 pér hundred), By
feeding hogs and cattle in the
pond base for a summer or two
leaks are often filled up and the
pond will eventually hold water.

Today, Western
Kentucky State College stands as
a  monument to him, the most
highly-educated man I ever knew;

MOONLIGHT SCHOOLS
Who remembers the Moonlight
Schf}ols of approximately 40 years
ago and the ambitious program to
wipe oflt illif eracy in Kentucky?
This column is handed a Report
On the Kentucky Illiteracy Com-
mission, by Stabte Imspector and
Examiner Nat B, Sewell, dated De-

cember 24, 1918. Cora Wilson Stew-
art, who launched the program, was
chairman of the Commission.
This columr excerpts the report:
“The Kentucky Illiteracy Com=~
mission, created by Act of the
General Assembly of 1914 was the
firet commission of its kind in the

world. The movemetit which led
to the establishment of this Com-
| mission had its origin in Rowan
county, Kentucky. In September,
1911, Mrs. Cora Wilson Stewart, the
uperintendent of schools in Rowana
county, started a movement to
| teach adult illiterates in her home
| county to read and write. At first
a few of the public school teachers

{ volunteered to assist Mrs. Stewart
iz econducting mnighf schools in a
number of neighborhoods for the
| benefit of the adult illiterates liv-
ing in these communities. These
schools were called Moonlight
Schools because the terms were

In February, 1914, the
Kentucky Legislature created the
Kentucky Illiteracy Commission as
a department of the state, whose
function was to eradicate adult il-
literacy from the state.

I am in receipt of the funeral
oration delivered May 5, 1903, at
Tazewell county, Virginia, for Col.
Andrew Jackson May, Prestonsburg
native and leader -of the Confed-
eracy. The oration was delivered by
R. A. Kelly.

The speech is excerpted here:

“Col. A. J. May was born in
Prestonsburg, Kentucky, January
28, 1829. His parents were Samuel
and Catherine Evans May. He went
outf with his parents fo Missouri
| irr 1848, thence across the plains to
| California. He found the way
marked with the bones of those
who fried to reach the land of gold
and had perished in the attempt.
He returned to Kentucky where he
was licensed to practice law in
1854.
