The approaching November elec-
tion is giving the County Clerk’s
office fits on two counts:

1. It faces the possibility of a
lawsuit if the Clerk either does or
does meot authorize, in accordance
with the fiscal court’s recent order,
the printing of paper ballots for
all eity races in which there are
opposing candidates.

2. It faces the job, according fo
Kentucky statutes and legal ad-
vice, or leaving off the ballot
names of candidates for office in
fwo sixth-class cities who filed too
early and did =mot re-file.

The printing of ballots is of
special interest at Martin where
the petition of one slate of can-
didatss may be attacked on the
ground that some of their petition-
ers also signed the petition of their
opponeats and that this slate, con-
sequently, does not have the re-
guired number of unchallengeable
names on its petition.

If this happens, those losing
their place on the ballot are ex-
pected to stage a “write-in” cam-
paign. But voting machines, new
in Martin as elsewhere in  the
county, preseni a problem for such
a move. So it is that those who

The Neecl for a College
Is Obvious and Great

#

No unbiased observer could have noted the interest
shown in extension classes organized here recently by
Mcrehead State College without reaching the conclus-
ion that a college is needed in Floyd county.

The Times does not in any sense seek to minimize
the service offered by Morehead, but it must be re-
membered that these educational facilities being of-
fered by the college are night classes, three nights a
week and that only three subjects are being taught.

Despite these limitations, not less than 300 persons
gathered here for the organizational meeting, and of
these more than 200 already have enrolled. By year’s
end 350 dre expected. The response has been three
times greater than that expected when the classes were
first planned, we are told.

Among therwe who are enrolling are teachers seek-
ing te earn additional credits; high school graduates
of other vears who did not have the ()Ii)]}nl*tunii__\j or
means to continue their education through residence
work in a distant college or university, and some who
were graduated from high school only this year and
who met the same discouraging, dismaying set of cir-
cumstances faced by graduates of other years

This experience Morehead has had here pmnts up
the inescapable fact that a college in Floyd county is
needed. Thz need is here, the interest is great. And
that need and interest do not cry out for extension
classes or a so-called “center’” operated by anv of the
existing state institutions of higher learning. They call
for a full-fledged, state-operated college, independent
of others. a candle in its own right burning in a place
left dark because of few edueational opportunities.

Flovd countv i8 just about midway that 175-mile
stretch from the Kentucky-Virginia border to More-
head. where the nearest state college is located. Flovd
and surrounding counties graduate between 1,500 and
2.000 high school seniors a vear. Pike county alone,
e ave told by an edueational leader who should know,
had 500 hieh school graduates this year who were un-
ab'e to attend college beeause of the distance to a
state college and the prohibitive cost of going there
after it was ascertained private colleges in the area |
could not accommodate them. |

From the same source wWe learn that these same |
high school graduates would be glad to pool rides iIn
an expense-sharing undertaking to attend a college lo-
cated in Floyd county.

That ig only a part of the picture. One thousand
voung women and men applied at Caney Junior Col-
leve this vear. Only about a hundred could be accepted.

That wasn’t Canev’s fault. Neither was it the young-
sters’. It is Kentueky's fault that they are not in col-
lege.

state college in Floyd county is
difficult to envision, dl]d predietions are so optimistic
thev are hard to believe. It has been estimated that a
college would enrcll for its first year in thi§ eounty no
less than 1.500 students. A student-body of 5,000 is en-
visioned within five or six years.

Morehead State College and others have in recent
vears enjoved phenomenal growth, The démands on
all of them will increase evetry yvear.

| NATURE TRAILS

THE STRANGEST msm.sﬂ
KNOWN TO MAN

The strangest, most baffling
disease known to man is ecalled
descriptive names: “The
Aleppo button disease,” “The
Aleppo evil,” and “The Bagdad
date mark.” This disease attacks
the inhabitants, and travelers,
too, in the reglons surrounding
the city and province of Aleppo,
Syria, and around Bagdad, Mosul
and the regions of Mesopotamia.
It is a disease for which there is
no known remedy, and any treat-
ment or . interference with its
eruptions only makes the disease

| worse and causes it to leave un-

sightly sears on the face and
hands, and sometimes on the feet.
These scars look Ilike buttons
sewn on the skin, and a large por-
tion of the people living in these
regions have these button-shaped

‘| scars on their face and hands.

The disease begins as a sore=-
ness and swelling on the skin,

‘1 and pretty soon the beils form.

If the eruptions are left untouch~
ed and untreated, they will heal
within about six months, leaving
no scar. But if they are irritated

| or treated, they leave the button- |
shaped scar.

No one knows what causes this
disease. Travelers passing through
these regions, when they retnrn
home, often develop the disease
months or years later. Some claim
the waters of the streams around
the city of Aleppo causes this dis-
is common in
many other regions of that coun-
try. The disease is more severe
with children and causes them ex-
treme pain and irritation. They
cannot avoid rubbing or irritating
the eruptions, and that’s why so
many persons in that country
have the “Aleppo button scars.”
The disease has no connection
with leprosy, also found in that
region, but it tends to get well of
itself, when not molested,

LICORICE,
A MOST UNUSUAL PLANT
Most children like to chew on
licorice candy, which comes in
stores in black, gummy sticks, and
I've heard them humming the
words of a song that went like
this: “I like to lick that licorice
stick.”

Very few people know that lics
orice is strictly protected by the
Pure Food and Drug laws, and no
adulteration is permitted. Licorice
is said to have high nutritional
and medicinal value,

Licorice is unknown as a wild
plant in the United States. It
grows mainly in the Hermus
River Valley of Asia Minor. The
licorice plant belongs to the le-
gume family and bears pods of
beans. Its roots are yellow! They
are sweet, too, and are often pro-
cessed and wused as chewing-
sticks or candy. However, the lie-
crice we buy in stores is made
from the juice of the roots, which
is extracted and dried and made
into twisty black sticks of candy.

People in the Hermus YValley
dig and dry the roots, much in the

i

same manner as the root-diggers |

of the Appalachians, who dig wild
ginseng to dry and sell. The lic-
orice roots are dried and tied in
bundles, to be shipped to America
for processing into candy. The
diggers get only a few cents per
pound for licorice roots, but they
retail for ten times as much as the
diggers receive. Licorice is de-
rived from the Latin word, Gly-
errhiza, which means sweet root.

U. S. troops were not again allowed
to enter or occupy any part of the
state.

Now it became apparent what the
yoters had done when aft the Au-
gust election they had put enough
Unionist candidates into;the legis-
lature to control both houses. A
resolution that the govermor be re-
gquested to demand the immediate
withdrawal of hoth armies was de-
feated in the House of Representa-
tives, 68 to 29. The House approved,
71 to 268, and the Senate, 26 to 8,
@ resolution instructing the gover-
nor “to inform those econcerned
that Kentucky expects the Confed-
troops to bhe
withdrawn from her soil, uncon-
ditionally.”

Governor Magoffin vetoed the
resolution which demanded that
one side only get out, but the
Unionist-controlled Ilegislature
promptly passed it ‘over his weto.
Magoffin was a Southern sympa-
thizer. He was also a conscientious

little more than two years _before,
the people had elécted him . gov-
ernor. But only a month ago they
had elected enough Union men to
the legislature to override his veto.
So he acted at once to catrry out
the instructions given ‘him by the
legiglature: He issued a proclamas«
tion against the .side that he
favored, precisely in the terms laid
down by the General Assembly.

week. A States’ Rights convention
was in session. Presiding as chair-
man was Richard Hawes,

The States’ Rights
who included leading
Southern sympathizers, pledged
that if the Federal military camps
in Kentucky were broken up, they
