DISCOVERED

On Rock Fork Creek;
Missing Since Mar. 21
From Arkansas Creek

A decomposed body found be-

neath a rock ledge on Rock Fork
Creek Saturday afternoon was
identified as that of Paul Edwad
Layne, 35, who had been missing
form his place of residence on |
Arkansas Creek, near Martin,
since Nov. 21 last. :

Identification was made through
clothing and papers found on the
body. Coroner James J. Carter
said no inguest was held because
members of the victim’s family
and state police at the scene
agreed such action was unneces-
sary.

THROW-AWAY, COLLAPSIBLE STOVE
INVENTED FOR SPORTSMEN. OTHERS

A field cook stove which
you can pull from your shirt
pocket, light up to cook a
meal, then throw away has
been patented by a Floyd
county man and already has
attracted the interest of sev-
eral manufacturers and dis-
tributors.

The novel heating and
cooking device was invented
by Wesley Leon Hall, of
Martin, and was patented
Sept. 19 at the U. 8. Patent
Office.

Manufaeiurers, as well as Mr,
Hall, see in the invention a device
of real value to sportsmen in the

field, hikers and members of the
armed forees.
It embopdies a disposable unit

which may be collapsed and folded
into a sSmall, compact article, elim-
inating the bulk and weight of
conventional heating eguipment.
Basically, it consists of two °U-
shaped heavy-wires, and the in-
verted U provides “legs” for the
stove. The wires cross each other
at the top, forming = grill. Around
the leg sections is fitted a fuel en-
velope, and tinfoil is added to the
upper edee of the fuel-envelope to
act as a windbreaker and deflector
of heat.

The “stove” thus created will, i
its smallest size, support a weight
of 50 pounds,. the wire “legs” and
the envelope supporting each other,

any kind, and the smallest size—
the size unit which will collapse
and fold to fit a shirt-pocket—will |-
burn for 35 minutes, its inventor
says.

100 YEARS AGO

One hundred years ago this week
the XKentucky Ilegislature, in the
firm eommand of the Unionist ma-
jority which had abandoned neu-
trality and put Kentucky officially
into the Civil War on the side of
the North, acted to comnsolidate its
position and to strengtheil its con-
trol of Commonwealth affairs. The
legislature’s moves could be delayed
temporarily, as they had been sev-
eral times, by the veto power of
Governor Beriah Magoffin, a
Southern sympathizer, but the Un-
ionist bloec had enough votes to
pass its measures again over his
vetoes.

Evern Magoffin’s opponents, or
most of them, conceded that he
confined his use of the chief ex-
ecutive's powers within the limits
imposed by the Constitution. When
an act favorable to the Union had
bezn passed over his veto, he then
proce:zded to enforce it conscien-
fiously. So whem Walter ©C. Whit-
aker introduced a resolution in the
Senate, calling upen the governor

to resign on the ground that he did |
not and would net carry out the |
will of the people, it attracted lit- |
tle support. The resolution was re- '"
ferred to a committee, which did
not report it, and ne further ac- |
tion was taken.

However, a similar measure
aimed at Kentucky's two United |
States Senators did attract major-
ity support. The resolution asserted
that “John C. Breckinridge and
Lazarus W. Powell do not represent
the will of the peopl? of Ken-
tucky” and instructed them to re-
sign. The State Senate passed it,
20 to 5, and the House of Repre-
sentatives approved, 53 to 20. The
governor did not sign it, but it
would become operative as law 60
days later, without his signature.

The General Assembly passed
another resolution, by votes of 17
to 4 in the Senate and 67 to 11 in
the House, declaring “that the|
people of the state of Kentucky
tender to the states of Ohio, In-
diana and Illinois their thanks for
the prompt fraternal and effective
assistance rendzred in arresting the

federate forces. Such friendly aid
cannot fail to strengthen: the bonds
of harmony which have ever united
Kentucky with her northern neigh-
bors.” This referred to troep move-
ments to reinforce the Union Army.

HOUSE GUTTERS

AND ROOFING

The zine coating gradually weath-
ers off of galvanized iron gutiers
and roofing. This leaves the metal
exposed to rust. which can eat
through in a short time. When rust
shows om metal it is time to brush
or spray on metallic zinc paint,
which usually gives ten years ser-
vice. Zinc paint should confain
809 chromate metallic zinc dust
and 20% zinc oxide in oil for good
results. Brush off all loose rust
particles before beginning to paint.

SOIL TESTING

There has been a big increase in
soil testing work in the county.
Part of this increase cam be con-
tributed fo farmers signing up for
either the Treseeding or liming
practice at the ASC office, which
requires a soil test. We have also
found that more farmers are re=-
lying on soil fest results according

to crop needs.

Since it is so difficult to take a
good sample in the spring, because
of wet weather, soil samples should
be taken mow for spring plantings.
This will allow plenty of time to
obtain results, and to purchase the
needed fertilizer and lime.
