Caney Director Thinks
Work Not Basic Issue;
Walkout Held ‘Partial’

A paptial welkout of students
took place Tuesday at Caney Jun-
ior College for the second time
since the mationally famous Caney
Creek Community Center began its
work at Pippa Passes, Knott coun-
ty, 45 years ago.

William Hayes, direetor of the
college, described the situation
there as “a partial walkout,” point-
ing out that approximately half of
the 170 students were either on
 campus or, had esked permission to
go home during “the upset.” He
expressed the belief that from 80%
to 90% of the student-body will be
back in school next Monday.

Ostensibly, he said, the situation
grew out of a demand by students
that the week-end work schedule
be changed. “But,” Hayes added,
“the real issue is something not
yet probed to the bottom. We think
the objections come more from
some faculty-members than from
the students.”

Trouble within the faculty ecul-
minated at a joint faculty-trusiee
meeting at which two instructors
were given an opporfunity to re-
sign and did so. These were George
Lozier, Jr., teacher of chemistry
and biology, and. Raymond Pack-
ard, art instructor. Later, Raymond
Fuller, teacher of musie, resigned.

Mr, Hayes said the week-end
work issue was eonsidered but the
demands made were reéjected be-
cause they were accompanied’ by
threats if these demands were not
Lt el Sthdents -at  the college
are reéquired to stay on campus|
every fthird week-end to work, he
said.

FVENUE LOSS, BUDGET

TROUBLE HITS BOARD

The Floyd County Board of Ed-
ucation, faeing am unanticipated
loss in revenue afiter having added
instructional and other services at
heavy expéense, having budget
trouble.

Touching off the financial wor-
ries of fthe administrative person- |
nel was the loss of $15,000 i rev-
enue when the State Tax Commis-
sion lowered the franchise assess-
ments of the Chesapeake & Ohio
Railway Company and the United
Fuel . Gas Company by appromi-
mately $1,000,000.

This would not in itself have
beenn serious, but the Kentucky
Department of Edueation has
initiated a new policy of refusing
to allow any school system to ex-
ceed its budget. The Board ordi-
narily would have shifted expendi-
tures equal to the revenue loss to
the deficit end, but the new policy
precludes this maneuver.

This $15,000 loss didn’'t do ir-
reparable damage to the budget
but the Board has since January
3 slowly added services to the pro-
gram that will cost an estimated
$46,376.

Superintendent Charles Clark and
Assistant County Superintendent
Wayne Ratliff, in charge of fi-
nance, are afttempting to cut and

15

pare in order to meet the budgetary
challenge,

“We are paring here and there
on functions not directly related
to the instructional program,”
Clark said. *In other words, we are

fcutting out what seems to us to

be not so essential.”

He points out that\there was ac«
tually more school money allocated
by the state through the Minimum
Foundation Law than last year but
it is earmarked money and can't
be used for any purpose other than
what the state designates.

He said definitely that no cuts
would be made in salaries of
teachers. The budget calls for ap-
proximately $2,900,000, of which an
estimated $1.900,000 is for teachers’
salaries. -

The $46,376 needed to implement
the extra services the Board has

voted must come from local school
TEVENUE.

IN DEFENSE OF SMALL MINES
{ EDITOR, The Times:

We continue to' hean eriticism of
the small mines because they do
not pay the same fixed daily wage
28 the large, mechanizéd mines
pay. The small hand-leading mine
really pays far higher Wages per
ton of coal. 1t is true that the
wages are spread among more peo-
ple. This is because a man with a
hand shovel can’t load @88 much
coal as a loading maechine that
costs in the neighborhood ©of $75,-
000.00.

In a large mechanized mine, the
fixed rate of pay averages $24.00
per day. If 2 man works 200 days
in g year, he earns $4,800.00. A mine
that employs 600 such men will
pay them in wages in a year about
2% million dollar.

To produce the same amount of
coal, the small mines will employ
about 1,200 men and if their aver=
age earnings are $17.00 a day, these
men: will earn $3,400.00 2 year and
the total wages paid to the 1,200
men in a year, will be just over 4
million dollars a8 compared to the
23, million dollars paid in wages by
the mechanized mines for the same
tomnage of coal.

Is it not better to have 1,200 men
earning 4 million dellars irx a year
rather than to have half that many
earning 2% million dollars and the
other half of the men on state aid.
The mem who earn $340000 a
year, are earning ‘more than the
average Floyd eounty schoolteacher.
{They earn more than the average
garage mechani¢c and substantially
more than state highway mainten-
anice employees. Floyd county would
have prosperity if -it had full em-
ployment on this basis.

Coal mined by the small mines
is sold in the same market as that
mined in the mechanized opera-
tions. The people who buy it will
pay no more for one type of coal
than they will for another, except
because of quality. Neither will the
buyer pay meore for our coal than
he is required to pay for coal that
is loaded in Hazard or Manchester
or Pikeville. The wages paid per
tor: of coal produced in those areas
is about half - the wages paid in
| Floyd county small mines.

i The small mine in Floyd county
| puts more money- into circulation
per ton of coal mined and provides
jobs for people, many of -whom
could not hold a job in a mecha-
nized operation.

IT'S NOT ALL BAD,
NOT ALL GOOD

The Floyd County Times earnestly seeks to avoid
the role of earping critic as public education in Ken-
tucky is under scrutiny. It would remind those who
read this newspaper that the studies being made re-
veal strong points as well as the weak, virtues as well
as faults,

Any comment on education or any other phase of
public affairs must include these ingredients of justice
if they are to merit the respect of honest, respectable
citizens.

It is a pity that the reports which have been made,
and some of which are yet to be released, by the Com-
mission on Public Education, Booz, Allen & Hamilton,
the Chieago firm of consultants, Associated Consultants
in Education and others are se voluminous that they
cannot be printed, in full text, in every newspaper,
great and small, in Kentucky. The people need to study
the views of those who express views not simply be-
cause they are disgruntled or disappointed personally.

There are many faetors to bhe considered. The Times
has editorially considered a few of these, none of which
may be of greatest importance but all of which seem
basic to us as we still hope for practicality and to be
rid of the millstone of politics in its shoddier aspects.

We have regarded as necessary for good teaching
the education of teachers in what to teach rather than
how to tea¢h; in substance rather than form; in prac-
tice rather than theory. At the same time we have
argued that county board members should be elected
on a county-wide basis and every four years, not by
divisions and not throwing edueation into a biennial
dogfight with demoralizing regularity.

This matter of board-member election, among other
things, will in all probability be tossed into the laps of
members of the State Legislature, next-January -

We-are encotiraged to learn that both Booz, Allen
& Hamilton and State Auditor Sehneider have recom-
mended that countywide election of school board mem-
bers is desirable, If there is a valid reason for opposi-
tion to this change, we would like to hear it and be per-
nitted to offer this reasen to the people for their con-
sideration along with other matters of transcending in-
terest.

In pike fishinz, for instance,
there’s an excellent topwater re-
trieve. When the lure hits the
water, give it a very hard splash,
them ' bring it foward wou so fast|
that it makes a slight gurgling
sound and leaves a wake of bub-
bles. Pause just a second or t-woi
and keep repeating until the lure |
is right up to the boat. The pike
may c¢vem grab the lure as you're |
liftine it from the water.

The pike’s bigger brother,
muskellunge, will follow in clos2
even more eoften than the pike:
but muskies are not generally
heoked so close to the boat.

For bass, let the lure rest where
it falls for abouf ten seconds—on
dull days, even'longer. Thex quit2
gently twitch thé lure forward a
few inches:; keep repeating includ-
ing pauses and twitches. Try fo
stay on your mental toes, so to
speak, for when a bass fakes this
almost stationary lure you have to
strike like a flash or you probably
wen't hock him..

When bass are hitting moder-
ately well, you’ll often get most
by a retrieve of moderate speed,
since it lets you show the lure to
more bass than does the very slow
one. But this moderate speed re-
trieve should also be erratic, with
short pauses and twitches.

The steady surface retrieve can
bring plenty of strikes but is poor
for landing bass.

In. using little surfage lures for
bluegills and crappies, a still slower
retrieve 1s practically mecessary if
vou're to catch more than a rare
one. Just give the thing geatle lit-
tle twitehes of half an inch or so,
with pauses of at least two or three
seconds, sometinés considerably
lenger, between twitches.

The skunk ean throw this liquid |
a distance of some fifteen feet,
using his tail, and it always gives
fair warning, by stamping the
feet, hissing or whistling.

Despite its bad odor, the skunk
is the farmer’s best friend. It des-
troys all Kinds of rodents—rats,
mice and groundsquirrels, and it
digs out and devours grub worms,
snake eggs, the larvae of yellow
jackets; it eats grasshoppers,
crickets, shakes—most anything it
can catch on the ground. You may
often see hundreds of little holes
dug in the ground, where the
skunk has excavated and feasted
upon the harmful grubs and bur-
rowing insects.

Skunks may be descented by
the removal of the glands when
they are young, and they are said
to make fine household pets. Peo-
ple who have them as pets be-
come deeply attached to them.
They can purr like a kitten, twit-

The baby skunks are born in
the spring, and there are often as
many as eight in one litter. They
nurse the mother for about eight
weeks, then they are large enough
to follow her around on mnightly
foraging expeditions. Thye are al-
ways seen marching single {file.
Skunks are often caught for their
fine fur, which becomes thick and
heavy through the winter season.

The skunk, the farmer’s best
friend, has the foulest odor of
them all!

Somehow the magical ingredi-
ents of fresh spring water, a
peaceful country atmosphere, and
the slow rewolutions of the mas-
sive wheel and rustic grindstones
mingled in the fresh sweet corn
and produced a finely-ground
meal so delectable that it was

bread, cakeés and puddings the

country gook could whip up.

Few old water mills are still in
operation. Nearly all corn meal is
now the object of mass production
by modern machinery, Millers,
neyertheless, still attempt to cap-
ture and retain the original flavor
of good corn meal by using the
finest corn and taking great pains
with the purchase, maintenance
and operation of their elaborate
equipment.
" Despite service from all the
modern mills which produce tons
of fine corn meal daily, Kentuck-
ians often wish to go back to the
past and relish in oneé more bite
of that old-fashioned cornbread
made from water-ground corn
meal. '
This wish may come frue,
The Monticello Women’s Club
is planning to lease and restore an
old water mill at Mill Springs,
Ky., where they will grind, pack-
age, and sell corn meal to tourists
and visitors in the area. The pic-
turesque mill, built in 1840, con-
tains one of the second Ilargest
water wheelg of its kind in the
United States, and no doubt pro-
duced quite a quantity of meal in
its day. |
But whether corm meal is
water-ground or mass produced
by modern milling methods, it
is still the prime ingredient for
scores of delicious bread and des-
serts, as well as eornbread.
All types of eorn meal products
are still staple foods in many
homes and are served in restau-
rants throughout the country. As
a matter of faet, some diners in
rural areas of Eastern Kentucky |
have been known even in fairly
recent times to feature on their
menus “ecornbread and chicken
or “cornbread and plain

doin’s.”

“Plain doin’s” was often served
“plain
cornbread,” sometimes called “hoe
cake” or “dog bread” (dogs liked
it too.) This was the true corn-
bread which has made up the ba-
sic part of the diet of country
folks since corn was discovered in

America. But you never heard
them complain, because “plain
corn bread” minus the “fancy

fixin’s” was just “plain good.”

SAFE STORAGE OF }
SUMMER CLOTHES
It's time to store summen clothes |

| and in storage it!ls the little things |

that mean safe-keeping when you
put away summer parments.

If your family’s summer clothes
ar¢ stored properly, they are not
likely to be damaged by insects,
chemicals, heat, lieht er moisture.

The rules for proper storage are
simple, but they should be followed
carefully for good results.

First, be sure that each garment
is perfectly cleanr and free of spots
and stains. If vou use chemicals to
proteet garments from insect dam-
age, follow carefully the directions

the container label.

Remove plastic buttons, buckles
and other plastic ornaments be-|
fore storing ard avoid using plastic
hangers. The plastic may cause a
stain or melt into the fabric. Dam-
age from plastic is more likely
when garments are stored in a
warm, damp place—such as an at-
tic or when paradichlorobenzene
crystals or naphthalene fiakes or
crystals are put in with the clothes,
Howaver, these “anti-moth” chem-
icals may be used safely when plas-
tic does not come in contaet with
the clothes.

Finally, store the clean garments
in a tightly-built container, such
as a cedar chest with a tight-fit-
ting 1id: seal them in a cardboard
beox or plastic bag; or wrap them
carefully in paper. Store the cloth-
ing in a cool, dry place to protect
against fading, mildew and insect
damage. Clothes moths cause the
most damage when infested clothes
in a warm, damp place.
