Kentucky Power Company's
construction budget for 1962 is
over $21 million—a new record,

F. M. Baker, vice-president and
general manager
rower, said Wednesday that al-
most $17 million will be spent
this year for the continuing con-
struction of the Big Sandy Plant
near Louisa. The 265,000~kilo-
watt plant upon completion this
fall will cest a total of $39 mil-
(1on.

Other major items pointed out
in this year's budget are: trans-
mission lines, $1,424,000; ftrans-
mission substations, $579,000; dis-
tribution lines, $1,750,000; distri-
bution substations, $200,000; and
equipment réplacement, $250,000,

Construetion is progressing on
the 28 miles of 138,000-volt trans-
mission line from Big Sandy |
Plant to Bellefonte substation.

Mr. Baker explained that these
V-towers are being assembled in
a marshalling yard preparatory
to them being flown by helicop-
ter to tower locations where they
will be lowered onto bases and
guy wires attached to hold them
in place.

“I would like to know more
labout the Cyrus Hall and TUna
Bmith Hall family of Wise county,
Virginia. To ithem 14 children:
Sguire, Jarvey, Elijah, Jessie, Wil-
llam, Owen, Richard, Cyrus, Nanecy,
Beilsy, Phena, Franky, Auza and
Liydia.
“Four
stand,

of these sons, I under-
came to Pike and Floyd
gounties, EKentucky, around 1800-
1811. Squire, & minister, marnied a
Sturgill, and was the father of
Wilson, Miligan and Polly. Jarvey
married Betty Ellioft and was the
ifather of these children: Qde,
Johuny, Wilson, Wilburn, Bill, Una,
Ollie, Mahalia, Sarah and Jenny.
“Richard married a Tackett and
lived on the Long Fork of Shelby
Creek, Pike county. Elijah married

a Sturgill and lived on Big Mud
Creek in Floyd eounty. I think
that Judee Malone Hall, who lived
at Allen, was one of their chil-
dren.

“I have no record of Cyrus Hall's
forefathers but Hall IS an English
name, There was a Dr., John Hall
who married o daughter of William
Shakespeare in the 1600’s. There
were three Hall preachers in Eng-
land by the names of Joséph Hall
(1574-1656), Robert Hall (1764~
1831), and Thomas Hall (1659-?).”

Mr. booklet quotes a

“The oil and burning springs
that mark the line from Blue
Rock, in Ohio, to theé Tug Fork of
the Big Sandy River in West Vir-
ginia, is continued in outcrops on
Paint Creek, Johnson county, This
creek I8 a tributary of the west

| fork of the Big Seandy and has been

described by J. P, Lesley in his re-
port published in 1865. Springs are
also met with near Salyersville in

Magoffin county. In Lincoln, Rock-

castle, Pulaski, Casey, Green, Adair,
Russell and Metcalfe counties oil
springs are found and oil wells
have been drilled at different
times. Some of these wells in Lin-
coln and Casey counties are old
salt ‘wells, drilled fifty or sixty
years ago, others are oil wells
drilled during the exeitement of
1865 and 1878

“The o¢il sand in Lingoin county
lies at o depth of 300 feet. A num-
per of wells have beel drilled in
this county in the neighborhood of
Standford, all of whiehh are ve-
ported to have reached oil but the

wells have not been piped or
pumped and none of the oil has
been put upon the market, In
Wayne county the oldest well in

the country is still flowing oil. It
wa$ drilled for brime on the little
south fork of the
River, in the southwest corner of
the ieounty i1 1818. The 06il is heavy
black Ilubricating woil. Wells have
been drilled near
1865 that yield a heavy o0il of a
dark-green color . . . that has a
high reputation as a lubricator.
“In Clinton county, oil was first |
obtained in 1866; in Cumbellam]
county the old America well was |
bored for brine in 1829 and flowed
oil till 1860: and in 1865 a Iarge
number of wells were drilled along
the Cumberland River and

| ever been obtained . . .”

The oil industry in Kentucky has
made many important advances in
exploitation and development sinece
that 1880 report was written.

wire, and the return was provided
by the eanth itself. When the
power lines were also grounded, the
result was that the phone line be-
came noisy, and the voice less aud-
ible. The only solution, for
phone fimn was to add another
wire alongside the original. The
second would provide the negessary
metallic refurn and elimingte the
noise. The two-wire circmit must
also be transposed ond earefully
placed so that one wire did not
contact the other. - This Frequire-
ment alone would mutiply the cost
of telephone gonstruction several
times over,

This factor, eoupled wWith the
general economie decline, explains
why more ferms in the area were
served by flephone in 1920 than
in 1940,

During the early 1920's the long
fingers which exfended to Wales,
Weeksbury and Hall began fo re-
tract. By 1925 phone service in the
Biz Mud area extended only as
far as the mouth of Branham's
Creek. Three years later, the ser-
vice area had withdrawn to Amba
and Honaker, only & shont distance
from the Leynesville exchange.
