A letter from Mrs, Hal Williams,
130 W. State St., Frankfort, en-
closes a copy ¢f a speech she pre-
pared for delivery at Frankfort.
She recalls the interesting history
of the historic Frankfort cemetery.

We excerpt from her talk:

*The Frankfort cemetery has
been called Kentuckys Westmin-
stex Abbey, and rightly so. It was
built around the graves of Daniel

and RE‘D(‘L‘C& Boone, for theirs
were among the first graves in the
cetneter _\ .md certainly the first of

any historic personage.

“The Frankfort eemetery was in-
copporated in 1844 and in Feb-
ruary, 1845, the eompany bought

'He often builds a nest in low
shrubs around the premises,

When I lived on the farm, I
was fond of watching the ehip-
pies seapgh all over the barnlot
and pastires for horsehairs to
build thesr nest. I've often awon-
| dered why they used such dan-
|gerous  mest-building materials
| when mueh betier was always at|
'hand. Seemingly the chippies fol-
low the nest-building instinets of |
their ancestors for
years back,

One spring I noticed a pair of |
chipping sparrows starting their
|nest in a white oak bush on the
' hill above the barn. I made it a
| point to stop by to watch them 2
| while every day. No materials
\were used exeept horsehairs and
fine, stringy-roots. After they had
used the fineé roots to begin their
nest, they went to searching the
pasture for  horsehairs. Horses
usually shed some of the long|
hairs of_ their tails and mane in
the early spring, thus leaving
\chippy his coveted nest-building
' material.

The hairs of a horse’s tail are
often more than four feet long!
They are tough and strong. The
| chippies use these to sew and
weave the rootlets together and|

to anchor their nest to the tree|
branches, to keep it from being
blown apart by the winds.

I watched them as they sewed‘i
and weaved the roots with the
horsehairs. They kept on until
they had a compact, neatly!
woven structure, They lined the|
nest inside with horsehairs. The
long hairs were placed carefully
and coiled inside the nest. Often
the ends would protrude several |
inches, leaving an open hazard |
for the parents and the young,
too.

birds, like woodpeckers, chiclzadees,
titmice and nuthatches. This shows
us the importance of proteeting
our birds, and we have far too Iew
birds to help keep the insects in
check. This beetle is also deveoured

by certain kinds of tiny ‘Wasps,
| the braconid and other Wasps.
Wasps are valuable as predators
upon many kinds of pests, and all |
wasps should be protected, never
killed. This holds good for hor-,
| nets, too, wihich are valuable in-
sect catchers. Since our hornets
have declined in number during

recent years, the insect pests have
increased.

All our butterflies are beautiful
and highly wvaluable. This is true
for all species except one, and this
one came from Europe. Although
it is white, it 1s considered “the
black sheep among the butler-
flies.” It does not help in the pol-
lination of flowers as do most of
the other nectar-eating butterflies,
This ‘black sheep butferfly” is the
‘white cabbage butterfly,” and i
somehow got into this country in
1868 and quickly spread across: the
country, It is now found in all
cabbage and cauliflower fields and
lays its eggs on cabbage, mustard
and cauliflower. The eggs make
small green worms (larvae) in cab-
bage heads, end this butterfly
produces two or three broods each
warblers 'and ori-
oles help devour these pests.

The European corn borer is also
another pest from overseas. This
is a small yellowish moth, and it |
lays eggs on corn stalks. The eges
hateh and make larvae that bore |
holes into fhe corn stalks, to feast
on the inside pith and juices. The
corn stalks weaken and are broken
by the wind. This pest does mil-
lions of dollars of damage to corn
crops each season.

PEST FROM HOLLAND

A bad pest we got from Holland
is the narcissus bulb fly. It . acci-
dentally was shipped over here in|
comsignments of narcissgs, hyacinth
and other vulbs from Holland and
often does serious dam@ge to the
bulbs, through its larvae,

This is a large, swift-flying hairy |
fly, called “the warble or the bomb
Iy It can shoot through the air
like a cannonball and it miakes a
noise like the roar of a bomb.

rand when it gets after a herd of

cattle, it oftten drives them into
a ‘wild stampede. It keeps after
them as they run or huddle up

|and danrts in and lays it§ eggs on

the hair on their backs, When the
eéggs hatch, they burrew into the
skin and form large Eysts. Inside
each cyst there lives a farge, white
grub, with its. head sticking out
through a hole in the cyst. It
stays in the backs of eattle through
the winter, eating on the animal
tissues. These Bbig ‘“Warble fly
maggots” grow aboud one inch long
before they leave the cysts and |
drop to the ground to form a pupa.
They cause’ loss of weight and
much irritation to cattle. One good |
thing may be $aid here for three |
species of birds of ill repute: All|
three of these Will search the backs |
of cattle for these big, white grubs |
and dig them out to devour them. |
These birds are; staclings, magpies |
and cow bpirds, Cowbirds are often
seen on the baeks of cattle search- |
ing for these fat grubs to eat. This |
pest of caffle also came from
Europe. My father always sprinkled |
salt on the backs of his cattle, as |
he claimed #his was a good way
to control the pests and kill the
grubs,

Water from the pond can be chan-
neled inte a drinking trough for
livestock or used in an emergen-
cv for fighting fires.

We cafi, as responsible eitizens,
keep sueh facts as the following
in mind and act accordingly: Too
little o too much water ean be a
menace to life and property. Men
are often to blame for both. They
|do not take proper care of our

land and water.

Control of our water supply be-
gins at the watershed. The water-
shed is a land unit boundeéd by
ridges and slopes where the flow

More-
Qver, only a small amount of for-
est' products is being harvested
each year, and is sold in the
