NATURE TRAILS

THE ELK 
The elk is the most imporvant 

big game animal of North AmeJ:ica 
a.nd the largest deer with roun<l. 
antlers. A sha-de smaller than the 
moose, which lhas taatJtened ant­
lers, the elk is far more handsome, 
with his sleek coat of light fawn 
color, :and a lighter straw-colored 
patch on the 1mmp. His head anQ. 
neck are darker, being a rich shade 
of t.awny brown or d'uk chestnut. 
His legs are rich mahogany brown, 
almost black. 

TlUS big game anilnal, once plen­
tiful over Ol.jl' region and most of 
central and northern United States, 
has been honored with many 
streams and town named "Elk-" 
we h'ave two creeks named Big and 
Little Elk in Martin county, a river, 
Elk, in West virginia, and towns 
named Elkhart. We :ttave a iodge 
called, "The Elks," and its mem­
bers often wear the elk'd big 
"tusks," or teeth, for watch ~harms. 

The Elk is a !POWerful animal, 
strong, sleek, well built. He stands 
over five feet high at the should­
ers and measures over nme feet 
long! A fuH -grown bull elk often 
weighs 800 to 1,000 pounds! 

The Shawnee Indians }lad already 
given this noble animaL ·the name 
oJ; "wapiti" when the white men 
came. The elk was the choice 'big 
game animal of the ShaWnee and 
othre tribes, and they used his 
hides for many •things, and his meat 
was highly p1ized as their food. 
The Indians had a saying: "Autmnn 
is the iLove Moon of .the bull elk." 
That was when they loved to hunt 
him, and they would call him up 

have multiplied there until hunt­
ing is permitted, and about 10,000 
elk are killed in Wyommg every 
year, and a.bout 16,000 in Idaho. 
Montana and Colorado a're also 
great elk sta.tes, and hunters kill 
several thousand{' in these states 
during the open season. But the big 
game hunters a1·e now deeply wor­
ried lest these vast herds of elk 
become driven out by 1the proposed 
construction of large government 
dams in Idaho and Wyoming, which 
•they say will overflow and inundate 
tens of .thousands of acres now us~d 
as a •range .by the elk, and without 
good range elk cannot survive. 

Elks h ave ra<far ears like ba.ts and 
are difficult to stalk. They also have 
sharp eyes and are wary. The meat 
of elk is said to taste l.ike prime 
beef and is ihighly prized. The elk 
is a prized trophy of the hunter; 
his head and antlers are mucl1 
sought and his skill · and daring 
make him worthy of ·the best hunt­
ers skill. 

Man is the greatest enemy of the 
elk, or has been in !the past. Most 
animals like wolves, bears and 
cougars fear .to attaok a •big elk. 
But they will devour the caLves 
if given a chance. Another bad en­
emy of the elk is heavy wmter I 
snows, which form a crust, and 
when the elk g{)es through these 
deep crusted drifts, he is often 
trapped and cannot get free. 

Parasites also wea):ten and de­
stroy many elk, such as wood ticks, 
larvae of botflies and tapeworms.

The cow elk gives birth to her 
calf in May or June, and it weighs 
about 35 lbs. at birth. As soon as 
it is born, it can Sltand u,p, and then 
the mother elk licks it from the 
tip of its shiny black nose to the 
.tip end of its tail and down to its 
ba.by feet. She does tihis to remove 
alJ animal scent, and to put her 
mark on i.t. Then she takes and 
hides it in the tall grass. A bear 
or a wolf can pass within fow· feet 
of the baby elk and not detect its 
presence, because it gives ·out no 
scent.

The cry of <the bull elk is the 

wildest, most 'blood.-curdling sound 
that ever rang ,through the forest 
solitudes. It •begins as a sort of 
bugling sound and •rises in pitch 
to i mighty roar that shakes the 
trees, and finally it reaches a peak 
with the shrill whistle of a locomo­
tive. Then it dies away in a series 
of savage grunts. While he is giving 
his wild challenge, the bull elk will 
tear down sma.Jl trees wibh his pow­
erful antlers, and hook the bark 
off large ones. One !bull elk usually 
collects a harem of about 50 cows 
and rules them as master. He chal­
lenges the other bulls to fight him 
for the possession of the herd. Of­
ten two bull elks engage in fight to 
the death. Sometimes they get their 
pronged antlers interlocked and 
cannot get free. Then both animals 
die of starvation.! 

The wa·r-song of the bull elk has 
been set to music as follows: It 
ranges tfrom middle C on the piano 
for the Lowest note, and then up 
to C 2 octaves higher for the sec­
oond note, and then on up to E 
another octave and two notes 
higher for the top note, where he 
gives the locomotive scream of, de­
fiance. So his war-song ranges 
through three octaves and four 
notes. The bugling, roaring, whistl­
ing chal:lenge is something a man 
never forgets. Once it has assailed 
his ears, it echoes in his heart all 
the days of his life. 

The elk is an eater of grass and 
herbs and can eat as much as four 
deer or two cows. He is perpetually 
hungry, and when he is starving in 
winter, he will invade farms, horn 
down the fences, kill. the acbtle if 
they do not flee, and then devour 
their feed. Cattle have a mortal 
terror of a big elk and will flee 
in panic at sight of one. The elk 
has two sets of bro wtines, sharp 
as the tines of a fork. Naturalists 
call these the elk's "dog killers," 
and a do glasts about 10 seconds 
when he n,ttacks an elk . The elk 
can also tear a big bear into strings 
with his sharp antlers, and he is 
a fearless warrior. 

The elk is a ruminant, a cud­
chewere, and an even-·toed ungulate 
of the deer family, CERWDAE. His 
huge antlers are built like two 
beams, or long boughs of a horn­
beam tree, wit hsix pomt.s or tines 
on each beam. A six-point stag is 
called "Royal Stag." The big ant­
lers are over 10 inches ill circum­
ference near the base, and these 
are shed in the latter part of the 
winter. New ones begin to grow at 
once, and are fully developed iby 
late summer. The antlers on a bull 
elk grow six feet long and have a 
spread of ahnost four feet. 

While the elk were once wiped 
out in many regions by ruthless 
slaughter, they lhavc made a come­
back in several. western .states. The 
.two largest elk preserves in lhe 
United 'States today are: the one 
at Jackson's Ho-le, Wyoming, and 
at Clear Water Range, Idaho. They
