The Welfare 
and Retirement Funj of the United Mine Wor.o:ers, which owns 
and operates the ho::pitals, :has hinted that it will close at least 
four of the hospitals if it cannot give them to the communities in 
which they are located. 

This would be a ma~or .tragedy fer Eastern K!!ntucky. The re­
gion a.lready S\lf.fers a severe shortage of doctors, dentists, nurses 
and hospital beds. In some of the counties in whi~h the Mi~ers 
hospitals are located, they constitute tile only available hospital 
facilities. Rising costs of hospital operation. coupled with the de­
c'.ining number of miners eligible for hospital admission, und'oubtedly 
prompted the U.M.W. decision. But the~e sa.me factors make it 
extrerf)ely unlikely that t..l-J.e hard-pressed coal communities in which 
the hospitals are located could undertake tlheir support and opem­
ticn. Four Eastern Kentucky co!1ununities in recent years have 
been forced by rising costs to convert their hospitals into first-·aid 
centers. It would r·equire substantial outside help to enable them 
to reverse this process. 

Governor Com.bs is quick to admit that he does not yet know 
how these hospitals can be kept open without U.M.W. part;cipation. 
Neither, it appears, docs anyone else. Regional compacts, under 
which severa1 counties could co-operate in the support and op­
ention of the hospitals, have been suggest ·. but whether suth 
compacts a re feasible, considering the fiscal plight of most of the 
caol counties. or le,:;!'al under present state law. no one knows. For 
that reason, it is good to see that the Governor has inYited to next 
month's meeting his best and most imaginative advisers, as well as 
representatives of the affected counties, and the medical and min­
ing· profession.

Farm income in Kentucky dtu·in~ 

1961. amounted to $667,632,000, pl:a(:­
ing the state 23rd in the nation, 
6 t a t e Agriculture Comrllisstop.er 
Emerson 'IDoc" Beauchannp has re­
ported. 

A recent news story quoting ~ 
19591 U. S. Department of Agricul­
ture study based on a "level of liv­
ing" placed the stat!) in 44th posi­
tion among other states at that 
time. 

Beauchamp also pointed out .tllat 
Kentucky led all South-Centra~ 
states in the percentage increase in 
farm income !between 1960 and 19£1. 
The increase ammmted to 16 P(')r 
cent, he said. Kentucky, Tennessee, 
Alabama, Arkansas, Louisiana and 
Oklahoma are included in the Soqth 
Central. states. 

I Beauchamp al.so pointed out tha-t 
I Kentucky's beef industry ds booJn­
, ing. During 1961 the state had a 

9.6 per cent increase in number of 
apima1s, the highest increase in the 
nation, he said. 

Kentucky, which ranks first in 
the nation In the production of bur-

l ley tobacco, produced 65 tPer cent 
. of the U. S. burley tobacco crop in 

1961, Beauchamp said. And; he 
added, more tall 1escue is' grown in 
the state than in any other. 

SJ4te Com>ervation Commissioner 
J. o. Matlick pointed out that siiJ:;:e 
much of the state's land is untlll­
a.ble and thus can only .impractical­
ly •be farmed, great emphasis is rpe­
ing placed on fores try. Last year 
more than 16 mill.ion seedlings were 
planted in the state, he said, with 
the poorest ,farm counties receiv}ng 
the most trees. Leslie pllmted 273,-
500; Pel'l'Y planted ~03,500; and 
Breathitt planted 296,000, he re­
ported. 

Gene L. Butcher, director of the 
Kentucky Division of Forestry, said 
that the state is working to find 
new uses for timber and to find new 
markets. The Forestry Division 
works with !both timber growers and 
manufacturers using wood to help 
them operate more efficiently.

His paternal 
grandfather, Drury !Burchett, came 
from Virginia and was among the 
earlier settlers 'Of Floyd cotmty.

At the 1breaking 
out of the Civil Wa.r he enlisted in 
the Fourteenth Kentucky Infantry, 
Federal service, served nearly four 
years, and rose to the rank of major 
from that of a private soldier. On 
his return to Louisa he was elected 
to bhe Kentucky .,islature, in 
1865, to represent Lawrence and 
Boyd counties and was reelected in 
1879; was tendered the nomination 
for Congress in his distrie~t in 1886 
on the Republican ticket.

Five Kentucky counties out of 
nine have approved a special 
property tax to aid their public 
library and Bookmobile pro­
grains. The question was decided 
ln balloting in the November gen­
eral election. 

Shelby arid Bath counties ap ­
proved a tax of three cents on 
each $100 of assessed property 
"aluation. Cumberland and Lew­
is counties carried a 5-cent tax 
and Qhio county approved an S­
cent levy, insuring its contin­
uance as headquarters of the 
Green River Library Region. 

Washington and Rowan coun­
ties, asking for a 6-cent tax, and 
Whitley and Pulaski, 5 cents, 
failed to pass the measure. Voter s 
in Leslie ~ounty had petitioned 
earlier to have the question put 
to a vote but it did not appear on 
the. ballot. 

Approval of the tax in Shelby 
county means continued partici­
pation in the Eden Shale Library 
Region. Cumberland county will 
continue to par ticipate in the 
Lake Cumberland Library Re­
gion. 

Bath county will be the fifth 
member-county in the state's 11th 
library region, now being organ­
ized in northeastern Kentucky. 
The approved tax and resulting 
revenue in Lewis county will 
provide an improved library and 
Bookmobile there. 

Approval of the tax means the 
five counties will receive addi­
tional federal and state- funds 
from the Kentucky Department 
of Libraries, according to Miss 
Margaret Willis, State Librarian.
