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A leaflet entiiled "Facts The Unorganized Miner Should 
Know" is being circulated throughout Eastern Kentucky. We 
assume that this leaflet was prepared by or on behalf of the 
Floyd county pickets. We welcome it and respect their right 
to express themselves and to try and convince others of the 
correctness of their position. Free and open discussion of all 
matters that concern our people is an exercise of our constitu­
tional right known as "Freedom of Speech." 

This is our reply to that leaflet. It is offered respectfully 
without any attempt to call names or insult anyone who does 
not agree with us. It represents our honest opinion and under­
standing of the facts. It is written on behalf of the thousands 
of men who make their living in the non-unron truck mines of 
Eastern Kentucky. Man.Y of these men have jained the truck 
.mine associations which have organized in practically every 
rounfv in Eastern Kentucky. Most of them have belonged to 
the U.M. W.A. and many of them took an active part in organ­
izin!( the coalfields on behalf of the U.M.W.A. No one need 
explain to them what coal mining or the U.M. W.A. is all about. 

There are several statements and questions presented in 
the Floyd county leaflet that need to be answered by true facts. 
We have answered each allgation with the true facts. 

ALLEGATION NO. I. "Coal is essential." 
THE TRUE FACTS. This is no longer true. Many steel 

companies are already making steel i electric furnaces. Oil, 
gas, water power and now atomic power can be and are used 
tc generate electricity. The coal furnace has already disap­
peared from homes. Railroads use diesel powered locomotives. 
Coal must be competitive with other fuels or it cannot be sold. 

ALLEGATION NO. 2. "Coal sells for $8.00 to $15.00 
a ton.'' 

THE TRUE FACTS. Coal prices are determined by the 
law of supply and demand and the quality of the coal. Most of 
our coal is sold to utilities for a price from $2.50 to $3.60 per 
ton, depending on quality. lffost cf this coal is sold on public 
bids. Anyone can check these prices by examining bids on coal 
being shipped to public utilities in cities like Detroit, Colum­
bus, Cleveland, Cincinnati, or the state of Michigan. Since 
the sled companies mine their awn coal, only a very small 
tonna!.!e of coking coal is sold by local shippers. 

When the writer of the leaflet states that coal brings 
$8.00 to $15.00 per ton, he is referring to prices charged by 
coal yards in northern cities. The fine coal has been screened 
from this coal. Our mines receive $3.85 to $5.00 per ton for 
this screened coal and about $3.00 per ton lor the fine coal. 
The coal yard must add railroad freight, sales commissions, 
handling charges, taxes and overhead before making a small 
profit. Mr. Michael Widman, of the U.Jlf. W.A. in Washing­
ton, D. C., can verily these prices for those who doubt them. 

ALLEGATION NO. 3. "It is unfair lor the U.M.W.A. 
employee of a large rail mine to make more money and have 
U.M. W.A. hospital cards, while his truck miner neighbor makes 
less money and does not have a hospital card." 

THE TRUE FACTS. It is not fair and the truck miners, 
through their associations, intend to do everything humanly 
possible to hasten the day when they will make more money 
and enjoy greater security than the U.M. W.A. employee of 
the big mines. In the meantime they intend to earn an honest 
living in East£rn Kenh1cky as they have a right to do without 
unlawful in'erference. Truck miners are too proud to live en 
handouts. Truck minus have replaced the U.M. W.A. welfare 
card with equally good and reasonably priced private insur­
ance hospital cards which no one can arbitrarily take away 
from them. 

ALLEGATION NO. 4. "It is unfair that the track mine 
operator makes a lot of money, drives a Cadillac and owns 
a brick home while his employee makes nothing. 

THE TRUE FACTS. We were unaware that all truck 
mine operators drive Cadillacs and own brick homes. The In­
ternal Revenue Service reported that the coal mining com­
panies of the country earned less than ten million dollars in 
total net profits on the 400 million tons of coal mined in this 
country in 1961. This means that a net profit of 2%c was made 
c·n each ton of coal mined in I 961. This means that many min­
ing companies lost a lot of money in 196 I. 

Under our free enterprise system it is no crime to buy 
any kind of a car or home you can alford. Any truck miner 
,,,.,.,o drives a Cadillac or owns a brick home can be proud of 
it because he earned it by hard, honest work rather than loaf­
ing cmd living on handouts. 

If there is anyone who works for nothin£! in a truck mine, 
he should report that fact to the Wage and Hour Division of · 
the U. S. Labor Department. We have laws that set a mini­
mum wage and anyone can enforce it. If a truck miner is not 
satisfied with his earnings, he is free to quit his job and go 
elsewhere. Thank God, we do not live in Communist Russia 
or Cuba where a man is shot lor wanting to work for a living 
as he pleases, and make the best living he can honestly make. 
The American System does not guarantee that every citizen 
will earn exactly the same but it does guarantee that every 
man shall have the same opportunity to go as far as his abil­
ity and hard work will take him. 

ALLEGATION NO. 5. "Truck mines are responsible lor 
destroying the big anion mine, by reducing coal prices." 

THE TRUE FACTS. On this point the writer of the leaf­
let contradicts himself. In the first paragraph on the leaflet 
it is stated that "a ton of non-anion coal sells lor just as much 
as a ton of union mined coal does." In the fourth paragraph 
it is stated the "Large coal companys have been forced to re­
duce their working force and yet produce more tons per man, 
all because the truck mine coal is sold at reduced price ••• " 
Th£ truth is that truck mine coal sells for about one dollar a 
ton less than ccal mined by big companies. This orice differ­
ence is due to the preparation plants, sales organizations, big 
productions and large coal reserves owned by the big mine op­
eration. The truck miners are overcoming these disadvantages 
as rapidly as time and money make it possible. 

Two of the biggest sources of cut rate coal are the West 
Kentucky Coal Company and the Clinchfield Coal Corporation. 
Both of these companies were financed by U.M. W.A. money. 
These mines produce big tonnages with a few miners but pay 
a lot of money into the U.M. W.A. treasury. This fact was 
brought out by union records obtained by a federal court. 

The large mines of Eastern Kentucky are owned by ouf­
.~iders. When they do not earn a good profit they are closed. 
The CJ.M. W.A. contracts of I 950 and later years along with 
the 40c welfare royalty and high labor costs priced the coal 
of a lot of mines off the market. Oil and gas have replaced 
this coal. The remaining mines have had to mechanize to over­
come these high costs. Wartime demand for coal, scattered 
coal acreages and surplus labor brought about truck mining. 

II there were not a single truck mine in existence, the 
large mines would continue to replace men with machines. 
The big mines and the U.M. W.A. have co-operated in replac­
ing men with machines in the mines. Nothing will change this 
fact. Y <OU canr ?t turn back the clock. 

ALLEGATION NO. 6. "County and state officials have 
sold out tc the truck miner by issuing unlawful injunctions 
against the U.M.W.A."

THE TRUE FACTS. It is a serious matter to accuse a 
public official of accepting a bribe. If this is true the writer 
of the leaflet should present his evidence to a grand jury. If 
it is false the leaflet writer is making a libelous statement. 

No injunction has been issued against the U.M.W.A. The 
Floyd county pickets were enjoined against threatening bodily 
injury, doing bodily injury, trespassing, destroying property 
and committing other crimes. The U.M.W.A. has repeatedly 
stat£d that this group is net affiliated with the U .M. W .A. in 
any way. County and state officials have been very lenient 
;n enforcing the law. They have leaned over backwards to en­
force the laws impartially. 

ALLEGATION NO. 7. "Truck mines exist in order to 
avoid complying with the Federal Mine Safety Laws." 

THE TRUE FACTS. A mine must have more than I 4 
empla·yees in order to come under the Federal Law. This re­
quirement has not been changed because Congress has been 
shown by actual figures that there are fewer accidents in truck 
mines per man hour of exposure than in the large mine. The 
number of employees in a truck mine is limited by the size of 
the average truck mine and not to avoid the Federal Law. 

Our Kentucky Department of Mines is the best mine 
sc:fety agency in the country. No agency can do a better job 
of enforcing safety rules in Kentucky coal mines. 

ALLEGATION NO. 8. "This is a light between the rich 
and the poor." 

THE TRUE FACTS. In America we believe that all men 
are created equal. We do not believe there is any rich class 
and poor class or high class and low class. A man may have 
poor beginnings but if he is willing and able, he and his chil­
dren can improve their standard of living. The efforts of 
Communist Russia and Cuba to create class hatred and strife 
is one reason Americans are fighting communism. 

In presenting our answers we have stuck to the facts. 
There are other facts which the thinking people in Eastern 
Kentucky know to be true. These are as follows: 

1. Except lor the steel company mines, the large rail 
mine is a thing of the past in our area. 

2. Tire lew remaining large mines employ about 3,000 
people and this number is becoming smaller. 

3. The truck mines employ over 25,000 people and this 
number is growin[! rapidly. More than 75o/o of this number 
were fol'mer m£mbers of the U.M. W.A. who have been dis­
placed on account of worked out territory or by giant coal 
mining machines, which have been financed mostly by the U. 
M.W.A. Welfare Fund. 

4. Coal must compete with other fuels. When the price 
becomes too high, markets are lost to oil and gas and miners 
are unemployed. 

5. Lc.bcr disturbances in the coal industry give our area 
a bad reputation and makes it impossible to attract other in­
dustry. 

6. All of us should work together to improve track min­
ing rather than destroy it. 

7. Truck mining is the sole economy to Eastern Ken­
tucky and if truck mining should cease there could be nothing 
at which our men could work, and more want and misery un­
doubtedly would follow. 

8. The profits from the big mine owned by outside in­
terests do not stay in Eastern Kentucky but practically every 
cent of truck mine money stays at home and is spent at home. 

The truck miners bear no ill will toward the Floyd coun­
ty pickEts or anyone else. We wish only to live and work in 
pec:.ce. In the words of the Great Peacemaker, uBlessed are 
the peace makers: for they shall be called the children of God."
