The difference 
in the tone and manner of the 
soldiers ... made it a relief."

week, Confederate Btig. Gen. 
John Hunt Morgan of Kentucky 
and ·six of his officers, all cap­
tains, escaped from the Ohio 
state penitentiary at Columbus 
through a tunnel which let them 
out of the building into the pri!3on 
yard. They sllil had to scale a 
wall twenty-five feet high. They 
had pmvided for that by plaiting 
a strong rope from strips of bed­
clothes. to one end of which they · 
attached a hook made by bend­
ing a poker. 

Thrown over the wall and pull­
ed back, the hook caught the 
coping; the seven men went up 
the rope hand-over-hand. When 
all were on top, the hook was 
transferred to the inside of the 
coping, the rope was let down on 
the outside, and rthey slid down. 
An attempt was made to shake 
the book free , but it was unsuc-
cessful. So they had to leave the
