“What Do You
Want for Christmas?”

(A guest-editorial)

One of the Christmas cards that 1 received this
seagon begins with that question. Following it is
a quotation from Norman Vincent Peale, calling
attention to the fact that when we hear that ques-
tiop. we recall to our minds the many items on our
lists that we have hinted to our families about.

But do the tangible things that come to our minds
really answer the question for us? In fact, do the
readily recalled intangibles that are always held
hefore us hy the preachers and lately hy the pol-
iticians who would remind us of all things from
birth to death or even after death, answer? The
freedom from want, fear, hatred, war, and the de-
sires for happiness, health, security, and plenty—
these are the things that man has sought, and in
the long run we realize that these are gifts from
God rather than from the state or fellowmen.

However, these are not the real wants of man-
kind at Christmas or at some other time. Our real
need is to have within us the greater gifts of God
—responsibility not only for family and friends
but for our fellowmen, the responsibility that will
canse us to see the needs and rights of all men,
which cannot be satisfied by slogans or baskets
of food. Another of these gifts of God is the dig-
pity of man, and of all men, not just those whom
we are fouched by, but all, both rich and poor, sick
or physically healthy, but all, “without regard to
race, religion, culture or possessions,” even Tiny
Tim, rich of soul but poor of worldly goods, and
Old Serooge, rich in worldly goods and poverty-
stricken in heart and spirit.

Those seen from the air are
termed ‘“suspects.!” Gene L.
Butcher, State Forestry Division
director, said forestry employees
on the ground locate each sus-
pect and determine whether the
tree actually is infected with oak |
wilt, If it is, they cut down the
tree and treat it with chemicals,

The greatest number of Wllting
trees were found this year,
in the past, to be in the 12-coun-
ty WMNortheastern Forestry Dis-
trict. In 1963, 116 wilting trees
were reported there, compared
with 169 in 1962, and 231 in 1961.
