They pointed out that, of thosa
tested, 12 per cent were found to
have positive cases of TB—compared
to the national average of five per
cent. Any figure over five per cent
is considered high for an area.

The aim eventually is to have ail
school children, their parents and
other residents of Martin county
skin tested and bloed samples taken.
During the summer months, three
physicians from the University of
Kentucky Medical School will be
stationed in the county along with
other personnel from the university.

This program is under the direc-
tion of the U, K. Medlcal School in
cooperation with the state and na-
tional Tuberculosis Association and
the State Department of Health,
and sponsored by the Martin Coun-
ty Department of Health.

1ém of PKU can be corrected using
this treatment if il is discovered be-
fore the child is six months old.

It was revealed that palients be-
ing treated at the six state TB hos-
pitals in Kentucky as of March 7,
1963, totaled 813. Patients with
histoplasmosis or other pulmonary
fungus diseases are now eligible for
treatment in Kentucky’'s TB hos-
pitals if facilities are not fully util-
ized in the treatment of TB patients.

During the past year, Dr. Hall
pointed out, the Martin County
Health Department has had one of
24 "field" outpatient clinies, viewed
as one of the most significant re-
cent developments in the fight
against TB in Kentucky. Among the
varfous advantages of such a sys-
tem, he said, is the fact that medi-
cally indigent outpatients are issued
drugs at the clinics instead of having
to make a long trip to the tubercw
losis hospital.,
