The Prestonsburg structure will 
be an air-conditioned, one-story 
building of approximately 35,000 
square feet. It.s exterior facing of 
brick and translucent fiberglass 
panels will be features of the mod­
ern design. 

The college will have 12 claStS­
rooms, three laboratories, a library, 
a mnlt.i-use room for band and 
meetings. a seminar room and a

air-conditioning and electrical sys­
tems. clearing and grading of site 
and construction of driveways and 
parking areas. 

The building will accommodate 300 
fulltime students and 200 adults on 
a part-time basis. 

Completion of the work is sched­
uled in time for opening of the col­
lege in September. next year. 

The college tract of 33.8 acres is 
b!"tween old U. S. 23 and U. S. 400 
and the new U. S. 23. near the Cliff 
btidge. The Big Sandy College De­
velopment Cm-poration, a 1 o c a 1 
group, supplied 92.030 of the land 
cost and the state supplied 101,170. 
Another six acres is under option. 

The building will be constructed 
with revenue bond money and capi­
tal construction funds. To pay for 
the Pt·estonsburg and Elizabethtown 
buildings, the state has sold $1,-
200,000 worth of bond<> and set aside 
$888,000 in capital construction

The steamboat Cando was one of the Big Sandy River's most popular 
for the transportation of goods and passengers before the railway was com­
pleted from Whitehouse to Pjkeville. The three-decker was owned by the 
Chesapeake and Ohio Railway Company and used to furnish transportation 
south of Whitehouse. 

It was at first planned to name the boat the C. and 0. and the painter 
was instructed to paint the name on but when he was finished, it was Can­
do. The company agreed to allow the name Cando to remain.

Roosevelt promi:sed to see if 
money could be obtained for these 
legs under the Accelerated Public 
Work:s Program. The talking point 
would be that Eastern Kentucky bad­
ly needs these roads, but lack of 
federal money is holding them up 
even though the state is ready to 
pay its share. 

As flood control was being dis­
cu:ssed in most serious vein word 
at'lived that U. S. 460, near Sal­
yersville, was cut by water after a 
day-long rain.

Statewide Battle Slated 
Against Four Diseases ; 
Free Vaccine Authorized 

Plans for a statewide battle 
against polio, tetanus, whooping 
cough and diphtheria among 
Kentucky's pre-school age chil­
dren. have been announced by 
Dr. Russell Teague, state health 
commissioner. 

A program to provide free vac­
cine for immunization against 
these diseases has been author­
ized by the U. S. Congress, but a 
bill to appropriate the needed 
money has not yet been ap­
proved, however. 

Teague said the State Health 
Department has conferred with 
Kentucky doctors and medical so­
cieties and is working out details 
of the project. As soon as the ap­
propriation bill is passed by Con~ 
gress, Kentucky will be ready to 
present its plan.

Congress has scheduled a $10 
million appropriation, to be used 
nationwide, for the first year of 
the three-year program. It would 
be reduced to $8 million the sec­
ond year, and to $7 million the 
third year. Kentucky's share will 
be about $300,000 for the first 
year, and will be reduced pro­
portionately . 

The statewide Immunization 
program would be along the lines 
of the mass oral polio vaccination 
clinics held throughout the state, 
Teague said. Only children under 

I five :would be eligible for the free 
vacc1ne. 

Teague said his department has 
not determined whether there 
will be a charge for administer­
ing ihe free vaccine. It will prob~ 
ably be worked out on a local 'Pa­
sis.

In the opinion of the Center di­
rector, Dr. Paul A. Clark, nothing 
can stop the Southeast Center from 
growing, although a Jack of public 
interest can delay its growth. To 
help forestall public apathy and to 
create wider understanding of the 
Center's role in the over-all educa­
tional outlook for Southeastern Ken­
tucky, Dr. Clark relies heavily upon 
an advisory group of leading busi­
ness and professional people from 
Harlan, Letcher. Bell. Leslie a.nd 
Perry counties. 

It is through such group eftorts. 
Dr. Clark believes. that the Center 
will solve one of its top-priority 
problems - that of creating public 
awareness that its faciliti~ belong 
not to just one community but to 
the entire Southeastern Kentucky 
area. 

In talking with prospective stu­
dents, Dr. Clark and his aides have 
a briefcase full of impressive sell­
ing points, not the least of which 
is that the Center offers Southerust­
ern Kentucky youth a prime oppor· 
tunity to complete their freshman 
and sophomore years at a fraction 
of the cost they would pay else­
where.

Kentucky stati t1cal records for 
1959 through 1962 how that 114 
men were killed in large mines 
while 79 lost their lives in small 
mmes during the same penod. 

In di.,cussing the tmpact the 
extension of the federal l2w 
\ ould have, if imposed on small 

I mine , Mandt said they would be 
burdened \\ ith unrea onabl and 
expensiVe regulations w h i c h 
would have no bearmg on the I 
types of accidents which occur in 
the small mme and would re­
s.ult in many of them havmg to , 
close. The 2.000 small mmes 
which would be affected play an 
important part in the economy of 
Ea tern Kentucky which already 
ha gained national attention be­
came of It financ~al pli,ght. This 
fandt pomted out, f true not 

only of Kentucky, but also of 
other coal producmg states in the 
Appalachian area. With the clos­
mg of the small mines the miners 
would become a burden on relief 
agencies and the . tate and feder­
al government would suffer a 

1 substantial lo s in tax revenue. 
Kentucky currently has about 

2,000 small mines and 200 in the 
large mine cia ifiCation in oper­
ation. In 1962 these mines pro­
duced 67 million tons of coal, 
ranking Kentucky second among 
the states m the production of bi­
tuminous coal. Kentucky coal is 
produced in about equal amounts 
by surface mining, by large un­
derground operation and by the 
mall mmes. 

On the subject of inspl.'ctions 
and regulation Mandt aid thot 
Kentucky mining laws are ade­
quate and \\ell administered b, 
competent personnel. He added 
that through n w inspection tech- 1 
niques and accelerated safety 
education the tate has made re­
markable progress in accident 
prevention. 

In a conference recen tly h eld 
in Washmgton at the 1equest of 
• tcw.:rt Udall, Secretary of the 
Intenor, to discuss safety pro­
cedures as a result of recent ex­
plosions at two large mines, 
spokesmen representing o t h e r 
coal producing states expressed 
opimons that the1r state laws 
W£>re adqunte. At this conference 
the U. S. Bureau of Mines rec­
ommended amendments to the 
federal Coal Mine Safety Act 
which would place all mini.'S 
large and small, under Title II of 
the Act. 

Title II of the Federal Coal 
MinP Safety Act is designed to 
prevent ma]or disa ters. Compli­
~n<'e with its safety provisions 
1s mandatm-y; however, i t applies
