Fish detect these vibrations by 
special organs lying in the lateral 
line along each side, which often 
shows as a narrow streak, usual­
ly black, but sometimes lighter 
than the rest. 

Some species, at least, feel 
these vibrations to an extent that 
seems incredible to us. There is 
evidence that a shark will become 
awat·e of a smaller fish that is 
hooked and being played, but not 
even leaping, as much as ha.lf a 
mile off, and streak there to get 
him, as easy prey. 

On some days, of course, fish 
are more alarmed by such vibra· 
tions than on others. says Jason 
Lucas, Angling Editor of Sports 
Afield Magazine. 

It should hardly be necessary 
to add that in fishing from shore 
or by wading one should avoid 
causing vibrations that will travel 
first from. the ground and then 
through the water. Certain types 
of ground, and tumbling water in 
a stream, will make fish less sen­
sitive to the vibrations than 
they'd be in other spots. And. the 
shallower the water around your 
boat, the more easily fish are 
spooked by vibrations. 

However, the safe thing ta· do 
-one that is absolutely certain 
greatly to increase the catches of 
any fisherman who hasn't before 
paid attention to it-is to try as 
much as possible to avoid sending 
out any such vibrations, any­
where. 

And I should add that the lar­
ger, therefore older and warier, 
the fish-this is especially true 
of bass and brown trout-the 
more easily very tiny vibrations 
will keep them from making your 
offering. This is one of the rea­
sons why the veteran invariably 
catches fa.r more big fish, espec­
ially brown trout and bass, than 
the novice. He has learned. per­
haps unconsciously, to fish very 
quietly, sending out few low-fre­
quency vibrations.

The access road, to be crunple­
ted by January 1, 1964, includes 
clearing t he right-of-way, estab­
lishing grade and drain and sur­
facing with a hard-dirt cover. 

The line which the road will 
follow is completely covered with , 
timber and runs through a very 
mountainous region, Matlick said. 

''Because of the heavy density 
of forest cover. this has been a 
bad fire area in the past," he said. 
"We have not been able to take 
our modern, heavy equipment 
into the region, depending almost 
entirely on hand crews to fight 
fires." 

Matlick said the Breathitt 
county road represents the begin­
ning of a long-range plan to de­
velop a system of access roads in 
heavily forested areas through­
out the state.

FIRE SEASON 
OPEN, WARNED 

Matlick Announces Fires 
Have Started In State; 
Several small forest fires have 

broken out in various areas of the 
state, sending some towermen to 
their ob. ervation posts ahead of 
ch dule, Kentucky Con crvntion 

Crunmis ioncr J. 0. ~~ tl!ck ha 
announced. 

Althou h the fall fire season 
officially begins Octob r 1, fir 
nonnally do not b gin to break 
out until around the 15th, Mat­
lick added. That date was et for 
towerm n to take their posts. 

"It has ~en extremc'y dry in 
most areas of Kentuck , partic­
ularly in the west," Matlick said. 
·•we hnve had no indication from 
our weather foreca tcrs that 
these conditions will continue, 
but extreme caution is urged 
" here any fires are set." 

fatlick pointed out that sec­
tion. of the Kentucky statutes 
pertainmg to fire have been in 
force since October I. They pro­
hibit setting fires near woodland 
or brushland during the season, 
except between the hours of 4:30 
p.m. and midnight or when the 
land is covered by snow. Setting 
any fires without taking proper 
precautions to prevent their 
pread is prohibited. 

The f a 11 fire sea on lasts 
through December. Matlick wam­
ed that his department's Forestry 
Division organized a n w section 
on law enforcement thi year and 
that all violators of the statutes 
will be prosecuted. 

The Con ervation Department 
did not is ·ue a blanket order for 
all towermen. They went up 
where needed, according to the 
judgment of each district forest­
er. Matlick said the others will 
still adhere to the October 15 
starting date. 

Archers' Deer Season 
Began on October 15 

Frankfort, Ky. (Speciall-Kentuc­
ky's increasing archery population 
will have more elbow room this fall 
during the deer hunting season with 
48 counties having been opened to 
hunting, an increase of five over 
the previous year. 

The g nerou season this year will 
open on October 15 and contin 
through November 15. Thls ~SeaSon is 
about 15 days later than the pre­
vious one as requested by most bow 
and arrow hunters. With the later 
starting date archery enthusiasts be­
lieve that the foliage problem will 
not be so great as it has been in 
past years and, therefore, more 
archery hunters will have a better 
chance to bag their deer. 

The ~xpanded hunting territory in­
cludes six new counties, Adair, Lo­
gan. Hancock, Taylor, Marion aud 
Warren. m addition to the 43 opened 
last year. With the closing of one 
county, Cumberland, the archery 
boys will have the 48 counties, or 
almo t half the tate, in which to 
hunt. 

Arc! ry sea ·o also h ve been 
set for de !gnated areru on Ken­
tucky Woodlands National Refuge, 
the dates being October 21-26 and 
October 28-Novernber 2. 

Rules for the archer include: 
Long bow only except during primi­
tive weapons sellS'Jn on pecif!cd 
areas in Bath and Menifee counties; 
arrows mu t be barbless with broad­
head; points must be at le t 7)8 
inch \\ide and archery hunters must 
not carry fireanns.
