8ometimes i·t must occur to those men who have 
invested their money and their futures in the coal 
business that the one que.stion in the minds of 
many is, "Whrat shall we d.-o next to ilhe coal min­
ing industry?" 

We .know of no industry so hemmed in by gov­
ernmental regu'lations and restricUons as is this. 
,Nlone faces such competition as c•oal, with residual 
oi'l imp'ori:a1Ji0'11S a·betted by the national govern­
ment and with depletion allowances deDiied coal 
while the competing indust::ry is granted such ben­
efits. ~Then not under market pressures the coal 
producer is facing attack from some other direc­
tion. St1'ikes beset it. Some have urged a coal tax. 
Even the w·eather ofiten is: an enemy, and every 
winter nature takes a hand in the onslaught by 
freezing over the Lakes and denying the business 
·a.cces'S to a major market. 

Little wonder it is, then, thact those engaged in 
the buSiiness develop the feeling that they are a 
perennial target. 

As we ponder these maltters, we are reminded 
that the coa'l industry had in tlhis co-unty alone, in 
1962, a payron of $10 million and that taxes and 
purchases of supplies by coal companies added di­
rectly to the economy of the county nro less than 
$16 mil'lion. 

The queSitlion which arises in our mind, then, is 
not "What sha1tl we do to the co-a!] business?" but 
more realistic'al'ly is, "What could we do without 
it?" 

Communities grow excited about the prospect 
of a manufacturing plant whic1h will employ a 
hundred or so men or women. They persistently 
seek, as they .should, such plants, for a variegated 
industry is needed. Yet a new coal mine and its 
·huge payroH u.re accepted in matter-of-fact fash- r 
ion, with few buttons bustin' from community pro­
moters' vests. 

Floyd county's future may depend upon busi­
ness other than coal, but its pTesent is undeniably 
tie-d to and dependent upon it. 

The Times does not suggest that those compan­
ies and individuwls responsible for this $16-million­
a-year business in Fl•oyd county are a-lways right 
and above bl·ame. It cannot, :fior instance, accept 
the despoilation of soil, timber and streams by the 
reckless strip-mining methods practiced by some. 
Yet it does ma:intain that the coal buSiiness is en­
t¥tled to the full respect and coopera'tilon of every 
citizen who is interested in a county where coal 
still is king.
