No damage has been done the MeDowell Ap-
palachian Recional hospital by the aection insti-
tuted to require doctors there to register at the
County Clerk’s ofifice here—if the matter is per-
mitLeri to rest where it now is.

Resident physicians at this and other hospitals
have been gl\vn the status of interns hy a mnew
State Board of Health regulation, thus exempting
them from the registration law: the court aetion
has ended in sensible agreement—there really re-
mains litlle to row about.

Complianee with the law will harm no profes-
sional group, we think all are agreed. In the doc-
tor-registration matter, we are not inclined to be-
lieve thal there was an intention either to evade
ye violate the law on the one hand or to use the
law for vindietive purposes on the other.

This county needs all its existing hospital faeil-
ities and all its doctors. Without those physieians
and surgeons whose practice is largely limited to
these hospitals, Floyvd county would be deprived
of most of its medical services. Few young doctors
leaving college and interneship are returning to
this county; hence, it follows that the county can
ill afford to lose any of the qualified practitioners
who are now rendering service to its people.

We have no interest in the piofessional relation-
ships within the ranks of Floyd eounty’s medieal
men excepl s those relations may be harmful to
the public. For that reason, we suggest that every
bonafide physician and surgeon be accorded a wel-
come by the people and others of their profession
alike.

Perhaps it would be well to let the matter rest
on this note, which was seunded by Dr. Karl 8.
Klicka, president of Appalachian Regional Hog=
pitals, Ine,:

“We are coufident that the case at MeDowell
arose from a misunderstanding. Now that it has
heen =ettled, A. R. H. does not feel unkindly to-
ward anyone. Rather, we are grateful to Dr. R. L.
Hall and Counly Attorney Barkley Sturgill, as well
as to the State Board of Health, for their under-
standing and cecoperation.”

The Attorney General's Word
On the Matter

May a magistrate impose a fine but not a jail
sentence in cases of selling or possessing aleoholic
beverages in dry territory? This is the answer to
that gquestion, 28 given last week by the Atforney
Genergl's olffice in wesponse to an ingquiry made by

a Floyvd county eitizen:
“KRS 242.990 requires a fine, plus a jail sen-
tence, Tor each violation of the local option law.

However, the magistrate may impose the fine and
probate the jail sentence, or vice versa. This would
mean that the magistrate would have the power
during the })m‘rmnnndn period to reinstate the
Jail sentence if the defendant violates his proba-
tion.”

The quarterly and circuit courts of this county
have set an excellent example in handling these
cases, ant some of the lower courts make a bad
situation worse by failing to follow suit. Jail terms
are the rule in the quarterly and circuit courts, and
those other conits which forget or otherwise dis-
pense with [ha.t part of the penalty are as much
in vielation of the law as the bootlegger himself,

It is true that they may remit the jail sentence
via probation, but is it ever really probation? Isn’t
it; instead, a weak-kneed attitude toward the law
and thoze who wilfully break it?

The Civil War in Kentucky

Al the week’s end, Burbridge’s
men were engaged in destroying
installations. at both the salt-
works and the lead mines. From
the beginning, there had been
