Last year, the 38 service fOl· 
esters marked more than 13 mil­
lion board feet of timber-five 
million more than was marked 
in each of the two previous years. 
The sale of last year's marked 

' trees brought almost $"2'50,000 to 
I the timber owners. 

The Cooperative Forest Man­
agement program, under which 
the service foresters operate, is 
financed by state and federal 
funds. It requires the foresters 
to spend at least 75 per cent of 
their bime in encouraging good 
management of Kentucky's pri­
vately-owned timberlands - in­
cluding surveying, marking and. 
activities relruting to protection , 
and conservation of the trees .
