need. Later, g-iYcn a (;hance. we will make qur::;elves 
remembered for the othe1· side of the picture-if 
we are worth a chance. 

As we think of the possibility that a billion dol­
lars nw~· be ·pent in Eastern Kentuck;\' in this stu­
pendous task of 1·eclaiming a gTeat part of Amer­
ica, we cannot but hope that. somehow, the plan· 
nen; and those v.. ho carry out those plan::; \Vill find 
a way to put people to work. 

Let us be done with relief, as such, fol' those 
who are able to earn a living. Rather, let those who 
are able to work have an opportunity to cease 
simply to vegetate. Let them as human beings take 
part in something more worthy than the elemental 
pi ocess of merely ctra\\ ing in free air and food. Let 
them have a part in life by becoming producers, 
however small their production may be. 

There are country 1oads to be built, streams to 
be cleared and stl aightened, countrysides to be 
beautified, food to be grown, streets to be swept 
and mended-there are a ffi.\ riad things to be done. 
Then let these who are unemployed and able to be 
employed be put 1o work-any kind of w01·k-and 
so escape the slavery of soul that must be that of 
the healthy human JJeing who is on the dole.

Daughters of Eastern Kentucky Pioneers 

Samuel Clark and his wife, Elizabeth Clark, natives of Scott county, Virginia, migrated 
to Eastern Kentucky in 1818 and became the progenitors of a numerous branch of the Clark 
family. One son, John (Little John) Clark, manied Polly Taylor, of a prominent Wise coun­
ty, Vir~inia, family, and followed his parents to Kentucky. Descendants of these pioneer set­
tlers m1grated to other sections of Kentucky and other states and contributed substantially to 
the cultural fabric of their chosen areas. · 

John and Polly Taylor Clark were the parents of eight sons and daughters: Dr. N. T. Tav­
lor, married Sarah Osborne, and practiced medicine in Morgan, Montgomery and Clark coun­
ties: Alexander Clal'k, married Elizabeth Peery; Mourning, who married Dr. Fairis Sizemore 
and became the mother of the late Dr. John Sizemore, of Prestonsburg; Tilda, married Georo·e 
Spears; Phoeba, married Bill George; Rosa, married Mark George; Sally married John Moor~· 
and Josie, married Richard (Dick) McGuire. ('\Ve are indebted to Floyd County Superinten:
